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PREAMBULAR PARAGRAPH


BEARING IN MIND principles 10 and 11 of the Declaration of Principles on Freedom of Expression of the IACHR, of 2000, which refer to the decriminalization of desacato (insulting or defaming a public official);

NEW OPERATIVE PARAGRAPHS

To invite member states to consider the recommendations concerning defamation made by the Special Rapporteurship for Freedom of Expression of the IACHR, namely by repealing or amending laws that criminalize desacato, defamation, slander, and libel, and, in this regard, to regulate these conducts exclusively in the area of civil law.
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
