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OPERATIVE PARAGRAPH 
To urge those member states that have not yet done so to consider repealing or amending laws that define the refusal by journalists to reveal information sources, notes, and personal and professional files as desacato (insulting or defaming a public official), an offense punishable by imprisonment and/or fine.
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
