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1. Adoption of the draft order of business
The Permanent Council adopted the draft order of business (CP/OD.1605/07).

· Condolences

The Council expressed its solidarity with the people and the Governments of Honduras, El Salvador, and Nicaragua in the wake of the human casualties and significant material damage caused by Hurricane Felix. 

2. Preliminary report on the Electoral Observation Mission in Jamaica
Ambassador Albert R. Ramdin, Assistant Secretary General, delivered an oral report on the elections in Jamaica on September 3, 2007.  He drew attention to some of the Mission’s observations and recommendations to the national Electoral Office of Jamaica.  The Permanent Council took note of the information presented by the Assistant Secretary General and of the comments of Ms. Ann Scott, Alternate Representative of Jamaica to the OAS.

3. Draft reform of the Constitution of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela
Ambassador Jorge Valero Briceño, Permanent Representative of Venezuela to the OAS, made a presentation on the draft reform of the Constitution of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.  The Council took note of his presentation and of the comments made by delegations.

4. Report of the Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP) on the financing of the Regular Fund program-budget for 2008
The Permanent Council heard a presentation by Ambassador Camilo Alonso Ospina Bernal, Permanent Representative of Colombia and Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs, on the financing of the Regular Fund program-budget of the Organization for 2008, as set forth by the General Assembly in its resolution AG/RES. 2353 (XXXVII-O/07).

After hearing comments and observations by delegations in that regard, the Council decided:
· To approve the draft resolution “Financing of the Regular Fund Program-Budget of the Organization for 2008 (CP/CAAP-2922/07 rev. 3) and to submit it to the General Assembly at its thirty-third special session for consideration; and
· To convene the thirty-third special session of the General Assembly for the purpose of determining the financing of the Regular Fund program-budget of the Organization for 2008, for September 26, 2007, at OAS headquarters.  To that end, the Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 921 (1605/07), “Convocation of the Thirty-third Special Session of the General Assembly.”

5. Referral of documents
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The Permanent Council referred the opinion on the scope of the right to identity, adopted by the Inter-American Juridical Committee through resolution CJI/RES. 137 (LXXI-O/07), to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs for consideration.

7. Other business
