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1. Adoption of the draft order of business
The Council adopted the draft order of business, document CP/OD-1610/07.
2. Commemoration of the 30th anniversary of the conclusion of the Torrijos-Carter Treaties
At the request of the Permanent Mission of Panama (CP/INF. 5538/07), the Permanent Council commemorated the 30th anniversary of the conclusion of the Torrijos-Carter Treaties.

The Council took note of the statements by Ambassador Aristides Royo, Permanent Representative of Panama, and Roberto Manzanares, Interim Representative of the United States, and of the comments of the delegations.

3. Presentation of the oral report on the electoral observation mission in Guatemala
Dr. Diego García-Sayan, Chief of the Electoral Observation Mission in Guatemala, reported to the Permanent Council on the results of the mission to observe the process of the general elections held on September 9, 2007, in Guatemala.
The Permanent Council took note of the report, of the comments made by Ambassador Francisco Villagrán de León, Permanent Representative of Guatemala, and of the observations of the delegations.

4. Report of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs on the methodology for assessing quotas to the member states that will enter into force in 2009

Ambassador Camilo Alfonso Ospina Bernal, Permanent Representative of Colombia, in his capacity as Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP), presented to the Council the Committee’s report on the methodology for assessing quotas to the member states that will enter into force in 2009 (CP/CAAP-2927/07 rev. 1).

During the presentation, the Chair of the CAAP referred to the proposed methodology for calculating the scale of quota assessments (GTT/MEC/doc.6/07) agreed upon at the meeting of the Working Group of Experts established to study a proposed methodology for calculating the quota assessments of member states in 2009 and subsequent years, held on August 27 and 28, 2007, and chaired by Ambassador Manuel María Cáceres, Permanent Representative of Paraguay.

Consequently, the Council adopted the draft resolution “Methodology for Calculating the Scale of Quota Assessments to Finance the Regular Fund of the Organization” and decided to present it to the General Assembly, through the Preparatory Committee, for consideration at its thirty-fourth special session (CP/CAAP-2927/07 rev. 2).

5. Draft resolution:  Place and date of the thirty-fourth special session of the General Assembly
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The Permanent Council, in resolution CP/RES. 922 (1610/07), decided that the thirty-fourth special session of the General Assembly would be held on November 12, 2007, at the headquarters of the General Secretariat of the Organization, in order to adopt a methodology for assigning the quotas of member states that will enter into force in 2009 and apply to subsequent years.

6. Consideration of funding for the third meeting of the OAS Group of Experts to Prepare Model Legislation in the areas to which the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA) refers

The Permanent Council considered the decision issued by the General Assembly in operative paragraph 4 of resolution AG/RES. 2341 (XXXVII-O/07), which reads: “To convene, in the framework of the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA, the third meeting of the OAS Group of Experts to Prepare Model Legislation in the areas to which the CIFTA refers, for October 15 and 16, 2007, to consider the draft model legislation on legislative measures, pursuant to Article IV of the Convention.”

Considering the content of the document Subprogram 21 c - Year 2007 - Unprogrammed Conferences and Meetings (CP/CAAP-2864/06 rev. 10), the Council decided to request the General Secretariat to assign funding for this meeting.

7. Other business
· Ambassador Roberto Álvarez, Permanent Representative of the Dominican Republic, referred to the “Genius scholarship” award granted to Argentine anthropologist Mercedes Doretti, founder of the Argentine Forensic Anthropology Team, who applies these scientific techniques to the investigation of human rights violations.
