2005 Review Conference of States Parties to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons 

The issue of DNP education was considered by Main Committee I. Mexico and Peru joined Egypt, Hungary, Japan, New Zealand, Poland and Sweden in submitting a working paper on the issue (NPT/CONF.2005/WP.30), which encouraged States parties to support and develop DNP activities, to cooperate with academic institutions to develop model curricula on the consequences of proliferation and the importance of disarmament, to designate a focal point on DNP education and training and to inform the Department for Disarmament Affairs on steps taken to implement the DNP study. 

Conference of States Parties and Signatories to Treaties that Establish

Nuclear-Weapon-Free Zones, Mexico City, 26 to 28 April 2005

At the above Conference, the participating States parties or signatories to the Treaties of Tlatelolco, Rarotonga, Bangkok and Pelindaba adopted a Declaration of the Conference of Nuclear-Weapon-Free Zones, paragraph 30 of which refers to DNP education and reads as follows: “We express our conviction that disarmament and non-proliferation education constitutes an important measure that can contribute to achieving a world free of nuclear weapons threats. We therefore encourage all States to promote programmes instilling the values of peace, disarmament and nuclear non-proliferation in their respective educational and academic spheres and call upon IAEA and donor countries to help in the promotion and implementation of such programmes” (see A/60/121, annex III).
