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THE ELABORATION OF THE AMERICAN DECLARATION ON 
THE RIGHTS OF INDIGENOUS PEOPLES


The Selection Board of the Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples met on March 7, 2007 to review and approve the list of indigenous representatives and leaders who are beneficiaries of that Fund and who will take part in the Tenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.  This Meeting will be held in La Paz, Bolivia, from March 26 - 30, 2007 and will be preceded by the Indigenous Caucus of the Americas to be held from March 23 - 25, 2007 in the same city.



The Selection Board of the Specific Fund - composed of Ambassador Juan León Alvarado, Chair of the Working Group; Ambassador Reynaldo Cuadros Anaya, Permanent Representative of Bolivia to the OAS and co-Vice Chair of the Working Group; Counselor Efraín Baus Palacios, Alternate Representative of Ecuador to the OAS and co-Vice Chair of the Working Group; Ms. Azelene Inácio, the South American representative; Ms. María Hazel Lau Blanco, the Central American and Caribbean representative; and Ms. LuAnn Jamieson, the North American representative - adopted its decisions in accordance with the OAS Permanent Council resolutions CP/RES. 817 (1319/02) and CP/RES. 873 (1459/04), which established and amended the operating procedures of the aforementioned Specific Fund.
