GUIDE DOCUMENT ON PRESENTATIONS FROM THE MEMBER STATES
AT THE SPECIAL TECHNICAL MEETING OF NATIONAL AUTHORITIES 
AND EXPERTS ON COOPERATION

The purpose of this document is to guide delegations on preparing their presentations to improve the use of the assigned time for interventions, in the framework of the objectives of the Special Technical Meeting of National Authorities and Experts.  However, the delegations may, within the allotted time, incorporate additional aspects or approaches they deem appropriate and/or send the Secretariat any material they wish to provide to the other countries.
1. Internal institutional organization in the management of technical cooperation:

a. Does your country have a centralized department or agency for technical cooperation?

b. If you have a central cooperation agency or entity, what role does it play in the execution, monitoring, and evaluation of cooperation projects? How does your country monitor the implementation and execution of its projects?

c. Do the cooperation funds given to the OAS come from a single or from various administrative departments?  From which departments/secretariats or agencies do the funds come from?
d. With respect to the various programs and projects you operate with the OAS, which entity is identified as the National Liaison Office (ONE)? What role does it play in the process of the definition, pre-selection, selection, and monitoring of projects?

2. Priority areas in technical cooperation:

a. To what specific subject area does your country wish to direct most of its cooperation efforts? Is there some specific field or one or more sectors in particular?

b. Is there a consultation mechanism for defining cooperation priorities among your country’s ONE, its cooperation agency/entity, and its ministries?  How relevant are the mandates and processes of the Summits of the Americas and the CIDI Ministerial meetings to the selection of priority areas?
3. Cooperation modalities:

a. What are the predominant modalities for granting/receiving cooperation in your country (bilateral, multilateral, horizontal, triangular, etc)? 

b. What are the modalities you want to develop or strengthen?
4. National experience with technical cooperation within the OAS framework on issues relating to integral development or other areas
Multilaterality and other funds through the OAS
a. In addition to voluntary contributions to FEMCIDI, is there some other mechanism in operation to contribute and implement cooperation projects with the OAS? What type of mechanisms are these (financial, in-kind or special contributions)? What are your country’s perceived or desired benefits from multilateral cooperation in the OAS?

b. What are its advantages, challenges, and/or difficulties?


FEMCIDI

a. What is the level of your country’s participation in the Special Multilateral Fund of CIDI (FEMCIDI)? What is your experience with this fund? 

b. Regarding FEMCIDI projects, how are proposals selected for submission to the Secretariat; is there planning and guidance based on the country’s priorities or are proposals selected annually according to specific needs and requirements?

c. What would your country like to see implemented in FEMCIDI? Would these changes increase its contributions to FEMCIDI?  What can FEMCIDI offer to your cooperation modality?

It should be noted that during the Third Plenary Session of the Meeting, the discussion will focus on how cooperation in the OAS framework can be optimized and on taking suggestions and recommendations from the participants.
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
