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1. Adoption of the order of business
The Council adopted the draft order of business, document CP/OD.1623/07.
2. Report on the participation of the Secretary General’s representative in the Fourth Ministerial Meeting of the Community of Democracies, in Bamako, Mali.
At the request of the Permanent Mission of  the United States (CP/INF.5588/07), the Permanent Council listened to a presentation by Mr. Raúl Alconada Sempé, the Secretary General’s representative at the Fourth Ministerial Conference of the Community of Democracies, held in Bamako, Mali, from November 14 to 17, 2007.
After hearing the presentation and comments by the delegations of Chile, Brazil, Canada, the United States, Trinidad and Tobago, Grenada, Saint Kitts and Nevis, and Bolivia, the Permanent Council decided:
· To take note of the presentation made by the Secretary General’s representative on the Fourth Ministerial Conference of the Community of Democracies, held in Bamako, Mali, and of the comments on the topic; and
· To forward the minutes of the present meeting to the Secretariat for Political Affairs of the OAS General Secretariat.
3. Presentation of the results of the constitutional amendment referendum held in the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela
Ambassador Jorge Valero, Vice Minister for North America and Permanent Representative of Venezuela to the OAS, presented the results of the constitutional reform referendum held in the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela on December 2, 2007.
The delegations of Mexico, Nicaragua, Uruguay, Canada, Bolivia, Paraguay, Brazil, Argentina, the Dominican Republic, Chile, Ecuador, Panama, El Salvador, Peru, Costa Rica, Guyana, the United States, Grenada, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Belize, and Trinidad and Tobago commented on the matter.
In that regard, the Permanent Council decided to take note of the presentation and of the comments by delegations and to congratulate the people and Government of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela for the public spirit they had demonstrated during the December 2 elections.
4. Oral report by the Chair of the Style Committee of the thirty-third and thirty-fourth special sessions of the General Assembly
Mr. Robert Manzanares, Interim Representative of the United States of America, speaking in his capacity as Chair of the Style Committee of the thirty-third and thirty-fourth special sessions of the General Assembly, presented the following resolutions to the Permanent Council, as revised by the Style Committee, for consideration:
· AG/RES. 1 (XXXIII-E/07), “Financing of the Regular Fund Program-Budget of the Organization for 2008”; and
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AG/RES. 1 (XXXIV-E/07), “Methodology for Calculating the Scale of Quota Assessments to Finance the Regular Fund of the Organization” 

For its part, the Permanent Council decided to ask the General Secretariat to forward certified copies of those resolutions to the member states, pursuant to Article 83 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly. 

5. Draft Rules of Procedure for financing the Oliver Jackman Voluntary Capital Fund
The Permanent Council, after hearing the presentation by Ambassador Camilo Alfonso Ospina Bernal, Permanent Representative of Colombia, speaking in his capacity as Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs, decided to adopt resolution CP/RES. 924 (1623/07), “Rules of Procedure for the Operations of the Oliver Jackman Voluntary Capital Fund to Finance the Inter-American Human Rights System”.
6. Referral of documents
The Council decided to refer the following document to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs: “The Work Plans of Offices of the General Secretariat in the Member States for 2008 and Report of Funds/Subsidies Received from Host Governments” (CP/doc.4251/07).
7. Approval of minutes
The minutes of the regular meeting of October 25, 2006 (CP/ACTA 1567/07) were approved.
8. Other business
The Permanent Mission of the Argentine Republic commented on the Argentine Fund for Cooperation in Academic Activities and Education, to be administered by the Organization of American States.
