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1. Adoption of the draft order of business
The Council adopted the draft order of business, document CP/OD-1615/07.
· In memoriam
The Permanent Council expressed its condolences to the peoples and Governments of The Bahamas, the Dominican Republic, Haiti, and Jamaica in the wake of the human and material damage caused by Hurricane Noel.  It also expressed its solidarity with the people and Government of Mexico in view of the serious consequences of the recent floods in that country. 
2. Tenth quarterly report by the Secretary General to the Permanent Council on the Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia (MAPP/OAS)
The OAS Secretary General presented the tenth quarterly report on the Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia (MAPP/OAS) (CP/doc.4249/07). 
He referred, among other things, to three fundamental challenges that the new scenario created by demobilization and disarmament had posed: a) the reconstruction of the state in certain regions and the weakening of illegal activity; b) the reintegration of former combatants, using a community approach that included the towns that were affected by the presence of paramilitaries; and c) implementation of the Justice and Peace Law, which involved gradually uncovering the truth, seeking justice, reparations for victims, and opening up channels for reconciliation. 

After listening to the comments by Ambassador Camilo Ospina, Permanent Representative of Colombia, and to those by delegations, the Permanent Council agreed:
· To thank the Secretary General for his presentation of the tenth quarterly report on the Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia, as well as everyone involved in that important mission; and 
· To take note of tenth quarterly report on the Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia and of the comments by delegations.
3. Oral report on the OAS Electoral Observation Mission in Ecuador
Mr. Enrique Correa, Head of the Electoral Observation Mission in Ecuador, presented an oral report on the election of the members of the Constituent Assembly, on September 30, 2007.  The Permanent Council decided to take note of the report and of the comments made by the Permanent Representative of Ecuador and by delegations.
4. Oral report on the OAS Electoral Observation Mission in Costa Rica
Ambassador Paul Duran, Head of the Electoral Observation Mission in Costa Rica, presented an oral report on the referendum held on October 7, 2007, on the Dominican Republic-Central America-United States Free Trade Agreement.  The Permanent Council decided to take note of the report and of the comments made by the Alternate Representative of Costa Rica, as well as of those by delegations.
5. Place of the thirty-eighth regular session of the General Assembly
The Permanent Council, taking into account resolution AG/RES. 2235 (XXXVI-O/06) and the comments by Ambassador Camilo Alfonso Ospina Bernal, Permanent Representative of Colombia, decided to select Medellín, Colombia, as the venue for the thirty-eighth regular session of the General Assembly. 

6. Oral report on the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Education
In her capacity as Chair of the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI), Ambassador Abigail Castro de Pérez, Permanent Representative of El Salvador, commented on the Fifth Meeting of Ministers of Education:    Hemispheric Commitment to Early Childhood Education, to be held in Cartagena de Indias, Colombia, from November 14 to 16, 2007.
The Permanent Council, recognizing that the topic in question was being addressed within CEPCIDI, decided to thank Ambassador Abigail Castro de Pérez for the information she had provided.
7. Referral of documents
At the request of some delegations, the Council decided to postpone until a future meeting consideration of the note from the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights forwarding the document: “Guidelines for the Preparation of Progress Indicators in the Area of Economic, Social, and Cultural Rights” (CP/doc.4250/07).
