Excellency:


I have the honor to transmit to Your Excellency, with this letter, the report prepared by the Inter-American Defense Board, prepared by the Subsecretariat for Advisory Services and coordinated with the Inter-American Defense College, in reply to note R-138/07, of December 6, 2007, from the Committee on Hemispheric Security, concerning assessment of progress achieved in the implementation of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, adopted on October 28, 2003, at the Special Conference on Security held in Mexico.

The first and foremost progress as regards the Inter-American Defense Board in the framework of the Mexico Declaration of 2003 is the OAS General Assembly’s approval of the IADB Statutes and the formalization of the legal-institutional relationship between the IADB and the OAS. This occurred at the General Assembly’s special session on March 15, 2006.


Undoubtedly, since the adoption of the new Statutes, there has been positive linkage between the IADB, the OAS, and its organs and entities, especially the Committee on Hemispheric Security. This has resulted in effective synergy on various matters, such as consolidation of confidence- and security-building measures, development of defense policies, disaster mitigation, control and destruction of arms and ammunition stockpiles, transparency in military spending, as well as the traditional cooperation on humanitarian demining.

In the area of education, the Inter-American Defense College (IADC) has added to its curriculum the topics mentioned in the Declaration on Security in the Americas–Mexico 2003, by holding conferences, seminars, and workshops to discuss them and seek appropriate forms of cooperation.  The papers presented by the College’s military and civilian students as a course requirement reflect the concern of the IADB and the College with the multidimensional nature of the Declaration of Mexico.

1.
BACKGROUND

In June 2003, the Inter-American Defense Board contributed to the examination of new approaches to the threats and challenges to peace and security in the Hemisphere. In this context, it prepared document T-863-S of June 2003, to advise the OAS regarding its efforts to identify, classify, and define new security and defense challenges to the inter-American system that threaten the values and principles that underpin hemispheric security.

In October 2003, the Special Conference on Security, held in Mexico, approved the "Declaration on Security in the Americas", which ushered in a new concept of hemispheric security that broadened the traditional vision to encompass political, social, health, and environmental aspects.  It declared that hemispheric security is affected in various ways by traditional and new threats, concerns, and other challenges of diverse nature.

This diverse nature has meant that the concept of security in the Hemisphere has acquired a “multidimensional” scope and tackling these threats requires the cooperation of all the OAS, inter-American, and international organs on the basis of applicable instruments and mechanisms.

Today the Inter-American Defense Board, as an OAS entity, is in a stronger position to respond to the threats and help the member states take actions to consolidate peace and stability in the region.

2.
CLAUSES OF THE DECLARATION ON SECURITY IN THE AMERICAS THAT CONCERN THE IADB

a.
CONNECTED WITH CONFIDENCE- AND SECURITY-BUILDING MEASURES (CSBMs)

15.
We reaffirm our commitment to continue to strive to limit military spending while maintaining capabilities commensurate with our legitimate defense and security needs and fostering transparency in arms acquisitions.  Continued implementation of confidence- and security-building measures is conducive to the creation of a favorable environment for this purpose.

17.
We reiterate that, as stated in the Declarations of Santiago and San Salvador and the Consensus of Miami, confidence- and security-building measures increase transparency and understanding among the states of the Hemisphere and directly bolster regional stability. We affirm that the implementation and further development of confidence- and security-building measures, within the constitutional framework of each state, contribute to peace in the Hemisphere.  We will build mutual confidence by implementing, as appropriate, confidence- and security-building measures identified in the aforementioned instruments and those established under bilateral and multilateral instruments and other arrangements.
51.
We recommend that, periodically, the Committee on Hemispheric Security meet as the “Forum for Confidence- and Security-Building Measures” in order to review and evaluate existing confidence- and security-building measures and, if appropriate, consider new measures that will make it possible to ensure progress in this area.

b.
CONNECTED WITH ANTI-PERSONNEL LANDMINES

20.
We reaffirm our support for establishing the Hemisphere as an anti-personnel-landmine-free zone.  We welcome the cooperative approach and efforts of all states as well as those of the Organization of American States Mine Action Team to support humanitarian demining, mine risk education, landmine victim assistance and rehabilitation, and socio-economic recovery.  We highlight the importance of the Ottawa Convention and its universalization and we support State Parties to this Convention in their efforts to implement it to rid their territories of anti-personnel landmines.

c.
CONNECTED WITH TRAINING IN HEMISPHERIC SECURITY
21.
We recognize that our Hemisphere is in a position to contribute to global peace and security and, with this in mind, we agree to collaborate on training and organization for peacekeeping missions, so that each state, according to its capabilities and should its domestic legal system permit, may participate in operations of this sort conducted by the United Nations.

32.
We underscore the role of education for peace and the strengthening of democracy in our Hemisphere as a region where tolerance, dialogue, and mutual respect prevail as peaceful forms of coexistence. We recommend that both in each state and in the corresponding inter-American instances, particularly the Inter-American Education Committee, actions be taken to promote democratic culture in keeping with the provisions of the Inter-American Democratic Charter.

33.
We agree, in the context of our commitment to a democratic culture, to strengthen civil society participation in considering, developing, and implementing multidimensional approaches to security.

d.
CONNECTED WITH MULTIDIMENSIONAL TOPICS
1)
ILLICIT TRAFFICKING IN FIREARMS, AMMUNITION, EXPLOSIVES, AND OTHER MATERIALS 

28.
We are convinced that the illicit manufacturing of and trafficking in firearms, ammunition, explosives, and related materials are a threat to hemispheric security and, when these are used by terrorists and criminals, undermines the rule of law, breeds violence and, in some cases, impunity, exacerbates conflicts, and represents a serious threat to human security. We reiterate the need for effective cooperation to prevent, combat, and eradicate this threat and we recognize the value of the CIFTA.

2)
DESTRUCTION OF ARMS AND AMMUNITION

29.
We shall combat the illicit manufacturing of and trafficking in firearms, ammunition, explosives, and other related materials by, among other actions, destroying excess stocks of firearms designated by each State, securing and managing national stockpiles, and regulating firearms brokering, including sanctions for illicit arms brokering for the purpose of avoiding their diversion through illicit channels and their proliferation. Likewise, we shall strengthen efforts at bilateral and multilateral cooperation and, in particular, coordination and cooperation among the Consultative Committee of the CIFTA, CICAD, CICTE and the United Nations.

3)
NATURAL DISASTERS
39.
We express our concern over natural and man-made disasters that afflict states of the Hemisphere and cause greater devastation in the most vulnerable states that have not yet developed adequate prevention and mitigation capabilities. We pledge to strengthen the existing inter-American mechanisms and develop new cooperation mechanisms to improve and broaden the region’s response capability in preventing and mitigating the effects of these disasters. We will effectively and swiftly address natural disasters by strengthening existing bilateral, subregional, and multilateral actions and institutions, such as the Inter-American Committee for Natural Disaster Reduction and, when possible, using technology and scientific resources to prevent their occurrence, as well as taking adaptive measures to mitigate their effects in order to avoid or reduce damage to the environment, productive and critical infrastructure, our heritage, and, most importantly, our peoples.

e.
INSTITUTIONAL ASPECTS

49.
We reiterate the need to clarify the juridical and institutional relationship between the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) and the OAS. Thus, we recommend that the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, taking into account what is stated in Article 54, subparagraphs (a) and (b) of the OAS Charter and in accordance with the criteria set forth in the General Assembly resolutions on this matter, in particular resolution AG/RES. 1240 (XXIII-O/93) -- “advice and the delivery of consultancy services of a technical-military character which in no case may have an operational nature”--; resolution AG/RES. 1848 (XXXII-O/02) -- “including the principle of civilian oversight and the democratic formation of its authorities”--; and AG/RES. 1908 (XXXII-O/02) and AG/RES. 1940 (XXXIII-O/03) -- “to provide the OAS with technical, advisory, and educational expertise on defense and security issues”--, complete the analysis of the relationship between the IADB with the OAS and that it submit recommendations to the thirty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly so that it can determine the norms that govern that relationship and the mandate of the IADB. The Permanent Council through the Committee on Hemispheric Security will maintain regular contact with the authorities of the IADB for the purposes of this paragraph.

3.
ACTIONS TAKEN
a.
CONCERNING CONFIDENCE- AND SECURITY-BUILDING MEASURES (CSBMs)
Fundamental events and changes in the international and regional framework in recent years have facilitated greater cooperation and promoted collective action for peace and security in the Hemisphere. Moreover, with the Declaration on Security in the Americas, the Hemisphere nations have opted for a multidimensional approach that has led to transparent policies with specific bilateral, regional, and hemispheric tasks that mirror the commitment to search for peaceful solutions to disputes and conflicts; and also for the establishment of methods and mechanisms designed to generate confidence in defense and security policies. Confidence- and security-building measures (CSBMs) in the inter-American framework are especially important because they are a vehicle for dispelling mistrust and hostility in areas where threats may still exist. The measures must be voluntary, transparent, and seek to create a more secure climate of mutual cooperation. In this context, and in response to clauses 15, 17, and 51 that are within the IADB’s purview, the following actions have been taken:

1)
Regarding Clause 15, on transparency in arms acquisitions and military spending as part of continued application of confidence- and security-building measures, the IADB prepared a study titled: "Limitation of Military Spending and the Promotion of Greater Transparency in Conventional Weapons Acquisition--Summary of documents in the possession of the OAS, UN, and other organizations. Suggestions.” This paper was transmitted as document JID S-2911 to the OAS General Secretariat and was presented and distributed at the Meeting on the Limitation of Military Spending and the Promotion of Greater Transparency in the Acquisition of Arms on December 1, 2006, at OAS headquarters.

2)
As for Clause 17, concerning CSBMs in the Declarations of Santiago and San Salvador and the Consensus of Miami, and Clause 51, which recommends that “periodically, the Committee on Hemispheric Security meet as the ‘Forum for Confidence- and Security-Building Measures’ in order to review and evaluate the existing confidence- and security-building measures and, if appropriate, consider new measures that will make it possible to ensure progress in this area,” the following activities have been carried out:

-
In December 2003 the IADB prepared the Consolidated Report on Implementation of CSBMs by the Countries of the American Hemisphere in 2000, 2001, and 2002.
-
In August 2004 the Update of Inventory of CSBMs applied by countries in the American Hemisphere and the world in 2003 was prepared and presented to the OAS.  Both reports were transmitted to the OAS General Secretariat as document JID T-874-S.
-
In October 2004 the IADB prepared a Compendium of Documents on Polices and Doctrines of Defense (White Papers) to present an overview of the current status of preparation of white papers by the member states. 

-
The IADB participated as observer and speaker in the First Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures held by the Committee on Hemispheric Security on April 25 and 26, 2005.  It presented the updated inventory of CSBMs applied by countries in the American Hemisphere and the world in 2003 that had been previously submitted to the OAS General Secretariat as document JID T-874-S.
-
In December 2005 the inventory of CSBMs applied in the Hemisphere in 2004 was updated on the basis of reports from the member states and the inventory of CSBMs in other areas of the world was also updated. Both reports were transmitted to the OAS General Secretariat as document C-3183-S for presentation to the Committee on Hemispheric Security.

-
The IADB participated actively as observer and speaker in the Second Meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures organized by the Committee on Hemispheric Security November 29 to December 1, 2006.  As a presenter it gave the forum the inventory of CSBMs implemented in 2005 based on reports submitted by the member states and updated the inventory of CSBMs in other regions of the world. The two reports were transmitted to the OAS General Secretariat as document JID S-2903, for presentation and distribution in the forum. 

-
A comparative study was made of all CSBMs in the three documents with a view to proposing the unification of the CSBMs to the OAS. This study was transmitted to the OAS General Secretariat as document JID S-2908 "Review of the Implementation of Confidence- and Security-Building Measures (CSBMs) in the Region (Unification of CSBMs) and was presented and distributed at the Second Forum on CSBMs in November 2006. This analysis has been prepared for the high-level meeting on CSBMs to be held in the framework of the OAS in 2008.

In another context, it is important to note that the IADB was represented by its Chair at the Sixth and Seventh Conferences of Ministers of Defense of the Americas, held respectively in Quito, Ecuador and Managua, Nicaragua, in 2004 and 2006. At the latter meeting discussions were held with the Defense Ministers to inform them about the modernization of the Board and its readiness to cooperate with the member states and the OAS in the framework of the new Statutes. That conference approved a proposal to study the creation of a permanent organ for follow-up of the conference’s initiatives and a vote of thanks to the OAS and the IADB for their successful efforts in the area of humanitarian demining.

In December 2007 the IADB updated the inventory of CSBMs applied by countries in the Americas and in other regions of the world during 2006. Both documents were transmitted to the OAS General Secretariat in February 2008.
The updating of the inventory represents a partial sample of CSBMs applied in the Hemisphere, because its tables contain data on CSBMs applied by 13 reporting countries, which is 48.14% of the member states of the Inter-American Defense Board and 38.23% of the member states of the OAS.
In comparison to 2005 there was an increase of 62.50% in the number of reporting countries. This is a substantial increase in the number of reports submitted the previous year, and there is also a trend of improvement in their content.
In addition to the 13 member states that reported on application of CSBMs, the remaining 14 IADB member states are directly involved in the application of CSBMs.  In other words, all member states of the IADB are applying CSBMs.

Over the last eight years, 61% of the OAS member states, that is 21 states, have at some point submitted a report on application of CSBMs.
The IADB has prepared a document on defense policies and doctrines (white papers), in order to present an overview of the current status of preparation of white papers by the member states.  That document will be transmitted to the OAS General Secretariat along with the inventory of CSBMs.
The IADB considers that its day-to-day work, involving military personnel from several Hemisphere countries, is one of the most effective confidence-building measures in the Americas.

b.
CONCERNING ANTI-PERSONNEL LANDMINES

The IADB has been participating in humanitarian demining activities since 1992.  In response to a request from the OAS General Secretariat, the IADB sent a team of military advisers to Nicaragua to prepare plans for making it a landmine-free country.
Based on the plans prepared, the IADB organized a Humanitarian Demining Division at its headquarters, composed of officers from the countries of the Hemisphere.  Its function is to coordinate the presence of military personnel with technical, administrative, and managerial expertise in the various missions for assistance with removal of anti-personnel landmines, in order to provide training and certify the monitoring of clearance operations in accordance with international standards.  In Nicaragua the Assistance Mission for Mine Clearance in Central America (MARMINCA), was organized with military demining experts of the IADB member countries.  The experience of MARMINCA was the basis for forming the Assistance Mission for Mine Clearance in South America (MARMINAS), located in Quito, Ecuador; for carrying out removal operations in Suriname; and for establishment of the Group of Inter-American Monitors in Colombia, based in Bogotá.

The Humanitarian Demining Division operates in accordance with the policies and resolutions of the OAS, the agency that supervises the humanitarian demining programs; according to the specific requirements of national authorities in each receiving country; consistent with international standards; and depending on the capabilities of each defense entity represented in the IADB.

Starting with the year that the Declaration on Security in the Americas was issued, these are the main accomplishments in humanitarian demining activities: 

In June 2004, Honduras was declared landmine-free thanks to the efforts of national agencies, the international community, and the OAS program in Central America, which the IADB supported with one hundred twenty-four (124) international military monitors over the 10 years of operation of MARMINCA in that country.

From February to April 2005, the IADB took measures in response to an OAS request for technical support for clearance of a last minefield in Suriname, specifically in the community of Stolkertsijver in Comewijne District.  This support by the IADB for the Program for Comprehensive Action against Anti-personnel Mines (AICMA) of the OAS enabled the Government of Suriname to fulfill its obligations under the Ottawa Convention and, subsequently, to declare the country landmine-free.

On December 15, 2005, the IADB took part in the official ceremonies to declare Guatemala landmine-free.  The removal of mines and explosive devices in Guatemala, monitored by international military personnel of MARMINCA, made it possible to discharge the guarantees for the resettlement of communities, and to comply with the “Agreement on Resettlement of the Population Groups Uprooted by the Armed Conflict” in the framework of the peace accords.
The Group of Inter-American Monitors was created on March 1, 2006, to provide support, along with the AICMA program of the OAS, for the national demining plan in Colombia.  Before that date, these activities had the assistance of two officers from Honduras under MARMINAS, and one officer from Nicaragua.  The activities carried out by the Group of Inter-American Monitors were initially of an administrative and preparatory nature, to provide training in the area of humanitarian demining for national personnel in keeping with the Demining Protocol of the Republic of Colombia.  After one year of work, the Group of Inter-American Monitors has provided training to four humanitarian demining platoons of the Colombian armed forces to carry out programmed clearance operations and to respond to humanitarian emergencies caused by mines.  The group has also monitored the clearance of minefields placed by the Government of Colombia.

In 2007 the following activities were carried out: 1) the holding of Humanitarian Demining Doctrine Seminar with the participation of the IADB’s three Assistance Missions for Mine Clearance (MARMINCA, MARMINAS, and the Group of Inter-American Monitors of Colombia), as well as representatives of other agencies involved in humanitarian demining; 2) The updating of the IADB’s Humanitarian Demining Operations and Procedures Manual in English and Spanish, which was sent to all delegations of the Board, the AICMA/OAS program office, and any organization that wished to obtain a copy; 3) Replacement of the chiefs of the assistance missions for mine clearance in Nicaragua, Ecuador/Peru, and Colombia; 4) Monitoring of humanitarian demining activities, providing technical assistance to the AICMA/OAS program in order to ensure that the work carried out by national sapper teams meets international standards for humanitarian demining. This monitoring is done by officers and NCOs of the IADB member countries; 5) Training of personnel from Colombia, Ecuador, Nicaragua, and Peru to work in humanitarian demining activities; 6) Inspection visits conducted by IADB advisers to the three assistance missions for mine clearance. During these visits the inspectors made contact with local staff of the AICMA program and national authorities in humanitarian demining; 7) Establishment of contacts with the Geneva International Center for Humanitarian Demining (GICHD); and 8) Development of internal regulations for activities of the assistance missions for mine clearance of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB).

c.
CONCERNING TRAINING IN HEMISPHERIC SECURITY
The IADC offered its 16th Advanced Course on Hemispheric Defense and Security for civilian officials, senior military officers, and security personnel.  This is a very high level, non-operational, political-strategic course that imparts broad expertise in the areas of International Relations, the inter-American system, International Instruments and Institutional Leadership, Civilian-Military Relations, the Media and the Military, Analysis of the Global and Hemispheric Scenarios, Peacekeeping Operations, Complex Emergencies and Disasters, the Art of Negotiation, Crisis Management and Conflict Resolution, Armed Forces Transformation, Defense and Security Policies, Scientific Research Techniques, Strategic Information, and Threats, Concerns and Other Challenges to Hemispheric Security.

Since November 2007 the director of the Inter-American Defense College has been Rear Admiral Moira Flanders, US Navy. She is the first woman ever to hold this post.

Thus far the College has graduated 2,227 persons from 23 countries, of whom more than 500 have risen to the highest military ranks, including the position of Minister of Defense, as well as civilians who have attained high government positions, including two presidents of Ecuador and Chile.

The IADC curriculum covers the threats, concerns, and challenges to hemispheric security already identified by the OAS General Assembly (Special Conference on Security) in Mexico, in 2003, and addresses both broad and specific issues, examining first the global scenario and then the hemispheric scenario. Furthermore, information that was previously scattered has now been brought together in four seminars designed for countries unable to send students on the annual course, and seminars have been added on specific subjects during the study trips.  In the period covered by this report the following courses were added to the curriculum: a unit on human rights and international humanitarian law, a unit on political economics, and a unit on principles of defense and security.
Improvements in the IADC curriculum have been welcomed by several countries’ diplomatic missions to the OAS, and there was an opportunity to design a special two-day short course on the inter-American system for diplomats of the permanent missions of the member states to the OAS, which can be offered at any time during the academic year.  This short course, as a pilot project, reflects the IADC’s intent to respond proactively to requests for educational support from the member states and other entities of the OAS, in keeping with the mission and legal functions of the Inter-American Defense Board.

In addition, there has been more participation of civilians and security personnel.  Class 47 has 54 students from 16 countries, of which nine are civilians, four senior officials of national police, and 41 military personnel.

One significant aspect is the increased participation of students in the optional Master’s programs. To date 37 graduates have earned the Master in International Service degree from American University and 115 the Master in Hemispheric Defense and Security from the Universidad del Salvador, Argentina, including outside civilians and military personnel who work in the diplomatic missions to the OAS and delegations to the IADB.
Furthermore, in June 2006 the IADC renewed certification of the curriculum by the American Council on Education, the organization that reviews institutes of advanced studies in the United States, which means that graduates receive postgraduate-level credit for 12 hours per semester in international relations, comparative policy, intercultural communication/negotiation and leadership studies, respectively.

In the area of distance learning, two new courses were offered on interagency procedures and national security strategy, which were added to the current courses on the inter-American system, crisis management, and conflict resolution.  In 2007 about 600 participants completed the distance courses and since 2001 more than 4,000 students from 65 countries from around the world have completed the courses and received the corresponding certificates by mail. 

The Inter-American Defense College has become an extremely valuable academic institution for the development of civilian-military relations and the dissemination of democratic values.  Its evolution has been observed at first hand by senior government officials and other institutions for advanced studies and war colleges in the Hemisphere:  the Secretary General of the OAS on two occasions, the Chair of the Committee on Hemispheric Security of the OAS, 31 ambassadors who are permanent representatives to the OAS, 7 Ministers of Defense / Cabinet Ministers, 3 high-ranking civilian officials, 7 chiefs of joint chiefs of staff / armed forces commanders, 9 generals / admirals, and 16 national institutes of advanced studies or war colleges. 

On study visits to Latin America Class 46 visited Mexico, El Salvador, Dominican Republic, and Haiti, while Class 47 is scheduled to visit Chile, Peru, and Colombia.

The crisis management exercise put theory into practice by placing students in roles as ambassadors, presidents, and ministers of defense, exercising their duties during a potential crisis that could occur in the inter-American system.  Playing these roles in the model OAS in an imaginary future crisis is undoubtedly a valuable experience for the students.
Finally, it should be noted that the two academic products of the IADC students during this reporting period–the work of the committee that evaluated security and defense in the Hemisphere, and the individual and professional academic research papers–are listed in Annexes 1 and 2.

d.
CONCERNING MULTIDIMENSIONAL ISSUES

1)
ILLILCIT TRAFFICKING IN FIREARMS, AMMUNITION, EXPLOSIVES, AND OTHER MATERIALS

With respect to Clause 28, firearms in the hands of terrorists and criminals constitute a threat to hemispheric security and undermine the rule of law. As arranged with the OAS Secretary General, the Sub-Secretariat for Advisory services of the IADB gave a presentation to the Committee on Hemispheric Security on the topic of Man-Portable Air Defense Systems (MANPADS) on March 8, 2007, discussing inventory management and stockpile control to illustrate for the Committee the dangerous threat posed by this sort of weapon.
2)
DESTRUCTION OF ARMS AND AMMUNITION

With respect to Clause 29 concerning the destruction of excess stocks of firearms, ammunition and explosives, the IADB works in support of the AICMA program of the OAS, which, among other fields of action, covers the “Destruction of explosive remnants of war, ammunition, and small arms” prompted by the fact that cached conventional ammunition and explosives may represent a danger to nearby communities, and that management and security measures at many government depots are inadequate, which increases the risk of explosion, sabotage, and theft.

On the last point, on June 8, 2004, the General Assembly of the Organization of American States adopted resolution AG/RES. 1997 (XXXIV-O/04) on Proliferation of and Illicit Trafficking in Small Arms and Light Weapons, in which it decides in operative paragraph 13 “[t]o request that the Inter-American Defense Board, with the assistance of its College, prepare a handbook for the Member Sates on best practices for identification, collection, management, security, and destruction of stockpiles of small arms and light weapons, taking into account similar activities in other regional fora, and submit it to the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security, in the first quarter of 2005.”

To that end, the IADB prepared a “Handbook on Small Arms and Light Weapons” and placed it at the disposal of the member states.  The Handbook supplements the Inter-American Convention against the Illicit Manufacturing of and Trafficking in Firearms, Ammunition, Explosives, and Other Related Materials (CIFTA), the Model Regulations for the Control of the International Movement of Firearms, Their Parts and Components, and Ammunition prepared by CICAD.  These three documents constitute, for the member states, the core reference trilogy for consultations on firearms.

In November 2006, the IADB took part in the “Seminar on Management of Arms in Custody and Destruction of Stockpiles” organized by the OAS and the Latin American Faculty for Social Sciences (FLACSO), and held in Santiago, Chile. The subject of the presentation given by an officer from the Sub-Secretariat for Advisory Services of the IADB was the “Arms Storage Process and Destruction of Stockpiles:  Contribution of the IADB.”

As regards Destruction of Ammunition, the IADB supports the AICMA program in its new area of action in the pilot project on “Elimination of explosive remnants of war and ammunition.” Work on destruction in Nicaragua began in March 2007 and was completed in a fully satisfactory manner in August of that year, with the destruction objective met.  To continue that project, arrangements have been made with Ecuador’s Ministry of Defense to prepare a plan for destruction in that country.
3)
NATURAL DISASTERS

In relation to Clause 39, concerning natural disasters, although the IADB does not have an explicit mandate, it contributes through its participation and the technical advisory services it supplies to the OAS, a summary of which is as follows:

· Preparation of a "Compendium of Natural Disasters" to collect information contained in diverse documents from different organizations that tackle the challenges of natural disasters, in order to provide the Council of Delegates with guidelines to give the OAS the best possible advice.

· Preparation of a glossary of terms used in natural disasters

· Lessons learned to facilitate natural disaster management, 2003

· IADB guidelines on international search and rescue programs

2004

· Participation in the Fourth Annual Conference of the Global Disaster Information Network held in Washington, D.C., in March 2004

· Preparation of the “Manual on the Use of Armed Forces in Response to Natural Disasters in the American Hemisphere”

2005

· Participation in the Seminar on "Lessons Learned between Hurricanes" held in Washington, D.C. in March 2005.

· Compendium of documents on Lessons Learned by the Armed Forces in Natural Disaster Mitigation Measures

2006
· Participation in a seminar of the Inter-American Network for Disaster Mitigation held on December 3, 2006 at Santa Cruz de la Sierra, Bolivia.  The IADB took part as rapporteur of the panel on “Contingency and humanitarian assistance preparedness and planning” and, based on these presentations, it was suggested that the IADB take part in this organization, bearing in mind its capacity for coordination with the armed forces in the countries of the Hemisphere.

Similarly, the Inter-American Defense College organizes an annual Seminar on Natural Disasters, which makes a significant contribution by providing training for civilians and military personnel from different organizations in the Hemisphere.  This enables them to assess and reach consensus on measures to be adopted by all agencies responsible for security.

2007

· Participation in the seminar on national disasters organized by the Committee on Hemispheric Security of the OAS on February 22, 2007, presenting the topic “Mitigation of National Disasters,” which addressed possible advisory services from the IADB to the OAS on this subject.  This participation elicited positive comments from the delegations of Canada and the United States to the OAS, in support of the IADB initiative to be the coordinating agency for assistance from the member states’ armed forces in the event of natural disasters, and to compile and disseminate lessons learned in this area in the Americas.

· Compilation of the compendium of documents on lessons learned by the armed forces in the Hemisphere in their efforts to mitigate the effects of natural disasters that strike the region.
· Creation of the e-mail address disasterlessons@IADB.org and giving it to the delegates of the member states of the Inter-American Defense Board so that they can use it to send lessons learned on these phenomena.

· Presentation on the subject of natural disasters in the program on Multilateral Cooperation: New Challenges Confronting the Member States in the Sphere of Defense in the 21st Century, which was held by the Inter-American Defense Board in the Soldiers’ Home on August 27-28, 2007.
· Participation in the first meeting of the Inter-American Committee for Natural Disaster Reduction on September 24, 2007, at the OAS headquarters building. 

· Participation in a meeting with the Development Gateway Foundation on October 16, 2007, concerning implementation of an online services portal for consultation and sharing of data on subjects related to disaster prevention, response, and reconstruction. 

· Participation in the International Seminar of the Inter-American Naval Conference on the Role of the Navies in Mitigation of Natural Disasters on the topic “A Vision of the Inter-American Defense Board on the Mitigation of Natural Disasters.” The event took place in Viña del Mar, Chile, October 22-25, 2007. 

· Holding of the First Meeting of Exploratory Work on Natural Disasters, which took place at the headquarters of the Inter-American Defense Board on December 11, 2007. 

· Participation in two on-line forums on best practices in the Americas, the first organized by the Department of Sustainable Development of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development of the OAS in June on “Application of Information and Communication Technology (ITC) for the Mitigation of Natural Disasters,” and the second organized by the Inter-American Network for the Mitigation of Disasters in November and December on “Risks and extreme hydrological events: early warning and capacity for recovery from flooding.”
e.
CONCERNING THE INSTITUTIONAL FRAMEWORK
Clause 49 concerns institutional matters, concretely the legal and institutional relationship of the Inter-American Defense Board (IADB) with the OAS.

The Inter-American Defense Board formally became an entity of the Organization of American States (OAS) on March 15, 2006, following the adoption of its Statutes by the thirty-second special session of the General Assembly of that hemispheric forum.

Since its establishment as an agency of the OAS there have been several changes to its organization and rules of procedure, in order to align them with the new legal framework. The main measures adopted as part of these changes include the following:

· Drafting of “Transitional Provisions” and their approval by the Council of Delegates of the IADB on May 30, 2006.

· The Rules of Procedure of the IADB, directives, and/or standards produced during the transitional period entered into force definitively with their approval by the Council of Delegates in June 2007.

· The Transitional Period began with the entry into force of the new Statutes (March 15, 2006, to June 14, 2007), when the Rules of Procedure received definitive approval.  This document established the following: 

· Adoption of the organizational structure established in the Statutes; organization of the new Secretariat under the Director General; reorganization of the Inter-American Staff to assume the functions of the Sub-Secretariat for Advisory Services as of July 1, 2006.

· Chair: Brigadier General Jorge Armando de Almeida Ribeiro (Brazil) was the first Chair of the IADB elected by the Council of delegates for the 2006/2007 term. Rear Admiral Elis Treidler ÖBERG (Brazil), was elected in September 2006 for the term from July 1, 2007, to June 30, 2008, and reelected in October 2007 for the term from July 1, 2008, to June 30, 2009.

· Vice Chair: Brigadier General Carlos Alberto VILLAGRÁN de León (Guatemala), was elected in September 2006 for the term from April 1, 2007, to March 31, 2008, and reelected in October 2007 for the term from April 1 to November 30 2008.

· Director General: Brigadier General Ancil W. ANTOINE (Trinidad and Tobago), was elected in June 2006 for the term from July 1, 2006 to June 30, 2007, and reelected in September 2006 for the term from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2009.

· Director of the Subsecretariat for Advisory Services (SSA): Colonel Juan Andrés ECHAURREN (Chile) was elected in September 2006 for the term from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2009, and is eligible for reelection for two additional years.

· Director of the Subsecretariat for Administrative and Conference Services: The host country held the post until July 2007. Colonel Isidro LOPEZ Aquino (Dominican Republic) was elected in January 2007 for the term from July 1, 2007 to June 30, 2009, and is eligible for reelection for two additional years.

· Vice-Director of the Subsecretariat for Administrative and Conference Services (SSAC): CMG Jorge Francisco da SILVA JUNIOR (Brazil) was elected in September 2006 for the term from April 1, 2007 to March 31, 2009, and is eligible for reelection for two additional years.

· Vice-Director of the Subsecretariat for Advisory Services: Colonel Ricardo MURILLO (Honduras) assumed the post in December 2005, and remained in it until December 2007. The post is presently vacant, pending election in February 2008.

· Director of the Inter-American Defense College (IADC): Major General Keith Huber, of the United States Army, held this post until August 2007. The directorship was assumed on an interim basis by the Chief of Studies, Brigadier General Julio E. FLORIÁN Pérez (Dominican Republic), until October 2007. Admiral Moira N. FLANDERS (USA), elected in September 2007, assumed the post on November 5, 2007 for a two-year term, and is eligible for reelection for two additional years.

· Vice-Director of the IADC: Commodore Roberto H Giorgio, of the Air Force of Argentina, held the position from August 2006 to January 2007. The position remained vacant until October 2007 for lack of candidates. Brigadier General Julio E. FLORIÁN Pérez (Dominican Republic), elected in October 2007, assumed the post on November 5, 2007 for a two-year term, and is eligible for reelection for two additional years. 

· Chief of Studies of the IADC: Brigadier General Julio E. FLORIÁN Pérez (Dominican Republic) remained in the post until October 2007. At the present time the position is vacant because no candidates ran for it. A new election is planned for February 2008.

· The IADB held elections for its new officers, who took up their duties in June 2007.  For that purpose, three elections were held in June, September, and December 2006, and all the new officers were elected except for the Director of the College

This legal relationship has made it possible to blend military technical expertise with the political and diplomatic culture of the other OAS organs, brought together on the issues of defense and hemispheric security in the IADB's area of competence, which has led to greater and more effective coordination of efforts between the world’s two oldest agencies (OAS and IADB), so that they can carry out programs and projects to confront the threats that concern the member states.

Activities carried out by the IADB in 2007:

1. The IADB held a seminar on “Multilateral Cooperation: The New Challenges Confronting the American States in the Defense Sphere in the 21st Century,” which made it possible to confirm some existing perceptions in our organization, and gather ideas and suggestions for activities that the Board could carry out. The following subjects were addressed: 
· Security and defense in the 21st century

· Impacts of New Threats in the Hemisphere

· Natural Disasters

· Peace Operations

2. The IADB held a workshop to begin work on drafting its strategic plan.


The objectives of the work were:

2.1 To identify strengths and weaknesses. 

2.2 To identify new topics, possibilities, and opportunities in the framework of the new Statutes. 

2.3 To present a proposal that could orient the IADB as an institution and its members.

3. On December 11, 2007, the IADB held a meeting of experts on simulation to explore possibilities of cooperation using an on-line services portal to train agencies of the member states that are engaged in planning and execution of response to natural disasters.  The conclusion reached at this meeting was that there is a system that could accomplish this and that the IADB could be the appropriate agency to launch the initiative.  It was agreed to hold more meetings to follow through on the subject.
4. The Chair of the Council of Delegates of the IADB participated in these activities:

· Regular meetings of the OAS Committee on Hemispheric Security on February 12, 14, and 22, 2007. 
· The regular meeting of the OAS Permanent Council on February 21, 2007. 

· The Eighth Meeting of the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE), an OAS event held in Panama City from February 27 to March 2. He was an invited observer.

· The Conference on Security in Central America held in Managua, Nicaragua, March 13-16. He was a guest.

· The regular meeting of the OAS Committee on Hemispheric Security on March 2007.
· Regular meetings of the OAS Permanent Council on April 10 and 18, 2007. 

· Regular meetings of the OAS Committee on Hemispheric Security on April 13 and 17, 2007. 

· Roundtable on “OAS Policy on Democracy and the Military in the 21st Century,” on April 16, 2007, at the invitation of the Secretary General of the OAS.
· Regular meeting of the OAS Permanent Council on May 9, 2007.

· The Meeting of Commanders of the Armies of the MERCOSUR Countries in Colombia from May 29 to June 2, 2007, as a guest. He also participated in the transfer of command ceremony for the Chief of the Group of Inter-American Monitors. 

· The thirty-seventh regular session of the OAS General Assembly in Panama City, from June 2 to 6, 2007.

· The change of command ceremony at the IADB on June 29, 2007 for transfer of the post of Chair of the IADB Council of Delegates to Rear Admiral Elis Treidler Öberg.
· The Third Conference on Defense in the Southern Cone, from August 7 to 9, 2007, in Santiago, Chile, representing the IADB.
· The Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Natural Disasters on September 24, 2007, at the OAS.  Its purpose was to identify priority areas for cooperation in the inter-American system.
· The Seventh Meeting of Armies of MERCOSUR, from October 2 to 7, 2007, in Quito, Ecuador.  The main topic at the event was the participation of South American armed forces in natural disaster situations.

· At a meeting of the Committee on Hemispheric Security on October 11, 2007, he presented a progress report on the process of transformation of the IADB since the adoption of its new Statutes.

· The seminar on Mitigation of Natural Disasters, organized by the Chilean Navy in the city of Viña del Mar from October 22 to 25, 2007.  The Chair of the Council of Delegates was represented by Captain José C. Argudin Díaz of the Mexican Navy.

· The Twenty-seventh Conference of American Armies, held from November 5-9 in Brasília, Brazil.

· A meeting of experts in natural disasters, held at the IADB on December 11, 2007. This afforded an opportunity to know and discuss systems of training for natural disasters used by Chile and the United States.
