The Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela presents its compliments to the distinguished Chair of the Working Group of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs responsible for preparing the Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance and has the honor to forward Comments by the Government of Venezuela on the above, intended from our point of view to contribute to the work of the group charged with preparing the draft.
To that end, this mission would like to comment as follows:
· In Article 1, it is suggested that the phrase “stigmatized infectious-contagious condition” be replaced by “stigmatized physical or mental health condition.”  It is also proposed that this same article include the category of repatriated persons in the definition of discrimination.
· In Article 5, we suggest that “controlar” (control) be replaced by “aprovechar” (make use of) and “territories” by “habitats.”
· At the end of Article 19, after “American States,” we propose adding the following phrase: “which shall send a certified copy thereof to all its member states.”
The Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela avails itself of this opportunity to convey to the distinguished Chair of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism and All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance the renewed assurances of its highest consideration.
