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TRAVEL DATA FOR 2007 – SUPPLEMENTARY DETAILS


As requested by the CAAP at its meeting of March 27, 2008, the General Secretariat is pleased to provide additional details on non-economy fares purchased in 2007 without the proper authorization, as reported in CP/CAAP-2948/08.

In CAAP-2948/08, the GS/OAS reported that $73,605 (or 3% of all travelers) were non compliant with the rules on non-economy travel. After further analysis, SAF discovered that two travelers included in the 3% were indeed authorized to travel in other-than-economy by the Secretary General.  Further, one other traveler was the Chair of the Permanent Council at the time of travel. As a result, the corrected figures (see chart below) show that 2.8% of travel was non-compliant ($57.8K).

Analysis of the $57.8K shows that most trips under the category involved two or more segments in a travel itinerary in which at least one segment was taken in non-economy class travel. The typical trip has at least two segments one way or four segments in a round trip. Reasons for non-economy segments may include full flights at connecting airports, late bookings and/or improper purchases by the travel agency.

The 2.8% of all travel considered non-compliant with the travel rules in 2007 involved 235 segments, of which only 80 segments (or less than 35%) were flown in other-than-economy. Of the 80 segments, 41 segments (or 51%) were taken within the first six months of the new travel program in 2007 during the transition to and implementation of the off-site services with Omega World Travel (“Omega”).  Since that time, (a) SAF/OPS now has full use of and access to the Omega travel reports; (b) awareness and enforcement of new travel policies and procedures are in place and (c) Omega has been instructed not to offer or book promotional business class fares that are less expensive than economy fares for OAS business travel to other than those persons with the required authorization on record in SAF/OPS. 
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
