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Summary of the meeting of May 27, 2008
1. Election of the vice chairs of the Working Group

The delegation of Brazil nominated Francisco Bernales, Alternate Representative of the Permanent Mission of Chile to the OAS.  That nomination was seconded by the delegation of Ecuador, which asked for election by acclamation.
The delegation of Jamaica nominated Lieutenant Colonel Anthony Phillips-Spencer, Alternate Representative of the Permanent Mission of Trinidad and Tobago to the OAS.  The delegation of Canada seconded that nomination and requested that the election be by acclamation.
2. Proposal by the Chair regarding working procedures
The Chair briefly explained the working procedures proposed for this Working Group.
· The Working Group will meet every two weeks, or as necessary in order to complete its work.
· The first meetings will take the form of briefings, in order to introduce and discuss specific public security topics that may be relatively new in the OAS context.  They will include presentations by the General Secretariat on the outcomes of preparations for the Ministerial Meeting, as well as studies by other international organizations and nongovernmental organizations.
The presentations will adopt a cross-cutting approach, without directly delving into the various manifestations of crime and violence, such as drug trafficking, arms trafficking, trafficking in persons, corruption, and so on.
· The first meeting will be held on June 20, 2008, to listen to the following presentations:
1. Presentation by the Director of the Department of Public Security, Christopher Hernández-Roy, on the results of the two preparatory meetings on the work of the Working Group to Prepare the First Meeting of Ministers Responsible for Public Security;
a. Meeting of academic experts on public security in Latin America, held on November 22, 2007;
b. Meeting of academic experts on public security in the Caribbean, held on March 5 and 6, 2008;
2. Presentation by the Head of the Public Security Policies Section of the OAS Department of Public Security, Julio Rosenblatt, who will provide a diagnostic assessment of the region;
3. Presentation by a consultant to the OAS Department of Public Security, Armando Carballido, on a study of public and private security in Central America;
4. Presentation by Elizabeth Gozzer, Technical Secretariat of the Inter-American Coalition for the Prevention of Violence;
5. Presentation by the Executive Secretariat of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights.
· The following presentations are scheduled for the second meeting, to be held on June 27, 2008:
1. Presentation by Lucía Dammert, Director of the Security and Citizenship Program, FLACSO-Chile, on the Report on the Security Sector in Latin America and the Caribbean. 
2. Presentation of the Handbook on Security System Reform of the Development Assistance Committee of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD)
3. Presentation by the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB)
4. Presentation by the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO)
5. Presentation by UN Habitat
6. Presentation by the UNDP
7. Presentation by the World Bank
· After the briefing phase, the Chair will submit, by no later than the first days in July, a draft agenda and draft Declaration/Plan of Action for the delegations to consider.
Comments by delegations
The delegation of Ecuador requested the distribution in writing of all presentations delivered.
The delegation of Brazil requested that, if possible, the meetings be videotaped.
The delegation of the United States commented on the final document of the Ministerial and said that the OAS had already issued several statements on the subject.
The delegation of Uruguay suggested reviewing experiences in MERCOSUR and the General Secretariat of the Ibero-American Summits.
Likewise, the delegation of Jamaica asked that the experiences of CARICOM be considered.
