 2008 Activities Report
Pursuant to Resolution CECIP/RES.08 (IX-07), the Subcommittee on Port Legislation carried out the following activities stipulated in the 2008-2009 Work Plan: 

1. Elaboration of Industrial Security Plans

a. Objectives and scopes

b. Guides for the industrial security management system

c. Basic documentation of the industrial security system

d. Guides for security assessments and plans

2. Guides for preparing Protection Plans

3. Guides for preparing Contingency Plans

4. Guides for establishing the requirements of facilities that receives waste
It is important to point out that Dr. Ana Brunet, as a member of the Iberia-American Institute of Maritime Law (IIDM), has headed up activities to help disseminate the activities of the Subcommittee on Port Legislation, including seminars conducted in Buenos Aires and Montevideo. 

In this respect, through Dr. Brunet and a group of collaborators, the IIDM is working to achieve the objectives outlined to implement the support offered to the Subcommittee on Port Legislation by the IIDM.

Regarding plans for the meeting of the Subcommittee on Port Legislation to be held within the framework of the Tenth Executive Board Meeting of the CIP (CECIP) in Buenos Aires, Argentina on March 23rd, I am pleased to inform you that on Wednesday, March 25th and Thursday, March 26th, the Subcommittee on Port Legislation, chaired by the Republic of Panama, will hear a presentation by Dr. Ana Brunet of the IIDM, who will speak about progress made in compiling port laws, regulations, and other administrative provisions of the member states.

We will also have the participation of a representative from the ABS Consulting Company of Chile, which has collaborated with us to establish guidelines for preparing Industrial Security and Protection Plans. 

Proposed Work Plan for 2009
Pursuant to Resolution CECIP/RES.08 (IX-07) of the Subcommittee on Port Legislation and with a view to carrying out the activities established in the 2008-2009 Work Plan, the following activities are contemplated for 2009. 

1. Continue compiling port laws, regulations, and other administrative provisions of the member states, so that they can be put on the CIP website. Panama is responsible.

2. Develop frameworks that should be taken into account for:

a. Elaborating dredging resolutions or regulations.

b. Requisites that administrations must demand from waste reception companies.

c. Analyze norms and regulations on waste reception at the point of entry of vessels in ports.

d. Guidelines for developing a Law of Ports. 

3. Continue with initiatives to allow institutions specializing in port legislation to participate in this Subcommittee.
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
