6. Arrival at the airport

9. Working languages and documents
There will be simultaneous interpretation in Spanish and English during the working sessions of the Inter-American Specialized Conference. During the meeting, documents will be distributed in the same two languages. 11. Currency
The official currency of Uruguay is the Uruguayan peso. It is best to use bureaus de change, either at the airport or in the vicinity of the hotel. All international credit cards are accepted.
12. Weather
The weather in Montevideo, Uruguay is very variable and, in the winter (July-August) ranges between 6 and 14 degree centigrade. It is recommended that participants bring an overcoat and winter clothes.

13. Local time
In August, one (1) hour more than (+) the time in Washington.

14. Electric current:
The electric current in Montevideo is 220 volts.

15. Medical care
The Coordinating office for the meeting will ensure that First Aid is available for all participants.

16. Other services
