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I. BACKGROUND
For the third consecutive year, the Organization of American States (OAS) has allocated resources, through the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI), for the “Trade, Customs, and Port Facilitation” project in the Dominican Republic, which is coordinated by its General Customs Directorate (DGA). The project includes a training component for the customs sector, another for the trade sector, and a third for the ports sector. The Dominican Port Authority (APORDOM) is the entity responsible for the implementation of the ports sector component and provides additional necessary financial resources. The Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) of the OAS advises on the implementation of this component.

II. ORGANIZERS
The course was organized by APORDOM and the DGA in the Dominican Republic, with advisory services provided by the CIP of the OAS.

III. CITY AND VENUE
It was held in the Hotel Meliá, located at 365 George Washington Avenue, Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic.

IV. DATE
The course was held from Tuesday, January 27 to Friday, February 6, 2009. 

V. GENERAL OBJECTIVE
To help train cadres, civil servants recently incorporated into the ports sector, on current port procedures, so as to make port operations efficient, economical, safe, and flexible. A small number of customs and trade officials joined the group of participants to give them a broad view of port development and their involvement in trade and customs activities.

VI. PROGRAM

The program consisted of the following modules: (i) ports, trade, and development; (ii) transportation infrastructure; (iii) port operations; (iv) port systems; (v) port terminals; (vi) port reforms and regulation models in the Americas; (vii) port management; (viii) port policy in the Americas, successes and failures; (ix) port costs and tariffs; (x) port security and safety; (xi) national port security and safety; (xii) Productivity and efficiency, port implementation; (xiii) port planning; (xiv) port environmental management; (xv) national port legal regulation; (xvi) port logistics, multimodalism; (xvii) national port management; (xviii) ports and cities, coastal use (xix) aspects of the economic and financial model in ports; (xx) port cooperation; (xxi) maritime cooperation; (xxii) labor market port reform; and (xxiii) national port labor market. The detailed course program has been attached as Annexe 1.
VII. PARTICIPANTS
The course was attended by 59 civil servants from the following institutions in the Dominican Republic:  APORDOM, DGA, the Trade Secretariat, and the Port of Haina, as well as the Port of Limón in Costa Rica. The list of participants has been attached as Annexe 2.
VIII. PROCEEDINGS OF THE COURSE
The course was organized as follows: two (2) inaugural sessions (administrative and protocolary), sixty-seven (67) lectures, two (2) evaluation sessions (participants and course), one (1) special session: “Panel on the Financial Crisis and its Impact on the Port Sector,” and one (1) visit to the Ports of Haina and Caucedo.
Inaugural sessions: On Tuesday, January 27, 2009, the administrative inaugural session was held. The first speaker, Ms. Elizabeth López, Coordinator of the General Customs Directorate, focused on the importance of this event for trade facilitation in the Dominican Republic, recommended that the participants take full advantage of it, and provided them with some information regarding its objectives. Ms. López was followed by Mr. Julio Canelo, Assistant Executive Director of APORDOM and course director, who commented on the organization and the administrative aspects of the course.  The next speaker, Dr. Carlos M. Gallegos, Secretary of the CIP, spoke about what the OAS hoped to achieve through its support to the trade, customs, and port facilitation project, which made it possible to hold events such as the 2009 third port management course, whose purpose was to make port operations efficient, economical, safe, and flexible. He called on participants to take full advantage of the experience and competence of the instructors who would be teaching the course during that two-week period. Lastly, the course participants were introduced. 

The protocolary inaugural session, during which a special panel discussion on the global crisis and its impact on ports took place, was held on Tuesday, January 27, 2009, at 6:15 p.m. Participants in the special session were Messrs. Carlos M. Gallegos, Diego Sepúlveda, Edgardo Gamarra, and Melanio Paredes, and the moderator, Vice Admiral Sigfrido Pared Pérez, State Secretary and Executive Director of APORDOM. The panel discussion was followed by the inaugural ceremony. The panel was made up of the following eminent people: Vice Admiral Sigfrido Pared Pérez, State Secretary and Executive Director of APORDOM; Mr. Paul Durand, OAS Representative in the Dominican Republic; Mr. Franklin Núñez, Chair of the Board of Directors of APORDOM; Navy Vice Admiral (DEM) Miguel Ángel Álvarez Herrand, Director, Specialized Port Protection Corps (CESEP); Dr. Carlos M. Gallegos, Secretary of the CIP/OAS; Navy Rear Admiral (DEM) José Antonio Ventura Bayonet, Chief of Staff; and Mr. Gregorio Lora Arias, Advisor, DGA. The following spoke on behalf of their respective institutions: Mr. Gregorio Lora Arias, Dr. Carlos M. Gallegos, and Vice Admiral Sigfrido Pared Pérez.
Lectures: The lectures were delivered in a classroom setting, with each instructor making 50-minute PowerPoint presentations. The list of documents is attached hereto as Annexe 3. The numbers of the lectures given by each instructor under the different modules follow:

Technical visits: Visits were made to the ports of Punta Caucedo and Haina Oriental on Saturday, January 31, 2009, beginning at 10:00 a.m., to give the participants an introduction to how these ports operate. The visits had two parts: first, a talk highlighting port operating procedures and, second, a tour of the port facilities to enable the participants to see the actual port operations.
Closing session: The closing session was held on Friday, February 6, 2009, at 5:00 p.m. Present at the head table were the following dignitaries: Vice Admiral Sigfrido Pared Pérez, State Secretary and Executive Director of APORDOM; Dr. Franklin Núñez, Chair of the Board of Directors of APORDOM; Navy Vice Admiral (DEM) Miguel Ángel Álvarez Herrand, Director, CESEP; Dr. Carlos M. Gallegos, Secretary, CIP/OAS; Commander Juan Carlos Holguín; Mr. Pablo Amaurys Espinal, Director of Foreign Trade; and Mr. Luís Sánchez, General Customs Directorate. Remarks were made on behalf of the national participants by Air Force General Pablo Secundino Rosario Sánchez, who underscored the importance of the course in terms of the state-of-the art concepts it had taught to improve work performance, and drew attention to the quality of the instructors, both national and international, the organization of the course, and the support provided by the protocolary staff. Ms. Dihancy Crawford spoke on behalf of the foreign participants. She pointed out that the course content would be valuable in making proposals for necessary reforms that had to be made in her country, Costa Rica. Mr. Luís Sánchez commented on the changes made in Customs, simplifying procedures to facilitate trade and developing processes to train human resources, and also underscored the importance of the course as it would enable those involved in international trade, like the Dominican Port Authority and Customs, to avail themselves of the necessary instruments to perform their functions effectively, in view of the DR-CAFTA requirements for the 24-hour shipping of merchandise. For those reasons, Customs was cooperating with the Government of Korea, through a 23 million-dollar-loan to build a new technological platform for the implementation of a risk-analysis system. 
Dr. Carlos M. Gallegos, CIP/OAS Secretary, took the floor to express his satisfaction with the course. He underscored the high quality of the participants over the previous two weeks, who had demonstrated a strong interest in the various modules in spite of the intensive nature of the course, which had been noted in the participants’ evaluation. He commented on the excellent organization of the course, commending the efforts of the course Director and his staff. 
For his part, Vice Admiral Sigfrido Pared Pérez commented on the similarities between military concepts and strategies, on the one hand, and the course’s objectives and contents, on the other. He concluded that human resource training was a strategy that would lead to trade facilitation, a strategy necessary to achieve modern ports, with the best technology and most highly trained staff. 
The Executive Director of APORDOM then proceeded to hand out course completion diplomas to 57 participants. Two participants received course attendance diplomas as they had not successfully passed the final examination of the course. Likewise, he gave the course instructors plaques and diplomas. The participants’ diplomas had been signed by Vice Admiral Sigfrido Pared Pérez, State Secretary and Executive Director of APORDOM, and by Dr. Carlos M. Gallegos, CIP/OAS Secretary, and the instructors’ diplomas, by the Executive Director of APORDOM, which hosted a farewell party for the national and foreign participants.
IX. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
A working group consisting of participants from the various institutions was set up during the course to draw up the course’s main conclusions and recommendations. In that working group, the participants suggested that in the future the course be offered as a university-level course given the high quality of both the national and international instructors and the quality and quantity of materials provided.
