REPORT OF THE CIP MAGAZINE`S PUBLISHING COMPANY

Two editions:

After two editions of the CIP magazine we are able to carry out an assessment of the status in which we have found the magazine and on its potential. Currently it is only known in the specific scope of the Inter-American Committee on Ports; with the resulting consequence that during the time the magazine was not published there was a reduction in spaces, even within this media.

The main idea behind making the magazine is that it should transcend the CIP itself, in order to support the Committee’s efforts in port development throughout the continent. However, this effort requires a special commitment both from the Publisher as well as, and especially from, the Inter-American Committee on Ports.

The Publishers have made special and innovative efforts to reach out to a broader audience. An example is the digital publication of the magazine, which was a task undertaken in the first two editions under our responsibility. At this moment, however, the involvement of the Committee is crucial, both for preparing contents as well as for supporting the magazine’s growth. This growth can only be possible through advertisement, which is the only way in which we would be able to cover the high costs of publishing an international magazine of this quality.
These are the difficulties we need to overcome. We just need to recall the fact that the initial attempts of an important editorial failed. In view of this scenario, our offer in the tender was the idea of working with a host port, so as to concentrate the advertisement efforts and to turn each issue into a global magazine, as well as a particular instrument for a port or a region to promote itself. This formula is already bearing fruit. In the eleventh edition we were able to receive the support of the Brazilian ports of Paranagua. Here we were able to get both advertising support, in addition to journalistic content from the port authority and some companies with businesses in that port.

In the Twelfth Edition, we were able to obtain even higher advertisement participation with Argentine ports. This leads us to think that we are on the right track. We now need specific endorsement from the authorities to secure this trend. This means commitment and support so that other ports and countries host future editions. Therefore, the magazine will continue to position itself internationally and will duly fulfill its role of disseminating the important activities carried out by the Inter-American Committee on Ports.

Contents:

Our intention is for the Editorial Committee to be able to function effectively so that the content of the magazine truly reflects the different countries’ interest. We have included from the beginning sections that have been divided per region in order to facilitate this task; therefore, in the first volume we included three sections (North, Central and South America), and in the most recent issue we included a special section on the Caribbean.

We want the magazine to reflect qualified opinions of the sector and we have filed for one in our next issues the opinion of the renowned UNCTAD Specialist in Transportation, Dr. Jan Hofmann and Ricardo J. Sanchez (ECLAC).

Distribution:

1. We have revised the list sent by the CIP Secretariat. We have sent e-mails to our entire database and have received less than ten percent response requesting a hard copy of the magazine. A very small percentage has requested us not to send a hard copy in order to reduce polluting the environment and most of those who did respond have confirmed their personal data. Close to ten percent of the e-mails do not correspond to the addressee. Starting this issue, those who confirmed their intention of receiving the magazine will receive it in the requested format.

2. Volume 12 will be distributed according to the proposal submitted in a timely fashion in the corresponding tender.  In this proposal we had offered to send out a package per country so that each one did their own internal distribution. After a concern submitted by the Secretariat, we expanded the list and sent more than one package per country (namely 76 packages of volume 11 which totaled 4,000 copies sent) and agreed to ascertain the needs of each country at the present meeting. We add a sub-list to each package for distribution purposes and each magazine is packaged and labeled according to the person it has to be delivered to. 

3. This distribution system is directly related to the type of proposal for edition we will be presenting shortly, as well as with the economic reality of the magazine. Our intention is to continue improving and expanding direct distribution and we are holding conversations with a mailing company in order to be able to increase direct shipping.

4. On the other hand, we are thinking on increasing distribution by means of agreements with transportation and port exhibits held in different countries. In this regard, we will be distributing the magazine in Expo Comex, to be held in May in Buenos Aires; EINAVAL, to be held in May in Mar del Plata, Argentina; SIL, to be held in May in Barcelona, Spain; Intermodal 2010, to be held in April in Sao Pablo, Brazil, among others.

Editions for 2010:

The dates the next two editions will be issued would be: 

Volume 13: July 15. The process of selecting material to be published will be done on May 2010.  In June the texts will be sent for input from the Editorial Board members and the CIP Secretariat. The layout and final corrections should be ready on June 10 as the deadline so the edition can be circulating on July 15. The magazine will be distributed as of July 15 and the distribution process will be concluded no later than August 15. 

Volume 14: November 15. The process of selection of the material to be published will be carried out during September 2010. In October the texts for consideration of the members of the Editorial Board and the CIP Secretariat will be sent. The layout and final corrections should be ready on October 30 as the deadline, so the edition can be circulating by November 15. The magazine will be distributed as of November 15 and the distribution process will be concluded no later than December 15.
