FOR THE DIALOGUE OF HEADS OF DELEGATION 

WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF REMJA VIII
On the occasion of the Eighth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or other Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA VIII), to be held from February 24 to 26 in Brasilia, Brazil, and as it has done at previous meetings, the Technical Secretariat has prepared this guide as a contribution to facilitate the “Dialogue of Heads of Delegation”.


This guide consists of a series of questions on the topic agreed to for this point on the schedule for the meting, which are merely suggestions and do not seek to limit nor circumscribe the scope of the interventions made by the Heads of Delegation.

The questions are as follows:

· What legislative developments have the States adopted to facilitate and ensure the application of the inter-American and international treaties on legal and judicial cooperation to which they are party?
· What tools and mechanisms have the States developed to confront the various forms of organized transnational crime?
· What are the principal challenges faced by the States with respect to accelerating the procedures for the transmission and execution of requests for cooperation, principally with respect to mutual assistance in criminal matters, extradition, and seizure and/or forfeiture of assets?
· What measures have the States adopted to take advantage of the new information and communication technologies, such as videoconferencing, in order to make legal and judicial cooperation in the region more effective, efficient and agile?
· What training programs have the States implemented in order to facilitate international legal and judicial cooperation? 
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
