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ANNUAL REPORT ON ACTIVITIES COMPLYING WITH THE INTER-AMERICAN PROGRAM FOR THE PROMOTION AND PROTECTION OF HUMAN RIGHTS OF MIGRANTS, INCLUDING MIGRANT WORKERS AND THEIR FAMILIES

I. Background
The General Assembly, during its thirty fifth ordinary period of sessions held at fort Lauderdale, Florida, adopted the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights for Migrants, including the migrant Workers and their Families, through resolution AB/RES. 2141 (XXXV-O/05) of June 7, 2005.

With this same resolution the General Assembly also enforced the implementation of said Program and called the first annual session of the CAJP to receive the corresponding reports on the activities developed to support the Program, as well as to share and design the best practices on matters of migration and prepare the new proposals that should be incorporated in its text. In the same manner, the pertaining bodies, organizations and entities of the Organization to include in their annual reports to the General Assembly, their actions addressed toward the implementation of activities stated in the Program. 

The Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families, is one of the main tools OAS has to protect the human rights of migrants.  The Program was designed tending to a series of activities, guides and best practices destined to be complied with by OAS, the member States, international organizations, and civil society in general.  

II. Program Objectives
The basic objective of the Program is to promote the exchange of best practices and cooperation among the countries of origin, and those that are used for transit and receive migrants. This objective has the goal to adequately respect and protect the human rights of this group of people.  The Program also promotes a more efficient exchange of information on legislation policies and migration.

The Program also establishes a series of specific objectives which include the efficient and orderly management of migration flows, the promotion of a more effective exchange of information on legislation and migration policies, the attention to the special needs of vulnerable groups of migrants -- such as children, women and indigenous populations -- and the inclusion of human rights for migrants as a cross-cutting axis in all OAS relevant activities.

III. Annual activities report 

The program instructed the Secretary General, under Article 113 of the OAS Charter, develop a work plan to organize specific activities assigned to the organs, agencies, and entities in charge. During the last four years pursuant to that mandate, have undertaken major initiatives and projects, which include:
 
1. Development of "Report of Inter-American Human Rights Standards of Migrants: Standards and Jurisprudence of the Inter-American System of Human Rights";
 
2. Development of "Report on the Situation of Migrants and their Families in Mexico";

 
3. Launch of the First Report of the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration for the Americas (SICREMI) which aims to develop a system for collecting statistical information on migration flows, which generate continuous and updated reports on migration and onset of hemispheric second stage, getting to be 18 countries participating in the project;
 
4. The establishment of public awareness programs and training of immigration officials and other authorities to strengthen the fight against trafficking in persons;
 
5. The realization in the framework of the Special Committee on Migration Issues - CEAM the workshop "Learning from Experiences: Bilateral Cooperation for Migration Management" in April 2011 and the publication of the memoirs product of the workshop;
 
6. During the 25th and 26th May, officials and specialists in the field of Antigua and Barbuda, Argentina, Costa Rica and Mexico, and a representative of the International Organization for Migration, met at OAS headquarters to discuss the educational situation of children and migrant youth;
 
7. Participation in the project "Promotion of a culture of compliance with labor rights of migrants: awareness, capacity building and technical assistance" to Costa Rica, Dominican Republic and El Salvador of the Foundation Trust for the Americas;

 
8. Participation in the project "Promotion of labor migration policies sensitive to gender in Costa Rica, Haiti, Nicaragua, Panama and the Dominican Republic" led by the International Labour Organization - ILO and implemented jointly with the Spanish Foundation of Association Institute Development Cooperation (ISCOD); 

 
9. Support, monitoring and participation in the Strengthening of the Information System of Immigration Statistics of the Andean Community of Nations – CAN;


10. The issue of migration has been a cross in the discussion of the documents of the Sixth Summit of the Americas, taking into account human rights issues, employment (labor), health and social development in general. The issue of migration cuts across the themes of the Sixth Summit (natural disasters, poverty and inequality, access to technology, public safety and infrastructure), and has specifically addressed the issue of public safety (the Migrants as a manifestation of transnational organized crime); 


 
In terms of dissemination and promotion of human rights is necessary to emphasize that it supports the publication and dissemination of a monthly newsletter with significant news on migration in the continent (Migration in the Americas).

 
It is noteworthy that some of the activities mentioned in the previous paragraph were carried out thanks to contributions from the Governments of Spain and Canada. Also noted that Canadian contributions to these activities ended last June, which is necessary to consider some alternative financing mechanisms such as voluntary fund contributions which are mentioned in resolution AG / RES. 2593 (XL-O/10).

Currently, the Rapporteur is  working on the "Report of Inter-American Human Rights Standards of Migrants: Standards and Jurisprudence of the Inter-American System of Human Rights.

Activity # 2:
Between July 25 to August 2, 2011, the Rapporteur on the Rights of Migrant Workers and Members of Their Families of the IACHR visited Mexico. The delegation consisted of the Commissioner Felipe González Morales, Rapporteur on the Rights of Migrant Workers and Their Families, James A. Canton, Executive Secretary of the Commission, IACHR Alvaro Botero Navarro, Lawyer of the Rapporteur and Maria Isabel Rivero, Director of Press and Publications. 
The main purpose of the visit was to observe the human rights situation of migrants in Mexico. In the framework of the visit, the  delegation visited Mexico City, Oaxaca and Ixtepec, in the State of Oaxaca, Tapachula and Ciudad Hidalgo, Chiapas, Tierra Blanca and Veracruz, in the State of Veracruz; and Reynosa and San Fernando, Tamaulipas State. During the visit, held meetings with officials of federal, state and municipal organizations of civil society and international organizations based in Mexico. At the end of the visit, the Rapporteur of the IACHR  presented its preliminary observations to the visit which made ​​a number of recommendations to be implemented by the Mexican State as soon as possible. After the visit, the Rapporteur began to work on the preparation of the visit to Mexico.
Activity No. 3:
Currently, the Rapporteur is working on the "Report on the Situation of Migrants and their Families in Mexico"
Activity # 4:
During 2011 the  Rapporteur on Migrant Workers and Members of the Families of the IACHR conducted the following activities to promote human rights of migrants and their families:

1. On March 18, 2011 the Special Rapporteur participated in the Workshop on Regulatory Treatment of Illegal Immigration - Study of Comparative Law: United States and Spain, held at the headquarters of the Executive Secretariat of the IACHR in Washington DC, in conjunction with the Research Institute of American Studies "Benjamin Franklin" at the University of Alcalá, Spain. The purpose of this meeting was to discuss work on the normative framework of undocumented migrants in the two countries being compared. Also, this space served to discuss the contributions of the regional human rights systems for the protection of the rights of all migrants and their families.
2. Between 11 and 13 April 2011, the Rapporteur on the Rights of Migrant Workers and Their Families gave a presentation about the mechanism of individual petitions to the Inter-American Seminar under the Mechanisms and International Experiences for the Defense Defenders of / as Human Rights of Migrants in Mexico, which took place in Mexico City organized by the Project Counselling Service (PCS), the Collective Ansur and sponsored by the Ford Foundation Office for Mexico and Central and Interchurch Organization for Development Cooperation (ICCO).
3. On April 13, 2011, the Rapporteur  participated in the workshop "Learning from experience: bilateral cooperation for migration management" organized by the Migration and Development of the Organization of American States. Rapporteur's intervention was aimed at presenting the standards of protection of human rights of migrants and their families, in order that these are collected by States when defining their policies on migration management.
4. The Rapporteur participated in the Roundtable on Alternatives to Detention of Migrants, organized by the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) and the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights in Geneva, Switzerland, 12 and 13 April 2011. The Commissioner Felipe González, Rapporteur for Migrant Workers and Their Families, gave a presentation about how the programs have been addressed alternatives to the detention of refugees, asylum seekers, stateless persons and irregular migrants in the Americas; and standards that have been set by the Inter-American System on detention and alternatives to detention of migrants.
5. The Rapporteur provided advices to the participants of the Model OAS General Assembly (MOAS) held from 18 to 20 May 2011 in San Salvador, El Salvador, as part of promotional activities leading up to XLI Regular Session of General Assembly of the Organization. The purpose of the model was to inform the priorities of the American agenda, which included special issues the situation of migrant workers and their families, and public safety. The MOAS was jointly organized by the Ministry of External Relations of the OAS, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of El Salvador, the Ministry of Social Inclusion, the Jose Simeon Canas Central American University and the University of El Salvador.
6. On June 2, 2011, the Rapporteur made ​​a presentation on standards developed by the human rights system for the protection of migrants under the International Seminar on Human Rights and International Humanitarian Law, which was organized by the Inter-American Defense College in Washington, United States.
7. As part of the Seminar on Protection of Migrant Women in particularly vulnerable situations held in Madrid, Spain, 7 and 8 June 2011, the Special Rapporteur held a conference on the International Protection of the Rights of the Migrant Women June 7. This seminar was organized by the Research Group on Law and Justice, Universidad Carlos III de Madrid and Research Program in Culture of Lawfulness.
8. From 15 to June 16, 2011 the Reporting Commissioner Felipe González participated in the Joint Symposium on the role of regional human rights systems in the interpretation and application of legal norms for the protection of forcibly displaced people. The Joint Symposium, held in Strasbourg, France, was organized jointly by the Council of Europe and the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees. In addition to the Commissioner Rapporteur on the rights of migrant workers and their families participated in the Symposium Joint Commissioner defenders Rapporteur on Human Rights, José de Jesús Orozco Henríquez, members of the European Court of Human Rights, representatives of the Court Human Rights and the Commission and the African Court on Human and managers of UNHCR and the Council of Europe. The Commissioners Gonzalez and Orozco made ​​presentations on behalf of the Commission and participated respectively inpanels on the following topics: "Access to human rights systems with a focus on protection from refoulement" and "Economic and social people in need of protection. "Also involved were a lawyer for the Executive Secretariat in the panel on "Protecting people fleeing conflict and generalized violence."
9. On November 16 the Rapporteur participated in the Workshop Defense Program of Advocacy Binational Northern Border Initiative, which provided training on the mechanisms of protection afforded by the Inter-American Human Rights to promote and protect the rights of migrants, and the mandate and functions of the Special Rapporteur on the Rights of Migrant Workers and Members of their Families of the IACHR and the impact of Advisory Opinion 18-03. This activity was attended by members of the Coalition for Migrant Advocacy, AC, Migrant Resource Centre, Centre for Human Rights of Migrants, AC, Network of Homes YMCA Child Migrants, all located along the different entities states that make up the northern border of Mexico. The Office also attended the Symposium on Security Policy at the Borderand Human Rights of Migrants, organized by the Colegio de la Frontera Norte in Tijuana, Baja California, Mexico.
10. In context of the XXX Model OAS General Assembly for High Schools (30thMOAS / HS), organized by the Department of International Affairs of the OAS, the Rapporteur  cooperated by providing technical advice to participants on the theme "Protecting the rights of migrant workers and their families. "This event took place from November 30 to December 3, 2011, in Washington DC.
Activity 5:
A. With respect to published reports,  March 17, 2011, the Commission published the "Report on U.S. immigration: arrest and due process," which includes an analysis of relevant international standards on human rights of migrants ; the comments and concerns of the Commission regarding immigration detention, certain immigration proceedings, detention conditions and their impact on due process, and closes with conclusions and recommendations. Throughout the report, the Commission emphasizes certain vulnerable groups in the field of immigration detention, such as un accompanied minors, families, migrants, asylum seekers, people with disabilities or mental disorders, among others.

Collaboration in which the Trust presented the project findings to MiDE as an input of  ILO – ISCOD- OAS project. 

Support, monitoring and participation in the Strengthening of the Information System of Immigration Statistics of the Andean Community of Nations - CAN
Release on July 11, First Report of the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration - SICREMI, which included the 9 countries (Argentina, Belize, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Ecuador, El Salvador, Mexico and Uruguay) in Phase I ,and began the second phase which incorporates nine other countries in the region: Barbados, Brazil, Bolivia, Guatemala, Costa Rica, Paraguay, Panama, Peru and Dominican Republic.

Launch of MINPET
Activities to promote information systems, inter-American framework and immigration regulations regarding migration to other important issues:

The days of 24 to 26 August 2011, MiDE was invited to participate in the Workshop of Governmental and Civil Society in Migration Statistics organized by the Andean Community of Nations - CAN and the Hope Foundation in Lima, Peru. The MiDE participated with a presentation of SICREMI also show the progress of the databases MILEX, MINPET, whose medium-term goal to have information from all countries of the hemisphere. 

Additionally, noted:

a) Disseminate documents legal database migration with support from the Organization of American States - OAS -.

b) Allow free access to civil society.

The information allows the Andean Community countries have frameworks for the development of the Andean System of Immigration Statistics

In order to present the results and involve countries and agencies in the development and consolidation of the Interactive Map of Employment Programs Temporary Migrants - MINPET, MiDE was invited to participate in the Second Workshop on Temporary Employment Programs for Migrant Workers ( TFWP for its acronym in English): intra-regional approach to South-South, organized by the Regional Conference on Migration in Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic, 28 and April 29, 2011. The countries of the region met the various programs and information that consolidates MINPET as a framework for developing public policy on the matter.

In the same context, MiDE  was invited to participate in the panel "The role of integration bodies: Subregional and Regional labor migration" International Seminar "International Experiences: Migration, Labour and Public Policy" held in Bogota, Colombia on 17 and 18 November, in a presentation was made on the SICREMI, which allowed the Colombian government closer to the project and above all, contributed to highlight the needs that the Immigration Labor Ministry Labour, currently in creation.

Under the coordinated work with other institutions, the october 4, 2011  MiDE was invited by the World Food Programme and the United Nations Program for Development (UNDP) to engage with the paper and presentation about "Migration and Development" Event "Poverty, hunger and migration" held in Panama City, Panama. The event discussed the relationship of the poverty population migration in the countries of Central American Integration System (SICA). Among conclusions of the experts, it is worth noting that migration remains an alternative to improve the living conditions of the inhabitants of Central America, poverty rates and social exclusion that persist in the region reaches 40% in both cases, experts say. The event allowed to share the progress that some countries of SICA are doing in this area, and include the issue on the social agenda of countries as a priority.

Additionally, in order to strengthen ties with OECD, the MiDE was invited to the November 17, 2011 at the launch of the book "Tackling the Challenges of Migration Policy: Regulation, Integration, Development" by the Development Centre of the OECD.

As Technical Secretariat of the Special Committee on Migration, the MiDE supported in the preparation of their meetings, both in logistics and the development thereof. For the period 2010 -2011, 7 meetings are planned, including 6 cutting theme, which included the participation of experts from Member States and other international and regional organizations who shared their experiences in immigration matters. For the period 2011 -2012, the CEAM has held 3 meetings.

	All scheduled activities are fully met.

- The XVII Conference of Ministers of Labor (CIMT) was held in San Salvador, El Salvador from October 31 to November 1, 2011 with the participation of delegations of 27 Ministries of Labor, worker and employer representatives and delegates from ILO , WB, WHO, UNDP and SICA, among others. His most significant:
• The adoption of the Declaration and Plan of Action of San Salvador that will govern the work of the Conference in the next two years and that include hemispheric consensus advocates assigned to the issue of employment at the center of strategies to create strong, sustainable economies , promoting fair conditions at work and the eradication of child labor, among others,

• The completion of the first dialogue between Ministers (as) and Working Women Ministers of the Americas to share perspectives and make recommendations that would advance greater equality between men and women in the labor market.

• The adoption of the joint declaration signed on youth employment for workers and employers, a fact that represents a major achievement given that they had reached agreements in the hemisphere in recent years.
• Ratification of supporting American Network for Labor Administration (RIAL) and recognition of their valuable role as a mechanism of cooperation coordinated by the OAS.
 The RIAL Workshop "decentralized public employment services and their links with the business world" was held in Mexico City from 16 to 18 March 2011 and brought together directors of SPE of the Americas and Europe to exchange experiences on processes decentralization of these services and strategies to achieve closer links with the business. The outcome document of the workshop gives the richness of the exchange and identifies several lessons learned that are useful to improve the management of the PES in the region.

- During 2011, cooperation activities carried out 6 and direct technical assistance between Ministries, involving the following countries: St. Lucia, Jamaica, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Colombia, Brazil, Paraguay, Argentina and the Bahamas. 4 activities focused on labor inspection and health conditions and safety, labor statistics and the last outstanding on employment programs abroad (between St. Lucia and Jamaica).

IOM in Honduras, through its program "Human development for youth - beating the challenges of migration through employment generation," funded by the MDGF, prevention campaigns continue to make regular migration through actions that promote self-employment.
IOM in Mesoamerica by its "profiles of traffickers: a resource for the immigration police," funded by the U.S. government will continue with the development of training tools for the identification of traffickers to be distributed to authorities and civil society.
By participating in the "Sexual and reproductive health and prevention of gender violence in border areas", financed by Spain, IOM in Mesoamerica continue its advocacy and training to health officials and civic organizations on health and migration , in order to promote greater and better service to migrants.

72. In research, the IOM developed its own resources a diagnosis on the prevalence of trafficking in persons for labor exploitation in Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua and Panama. This research allowed to obtain information on this type of crime of human trafficking, which has been much less explored and addressed in the region.
In support of a request from the Council of Ministers of Labor and the Dominican Republic IOM conducted the study "intra-regional labor migration flows in Central America and Dominican Republic." This research, undertaken with the SICA, the ILO and the Labor Market Observatories and the Dominican Republic, provides specific recommendations to address the challenges posed by these flows to their countries of origin and destination using public policies to improve management of labor migration and the promotion and protection of the rights of migrants workers
76. IOM continued to promote legal migration, secure and protect the human rights of migrant workers, through labor migration program. This program was implemented between Colombia and Spain, and Guatemala and Canada, allowing about 3,000 migrant workers from both countries formed part of schemes of legal temporary work with adequate remuneration. This was made possible through coordination with the respective governments and associations of employers and employees. Migrant workers not only had access to a temporary job with paid benefits, but also able to share and implement what they learned in their home countries.

75. Between 15 to 19 August, IOM conducted a training course on International Migration for officials of the Department of Migration and Consular Affairs Director at  Linkage of Foreign Ministry. The main objective was to train government official are the migration phenomenon in its various dimensions, including the crimes most commonly suffered by migrants, including trafficking.
67. On Tuesday 31 May, IOM in Argentina, took place on Course Human Mobility and Human Rights in which trained NGOs and government in the protection of human rights of migrants

75. IOM, with the participation of Canadian immigration officials, under the project "Strengthening the capacity of national authorities to detect fraudulent travel documents and preventing trafficking in persons and smuggling of migrants in Mesoamerica" ​​trained, almost 350 officials from border areas in Belize, Honduras, Nicaragua, Costa Rica and Panama, in techniques for the detection of cases of human trafficking and migrant smuggling.

75. IOM Mexico, trained over 500 officials and members of civil organizations on the issue of human trafficking and human rights of migrants. It also published an investigation concerning the current situation regarding trafficking in Ciudad Juarez

71. IOM is also Mexico continued to implement, in coordination with the government and Mexican civil society, its program of assistance to victims of human trafficking, which includes psychosocial support, shelter, documentation and provision of information about opportunities for return and reintegration in their countries of origin. This year we served more than 40 victims with this program.
72. IOM Mexico published a study that compiles cases of trafficking assisted by IOM and provides recommendations on how to improve protection and assistance to victims of trafficking.
70. Mexico has made IOM, with funding from the Canadian government, two campaigns to prevent trafficking in the border areas of northern and southern Mexico.
76. Mexico IOM is implementing a project to promote continuity in the education system of children of migrant laborers in the State of Sonora.
71. IOM in Mexico with the support of the government of Chiapas and equity is implementing a project to protect and care for migrants who have been victims of kidnapping.
70. IOM in Bolivia, continued the development of media communication campaign to prevent the crime of trafficking. Thanks to funding from the IDB, also developed a strategy to prevent this crime in schools with informational materials for teachers and students.
72. In Bolivia, IOM conducted three investigations into human trafficking, which collected information on routes and characteristics of crime in the country.

74. In Bolivia, IOM continued its program of assistance for return and reintegration of trafficking victims, getting attention in 2011 of 16 victims of this crime.
68. Bolivia IOM developed the Guidelines for Ecuadorians returning migrants, which provides information on rights and opportunities for rehabilitation and services to which you can access the Ecuadorian population return to their country.

68. Bolivia IOM distributed about 60,000 informational brochures about the decisions taken Andean communities to facilitate migration, especially labor between these communities. These materials are also rights of this population.
67. IOM Ecuador, signed 9 cooperation agreements, 8 of which were with municipalities for the creation of cantonal plans against trafficking and strength in global networks.
74. The Ecuadorian government was strengthened by the transfer of the National System for the Registration of Cases of Trafficking Victims. It also gave the website of the National Plan against Trafficking in Persons. He gave the corporate image of the National Plan to Combat Trafficking in Persons.

72. In Ecuador, situation analyzes were performed on human trafficking in 8municipalities.

67. and 75. In Ecuador, we worked with the National Institute of Advanced Studies (IAEN) to develop a course for public officials on the issue of trafficking. With this methodology there were 3 courses in the cities of Machala, Cuenca and Loja in which trained: 87 public officials. Similarly, there were 10 workshops to raise awareness of trafficking. In addition, there were 5 courses of 72 hours for civil servants and representatives of civil society in which 180 people participated.
67. Ecuador has strengthened in the House of Adoration and Amauta Foundation to strengthen its health care services to victims of trafficking.


	74., 75., 76. IOM will continue to advise governments on policy and capacity building, information dissemination and advocacy, facilitation of dialogue and cooperation between States and civil society to combat trafficking in persons and protection, return and reintegration of victims of this crime.
76. IOM will continue to promote the protection of migrant workers and their families, promoting development and opening up legal channels for labor migration.
74. IOM will facilitate the voluntary return and reintegration of rejected asylum seekers, irregular migrants, migrants trafficked persons and other migrants to their countries of origin and mechanisms to increase assistance to voluntary return in countries.
67. Support achievement of the Millennium Development Goals in Costa Rica, Ecuador, Honduras, Peru campaigns to prevent irregular migration.
70., 74. Ensure the continued provision of protection and assistance, voluntary return and / or reintegration of victims of trafficking.
70, 74, 75. Prevent trafficking in persons, provide for the effective reintegration of victims of trafficking and strengthen the capacity of relevant officials, media and civil society groups in countries of origin, transit and destination to protect victims of this crime.

70, 72. Produce information about the situation of human trafficking along Mexico's northern border, in order to inform and educate at-risk populations and the general public about human trafficking. The project also includes strengthening the capacities of government and civil society in identifying and assisting victims of trafficking.
70, 74. Deepen cooperation mechanisms among States, strengthen institutional capacity, disseminate information and promote activities to combat trafficking, provide and improve reintegration of victims in Mesoamerica.
70. Provide technical assistance and strengthen the efforts of the government of Colombia to prevent and combat irregular migration and human trafficking, protect victims of trafficking and prosecute traffickers.
72. Promote and ensure best practices for
collection, storage and processing of data on trafficking in persons through the dissemination of the data collection methodology of the IOM, and data made available at conferences and workshops and through reports and direct requests.
70. Strengthen coalitions to combat human trafficking in Central America by supporting the drafting and implementation of a national referral mechanism for victims, and increase efforts to prosecute trafficking offenses.
76. Contribute to the return and reintegration of unaccompanied minors to El Salvador from the United States. Facilitate the return to their home communities, and provide family reunification and social reintegration.


	B.2 United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR)

	79.Promote and offer technical assistance to states so that they may incorporate fair and efficient asylum processes into legislation on the matter and implement them in practice, based on international human rights standards and refugee law, introducing safeguards for the victims of persecution.

80.Train government officials working in the field of migration on the identification and protection of refugees and potential asylum seekers.


	
	Anniversaries

•
In 2011, UNHCR celebrated the 60th anniversary of the UN Convention relating to the Status of Refugees of 1951 and the 50th anniversary of the UN Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness of 1961. The highlight of the year of commemorations was a ministerial-level meeting of all Member States of the UN in Geneva on December 7-8, 2011. This important gathering gave states the opportunity to make concrete pledges of commitment to address specific forced displacement and/or statelessness issues, including the ratification of the refugee and statelessness international instruments as well as broader, forward-looking recommendations.

•
In the Americas region, Colombia, Haiti, Honduras and Paraguay pledged to ratify the UN Convention Relating to the Status of Stateless Persons of 1954.  In addition, Argentina, Colombia, Ecuador, Haiti, Honduras, Mexico and Paraguay pledged to ratify the UN Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness of 1961.  Furthermore, Argentina, Brazil, Costa Rica, Ecuador, Guatemala, Panama and Uruguay pledged to adopt national mechanisms for determining the status of stateless.

•
During he Commemorations, Brazil also pledged to improve refugees' local integration within the framework of the Mexico Action Plan of Action and the 2010 Brasilia Declaration and to remain offering its territory for the resettlement of refugees, especially to those coming from Latin America, always in very close action and collaboration with UNHCR and Brazilian civil society.

2. Asylum dimensions

Normative Developments:

•
Costa Rica, Mexico and Nicaragua adopted new immigration laws which include important safeguards for the protection of refugees and stateless persons ad different forms of subsidiary protection, such as humanitarian visas. Peru is also under the process of considering the inclusion of humanitarian visa under its migration laws

•
The Government of Costa Rica adopted Regulations for Refugees on November 2011.  The regulations include several good practices, such as the access to the territory and prohibition of detention of all children irrespective of their migration status as well as protection safeguards for stateless persons, trafficking victims and refugees.

•
The UN High Commissioner for Refugees, Antonio Gutierres, visited the Dominican Republic  to discuss issues related to  refugee protection and statelessness.  Within this framework, UNHCR is pleased that the new regulations to the 2004 Immigration Act recognizes that the 1951 Convention relating to the Status of Refugees and the Decree No. 2330 on Refugees of 1984 are the most relevant legal instruments regulating the treatment of refugees in the country.  

•
In June 2010, the Organization of American States adopted Resolution G/RES. 2597 (XL-O/10) on the Protection of Asylum-seekers and Refugees in the Americas. This resolution called upon all states to uphold and respect the international principles for the protection of refugees; urged those member states that have not yet done so to consider signing, ratifying, or acceding to the international refugee instruments; and urged member states and the international community to collaborate in and support the strengthening and consolidation of the Mexico Plan of Action. 

•
Panama adopted a national decree to facilitate the regularization of persons under temporary humanitarian status.

Refugee protection and RSD systems:

•
Despite several improvements on national legislations in the region, fully effective refugee protection mechanisms still present challenges, especially regarding low recognition rates; the adoption of pre-admissibility procedures; procedures for manifestly unfounded or abusive claims introduced without appropriate protection safeguards; the malfunctioning of national refugee commissions; backlogs in the processing of asylum claims; lack of implementation of second instance procedures; and inadequate mechanisms to avoid refoulement practices. 

•
UNHCR has been providing support to relevant authorities in the Dominican Republic through training and technical assistance, in order to assess pending asylum applications, as well as in nationality and statelessness issues.  This technical assistance is particularly relevant from a perspective of reactivating National Commission for Refugees (CONARE).  The appointment of the CONARE should allow the Government to clear the backlog of pending cases as well as work with UNHCR to find durable solutions for the refugee population. In this line, a seminar to discuss RSD in the context of mixed migration flows took place on September 2011. 

•
In Costa Rica, the establishment of a Commission for Visas and Refugees and the recently established Tribunal for Migration Affairs, the second instance appeal body will contribute to the strengthening of national RSD mechanisms. 

•
In Nicaragua, the newly adopted Migration Law and the refugee legislation (“Ley de Protección a Refugiados”) provide respectively for the “Comisión Nacional para los Refugiados” to assume RSD functions and for the establishment of RSD procedures.  

•
In Canada, the Balanced Refugee Reform Act will come into effect in June 2012. Among other measures, the new legislation establishes for the first time a Refugee Appeal Division. Changes to the humanitarian and compassionate and temporary resident permit provisions came into effect in August 2011.

3.
Human dignity dimensions

Children: 


•
In various countries in Latin America, UNHCR takes a proactive role to work on issues related to unaccompanied children, in particular as regards to their identification and the assessment of their protection needs, along with IOM and other partners. In the case of unaccompanied children, UNHCR staff is supporting states efforts to establish best interest determination (BID) procedures. 

•
The protection of children within mixed migration movements continues to be a concern particularly in Mexico and El Salvador. According to the Mexican authorities, during the year 2010, a total of 2,869 unaccompanied children were identified in Mexico and 4,850 children were returned to their countries of origin, while in the year 2011, some 1,300 unaccompanied children (including Syrian nationals) were returned to their countries of origin. On May 2011, the Network for Children's Rights in Mexico (REDIM) released a report showing that in the last four years there were approximately 1,300 murders of children, an undetermined number of displaced and approximately 27,000 adolescents who are victims of "narco-exploitation" and assaulted by various authorities.   Criminal organizations have particularly targeted children through indiscriminate killings and forced recruitment.  

•
Mexico continues to take a prominent role on the region regarding migrant children protection.  With the support of IOM, UNICEF and UNHCR, Mexico successfully concluded the training of children protection officers (OPIs) in all the Central American countries and the Dominican Republic and will continue on a second phase in 2012. 

•
In co-ordination with UNHCR, in June 2011, IOM launched a pilot project in the north of Ecuador focusing on the prevention of forced recruitment of minors by armed groups and promote the rights of children and adolescents.  The pilot project establishes community-based strategies to identify and strengthen local protection mechanisms and mapping of vulnerabilities, risks and opportunities faced by the community related to violence and security.

•
In Argentina, UNHCR played an instrumental role in the adoption of inter-agency Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) for the protection, assistance and search of durable solutions for unaccompanied or separated children seeking. UNICEF and IOM are also past of this process. UNHCR Argentina also participated in the first meeting of a WG to elaborate an action plan to better protect the right of children on the move.  

•
At MERCOSUR level, UNHCR Argentina participated in a meeting where different strategies on child protection and mixed migration. UNHCR looks forward to participating through an amicus brief in the Advisory Opinion requested by MERCOSUR to the Inter-American Court of Human Rights on the subject of unaccompanied minors.  

•
Following the earthquake in Haiti, UNHCR and UNICEF assisted the national child welfare authorities of the Dominican Republic to develop and implement a protocol to protect and provide durable solutions to unaccompanied and separated Haitian children. UNHCR’s BID methodology formed the basis of the protocol, and will continue to serve as an important child protection tool.

Women- SGBV:

•
There is a lack of specific assistance and protection in the region for women in highly vulnerable situations. A regional dialogue with internally displaced women in January 2011 revealed high rates of sexual and gender abuses and violence.  In Ecuador, UNHCR and its partners continue working to ensure protection for victims of SGBV on the northern border with Colombia.  In Haiti, one of UNHCR's priorities is the protection of displaced women and girls affected by SGBV through the establishment of referral mechanisms and support for victims.

•
In Costa Rica, the UNHCR supports the “House of Rights” in Desamparados, a city with a high concentration of migrants and refugees, which has developed a specific program for national, migrant and refugee women, victims of SGBV. The office is also closely monitoring the application of gender as a new ground of persecution as prescribed by the new Immigration Act.

Humanitarian visas

•
UNHCR continues promoting the development of mechanisms for the complementary protection for persons that require international protection but are not eligible to apply for refugee status.  Such procedures have already been incorporated into legislation in Mexico and Nicaragua.  As an example of implementing such mechanisms, Brazil has granted humanitarian visas to Haitian citizens that were victims of the earthquake, and similar visas are currently being granted to victims of trafficking. 

Xenophobia and Discrimination:

•
To continue the fight against xenophobia and discrimination throughout the region, the regional public information campaign “Put yourself in the refugee’s shoes” was concluded in December 2011. 

4. Migration dimensions 

Mixed migration: 

•
As part of the joint UNHCR-IOM project following the 10-Point Plan Conference, national Workshops on Protection and Assistance within Mixed Migration have been conducted in four countries of the region (Nicaragua, El Salvador, Honduras and Costa Rica).  The objectives were to:  (a) train government authorities and NGO staff in applying a human rights approach to their daily work with vulnerable migrants and refugees; (b) conduct a participatory assessment of the treatment of these groups in each country; and (c) lay the groundwork for a proposal focused on inter-institutional actions and protocols for the improvement of the screening, assistance and protection of vulnerable migrants and refugees.

•
The results of the national workshops will be presented at a 2-day regional forum in 2012. In addition, UNHCR and IOM will work with concerned States to develop proposals for common regional tools for the improvement of the assistance and protection of vulnerable migrants and refugees. It is expected that this proposal would take into account national good practices such as pre-screening questionnaires and other initiatives.

•
Furthermore, the Andean, Caribbean and Mesoamerican region have seen an increase in extra continental migrants and asylum-seekers (some 600 person in 2010 and some 3000 persons from January-June, 2011). Asian nationals, primarily from India, outnumbered African nationals possibly due to the elimination of a visa requirement for Indian nationals in four Central American countries. Strict migration control measures in Europe and the possibility of visa free travel to several American countries are the reasons for the increase in extra-continental migrants and refugees who hope to reach the USA and Canada. Central American countries have struggled to cope with the needs of these arrivals and several actions are being proposed within the CRM. Ecuador has introduced visa requirements, but the country is still confronted with mixed flows.

•
UNHCR, IOM and FLACSO carried out a study on Extra-Continental Migration, which confirmed that:

o
RSD procedures remain incipient in most Central American countries and are non-existent in many States in the Caribbean;

o
National RSD procedures and/or recognition under UNHCR’s mandate are seen as the only known channels to try to regularize stay, even on a temporary basis, before continuing the onward journey;

o
Readmission agreements are not in place and once extra-continental migrants and refugees are detected, national authorities try to send them back to the presumed ports of entry and/or transit countries; 

o
Lack of harmonized and systematized data collection among governments on extra-continental arrivals. 

o
Identification and profiling mechanisms need to be strengthened. 

•
The UNHCR is developing an internal data/base on extra-continental arrivals to facilitate identification and assistance of persons of concern.

•
Focusing on the challenges posed by extra-continental migration, a meeting of the Troikas of the Regional Conference on Migration and the South American Conference on Migration was held in August 2011.  Highly relevant topics were addressed, such as:  a) The need to promote complementary protection mechanisms for persons in vulnerable situations; b) the possibility of considering readmission agreements; c) the importance of improving mechanisms to identify profiles and refer relevant cases; and d) the importance of improving registration mechanisms and generating disaggregated and reliable statistical data.

Trafficking:

•
UNHCR continues to work in capacity building and policy development activities regarding trafficking in persons, in order to strengthen protection issues on the nexus between trafficking and asylum and the special protection needs of trafficking victims

•
The identification and protection of victims of trafficking (VoT) and access to asylum procedures by VoT remains a challenge in the region.  However, there are positive developments in several countries: in Argentina, for example, an amendment of the bill against trafficking in persons is being discussed, which expressly includes a safeguard for VoT to access information on their right to submit an asylum claim. Guatemala issued a “Protocol for the protection and comprehensive attention of victims of trafficking” which retains the protection safeguards for VoT in need of international protection. Nicaragua included a humanitarian visa for VoT in its new Migration Law.  In Mexico, the National Migration Institute has issued instructions to immigration officers to identify VoT in need of international protection and to refer them to the asylum procedure.  The Institute also provides temporary residence permits on humanitarian grounds to VoT. 

•
In many countries in the region, UNHCR is actively involved in discussions regarding mechanisms for identification of VOTs and their access to the asylum system and UNHCR has included human trafficking in all its regional trainings. UNHCR and IOM continue to work together on the implementation of protocols for identifying, assisting and protecting VOTs. In Argentina, UNHCR in addition conducted joint eligibility interviews and distributed information material on human trafficking UNHCR Argentina also participated in the development of a protocol for training workshops to ensure a “gender perspective” in the judiciary work and to raise awareness on the refugee protection needs of some VOTs. In Ecuador IOM, with the support of UNHCR, signed an agreement with the authorities of Sucumbíos and Esmeraldas aimed at strengthening local capacities to combat human trafficking. 

•
Refugee protection and human trafficking is also part of the UNHCR-IOM on "regional mixed migration" for the Caribbean. The project foresees the establishment of a Mixed Migration Task Force and a series of joint IOM-UNHCR capacity-building initiatives. IOM, in close consultation with UNHCR, has selected as its three pilot countries the Bahamas, Trinidad & Tobago, and Antigua & Barbuda to implement the project throughout 2011.

Rescue at Sea:

•
During the period of October 2010 to June 2011, according to publicly available information, 64 maritime incidents occurred in northern Caribbean waters involving over 2,250 persons travelling in small and often unseaworthy vessels that were intercepted or rescued at sea. There are 2,243 known survivors, 8 persons who drowned at sea, and an unknown number of persons lost at sea whose bodies were not recovered. The persons were from Haiti (65%), Cuba (25%), the Dominican Republic (7%) or of other national origin (3%). Such maritime incidents were recorded throughout the northern Caribbean basin including in the territorial waters of the USA. The maritime environment in the northern Caribbean is extremely complex and ensuring asylum safeguards in the context of interception and rescue-at-sea remains a challenge.

Detention: 

•
Detention continues to be widely used for undocumented extra-continental migrants and refugees. UNHCR has repeatedly called for alternatives to detention. Some governments in the region have begun to release this population from detention centers due to limited funding and logistical constraints to carry out repatriations.

•
In some countries, for ex. Costa Rica, UNHCR has assisted in the provisional shelters of women and family units within mixed flows, in order to prevent their detention. In the Caribbean region, UNHCR staff visited three of the principal migration detention centers (the Bahamas, Trinidad and Tobago, and the Turks and Caicos Islands) and provided advice to the authorities to improve identification and referral of asylum seekers and refugees.

•
In Mexico, UNHCR participated at a regional workshop on alternatives to administrative detention of asylum seekers and migrants, which was held on November 2011.  During the workshop the importance for States to consider implementing alternatives to administrative detention was reiterated; detention that should be used as the last resort, for tutelary purposes and never for punitive ones and provided that it complies with the requirements of being established in relevant legislation and being exceptional, required, proportional, compatible with human rights standards, non-discriminatory, and subject to judicial review.

•
In this vain, welcomes that the immigration regulations adopted in Dominican Republic specifically prohibit administrative detention for certain categories of persons, including asylum seekers; children; pregnant women or breastfeeding mothers; and senior citizens.
5- Statelessness:

•
In June, 2011 the OAS adopted a resolution on Statelessness which calls on States to accede or ratify the 1954 and 1961 conventions on statelessness as well as the revision of national laws on nationality and the adoption of procedures for the determination of stateless status.

•
In June 2011, Panama ratified the 1954 and the 1961 Conventions on statelessness.

•
On August 2011, UNHCR, the Mexican Commission for Assistance to Refugees (COMAR), and the Secretariat of Foreign Affairs of Mexico organized a Symposium on Statelessness.  The event was structured around three central themes:  a) The situation of statelessness worldwide; b) the situation of statelessness in the Americas; and c) stateless persons in Mexico.  During the symposium, Mexican authorities recognized the need to establish a procedure to determine the status of statelessness, particularly since the new Migration Act establishes the right to apply for the status of statelessness.

•
UNHCR also carried put a regional workshop on Statelessness for Central American countries in August 2011.  The capacity building activity encourages States to ratify the statelessness conventions, adopt national legislation on the subject and establish determination procedures for stateless persons. 

•
In Nicaragua, the new Migration Law contemplates a new procedure for the recognition of stateless persons which recognizes that stateless persons are entitled to acquire temporary residency in the country. Furthermore, in addition to adhering to both Conventions on Statelessness, Panama has adopted internal regulations which will enable regularizing Colombian nationals that were staying in the Darién under temporary humanitarian protection status by granting them permanent residence status.

6. New challenges



Natural Disasters:

•
The January 12, 2010 earthquake which devastated Haiti caused the internal displacement of over 1.9 million persons, many of whom continue to face grave protection problems, including inadequate or unsafe shelter, food insecurity, lack of basic socio-economic services, heightened exposure to sexual violence, lack of access to adequate documentation (including birth registration), forced eviction from precarious IDP settlements, and lack of durable solutions. The cholera epidemic and the impact of various tropical storms in the second half of 2010 aggravated the existing humanitarian crisis. While the majority of the post-earthquake displacement remained internal, there has been a discernible increase in the visibility of Haitians within mixed migratory movements since the earthquake. 

•
Although the principal countries affected by the mixed movements of Haitians continued to be the neighboring states and territories of the northern Caribbean, significant numbers of Haitians seeking asylum or other forms of protection have been noted much farther a field in other American countries. A new trend of arrivals of Haitians crossing Mexico’s northern border into southern California was reported by NGO partners. In Ecuador, to which Haitians can travel without visa, an increasing number of Haitians is departing to northern Europe and Brazil due to lack of integration prospects in the country.

New forms of forced displacement:

•
An increasing number of people, especially from Guatemala, Honduras, El Salvador and Mexico, are leaving their countries due to new forms of violence at the hand of non-state actors (transnational organized crime, gang-related and drug-related violence).  Government statistics show that for 2010, Honduras and El Salvador reached homicide rates above 70 deaths per hundred thousand inhabitants, while in Guatemala, northern regions of the country have been affected by the violence generated by criminal organizations. In some of these areas, homicide rates are five times the national average. Violence generated by criminal organizations is also leading to forced displacement, which magnitude still needs to be determined as well as the protection gaps to address the humanitarian needs of the victims.

•
Due to this situation, UNHCR is coordinating a study on forced displacement and protection needs generated by new forms of violence in Central America.   While the final results have yet to become available, there is evidence that criminality and violence are leading to forced displacement in the region, both at an internal level and across international borders. 

•
In 2010 some 9,960 asylum claims were lodged by Mexican nationals, mainly in Canada and United States of America. The US received during 2010 5,551 asylum requests from Mexico, out of which only 165 were granted protection. Applicants are mainly journalists, police officers and activists In Costa Rica, 73 Central Americans requested asylum during the last 6 months of 2011. 

•
Violence by non-state actors against people travelling irregularly, especially in Mexico, has also risen considerably (estimated 210 mass kidnappings with over 11,000 victims between April and September 2010). Women and children are those most vulnerable to Mexican drug cartels.


	

	B.2. International Labour Organization (ILO)


	81.Promote better understanding and awareness of ILO standards relating to migration for employment and the protection of migrant workers and assist interested states in conforming national migrant worker policies and national law and practice to the principles contained in these ILO standards.

82.Strengthen the capacity of authorities, including labor inspection services and labor tribunals, to secure compliance with labor laws, with a particular focus on the situation and working conditions of migrant workers, by building transparency, knowledge and professionalism, and by sharing best practices.

83.Promote actions designed to improve labor conditions, with emphasis on health and safety conditions at work, in particular in the case of the sectors that employ a high proportion of migrant workers.


	Improving policies and national law and practice in 8 member States during the biennium 2010-2011.

Assistance to government authorities and to migrants’ associations in the provision of information and support to  migrant workers in 6 Member States.

Protect from abuse and assist migrant workers providing advice in three regional economic communities and in 6 Member States.
	81. ILO support enabled 14 member States to reform their legal, policy or institutional frameworks on labour migration. The most significant progress achieved with ILO support is with regard to enhanced institutional capacity to govern labour migration, including through strengthened inter-ministerial coordination mechanisms, such as in Brazil, Ecuador, Georgia and Indonesia. Several countries also adopted national migration policies and revisions of legal provisions on migration in labour or migration laws (Armenia, Brazil, Indonesia, Jordan and Nigeria).

82. Assistance to government authorities at the central level contributed primarily to the strengthening of ministries of labour (Azerbaijan, Georgia, Jordan, Peru, the Lao People’s Democratic Republic) and public employment services (Armenia).  At the local level, assistance to authorities and to migrants’ associations resulted in the setting up of migration centres to provide information and support to potential migrant workers and mechanisms to promote the economic and social reintegration of return migrants (Georgia, the Philippines, Senegal). 

83. The capacity of government institutions at the central and local levels to provide improved services to migrant workers has increased, in areas such as pre-departure training, national information campaigns and national hotlines (Russian Federation), and on concrete measures promoting the economic and social reintegration of return migrants. In the Philippines, 300 return migrants who had been victims of abuse and exploitation were assisted in their socio-economic reintegration through skills training, financial, legal and psycho-social assistance.  Also noteworthy is the proactive engagement of trade unions in countries of origin and destination, with the aim of protecting and assisting migrant workers in the respective countries. This has often taken the form of cooperation agreements signed between national trade unions, such as those from the Southern Caucasus countries. In Armenia, ILO support enabled the Confederation of Trade Unions of Armenia to establish migration centres providing advice to migrant workers in more than 25 regions of that country.  

ILO support to various regional economic communities (such as the East African Community, the Southern African Development Community and the Commonwealth of Independent States region) helped develop the institutional capacities of entities responsible for designing legal instruments to enhance social protection to migrant workers and their families. The Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), with ILO assistance, has enhanced bilateral and multilateral cooperation, and advanced the implementation of the ASEAN Declaration on the Promotion and Protection of the Rights of Migrant Workers. 

In Chile the ILO worked with NGOs to improve access to information about migrant rights
	Improving policies and national law and practice in 3 to 8 additional Member States.

Assistance to government authorities and to migrants’ associations in the provision of information and support to migrant workers in 3 to 4 additional Member States.

Continue providing protection from abuse and assisting migrant workers providing advice in regional economic communities and in Member States.

Conduct studies on migration and trafficking in persons that may serve as working tools for developing policies and raising awareness, with special emphasis on gender analysis.

73.
Establish centers to provide protection and assistance to victims of trafficking in persons in transit and receiving countries, so that they may receive legal advice and medical and psychological care.

Support states in the voluntary return and the reintegration of victims of trafficking in persons.

75.
Offer training on trafficking in persons to government officials and civil society organizations.

76.
Consider the possibility of lending support to states in meeting their obligation to promote the human rights of the families of migrant workers who remain in the country of origin, paying special attention to the children whose parents have migrated.

In Colombia, the IOM will contribute to support the design and implementation of immigration policy at local and regional levels.

DESIGN AND IMPLEMENTATION OF A FUND FOR ASSISTANCE TO VICTIMSOF HUMAN TRAFFICKING IN COLOMBIAN NATIONAL
Under the design Assistance Fund began a route driver support, which articulates the provision of services specified therein with the services platform available to the Welcome Home program - BAC - with to optimize resources and strengthen the actions and thus ensure comprehensive care. At first it was held in Bogotá, but hopes to replicate the experience in other departments.
ASSISTANCE TO VICTIMS OF HUMAN TRAFFICKING:
- Continue to provide the necessary support for emergency assistance and reintegration for victims of human trafficking in the country.

  TRAINING FOR OFFICE AND CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS:
Technical support for departmental and municipal authorities for the knowledge of Act 985 of 2005 and the National Strategy against Trafficking in Persons, by implementing a National Training Plan aims at strengthening the national action plan.
The project to improve the capabilities of protecting and assisting migrants in Central America, funded by PRM, IOM in Mesoamerica during 2011 will continue to provide training to public institutions and society in the protection of migrants and prevention of crimes most often committed against them, including trafficking.  Also instrumented massive information

campaigns for these same purposes.

IOM Guatemala, through the IOM project "Comprehensive care and temporary shelter for victims of trafficking - pilot project" will continue to provide care and assistance to victims of trafficking and strengthening the capacities of the authorities to assist them.
IOM Belize as part of its project "Strengthening the capacities of key actors to prevent trafficking, protect victims and prosecute their traffickers" will continue raising awareness and educating the authorities of that country to improve the prevention and control of human trafficking and protect victims of that crime.
IOM El Salvador, through its program "Strengthening and institutionalizing policies to protect victims of trafficking", funded by the government of El Salvador will continue the work of advising the government mainly in the legislative and policy public policies to improve the combat and prevention of human trafficking in that country.

IOM El Salvador as part of its "Return of Salvadoran migrants from Guatemala and Mexico," funded by the Salvadoran government, continue to provide basic services and transportation assistance to returnees Salvadoran migrants, including victims of trafficking.

IOM El Salvador, as part of its "implementation of structures for combating traffic El Salvador: modernizing the legal framework against trafficking and strengthening the administration of justice", funded by the Canadian government continue to provide technical support to the Salvadoran government to improve the effectiveness of the actions that the institutions established to combat trafficking.
IOM in Honduras, through its program "Human development for youth - beating the challenges of migration through employment generation," funded by the MDGF, prevention campaigns continue to make regular migration through actions that promote self-employment.
IOM in Mesoamerica by its "profiles of traffickers: a resource for the immigration police," funded by the U.S. government will continue with the development of training tools for the identification of traffickers to be distributed to authorities and civil society.
By participating in the "Sexual and reproductive health and prevention of gender violence in border areas", financed by Spain, IOM in Mesoamerica continue its advocacy and training to health officials and civic organizations on health and migration , in order to promote greater and better service to migrants.
Through its "Emergency Assistance Program for persons seeking international protection in Colombia's borders with Ecuador, Venezuela and Panama," funded by the United States, IOM in these countries continue to facilitate the access of migrants in search international protection to the existing protection mechanisms.

IOM Panama, as part of its program "Prevention of the recruitment of adolescents and youth in the border between Panama and Colombia (Darien Province and Region)", funded by the United States continue to strengthen institutional capacities and actions to prevent young people are recruited by militant groups in Colombia.
The IOM, as manager of "Assisted Voluntary Return Programme Migrants in Highly Vulnerable Status of CRM", funded by the MRC member countries, will continue to support the voluntary return of migrants vulnerable in Mesoamerica, providing protection, assistance and basic assistance for return and reintegration of migrants, including those who have been victims of trafficking.
IOM in Costa Rica, Panama, El Salvador and the Dominican Republic through its "Improving the Labor Management Programme in Central America and Mexico" will continue to contribute to strengthening government capacity and tools to improve management of labor migration and to promote and protect the rights of those migrant workers.
IOM in Mesoamerica through the project "Strengthening the capacity of national authorities to detect fraudulent travel documents and preventing trafficking in persons and smuggling of migrants in Mesoamerica", funded by the Canadian government will continue providing training to the immigration authorities border for the detection of trafficking victims and traffickers.
IOM Ecuador, through its program "Combating Trafficking in Persons in Ecuador" funded by USAID, started out building public policy on human trafficking in selected municipalities in the country. Additionally, we are working with the government of Ecuador to support the implementation of the National Plan to Combat Trafficking and support through technical assistance to shelters.




	 
76. IOM in Nicaragua and Honduras officials trained trainers on management of migration of workers, government officials and private sector representatives, civil society, academia and trade unions. Training provided tools to improve migration policies and programs in these countries
70., 73., 75. IOM supported the Colombian government in the fight against trafficking.IOM, Colombian Ministry of the Interior and Justice, the European Union and the Integrated Program against Gender Violence supported the design and development of government strategies to prevent and combat trafficking. Be continued and strengthened prevention campaigns across the country and conducted training for journalists in this matter.

 The IOM protect and assist vulnerable migrants in Mesoamerica" ​​funded by the U.S. government, IOM:
Implemented reintegration programs for vulnerable migrants, including victims of trafficking in 4 selected communities in Nicaragua and El Salvador through which it provides counseling, medical and socio-economic, among others.

Implemented a project of community and family reintegration of children and unaccompanied teenagers, including victims of human trafficking in the border city of Concepción Tutuapa, Guatemala, which has assisted nearly one hundred children through support educational and productive reintegration projects.

Continued to assist vulnerable migrants by supporting shelters and NGOs in southern Mexico border, including training to combat the violation of human rights and human trafficking.
Continued to provide assistance for assisted voluntary return of trafficked persons to their home communities.
Continued to support the work of the national coalition against trafficking in Central America, for which saw, among other activities, the following:
Support for the development of specific laws against trafficking in Costa Rica and El Salvador and soon in Honduras.

Organizing a regional seminar on legislation to combat human trafficking and migrant smuggling.
Organizing a regional seminar on trafficking in persons for labor exploitation and support the implementation of the Second Regional Meeting of National Committees and Coalitions Against Trafficking in San Salvador in March 2011.

Trained staff and certified personnel chancelleries of Panama, Costa Rica, Nicaragua, El Salvador, Guatemala and Mexico
Expanding the network of mentors and tutors of the virtual classroom on human trafficking in Costa Rica, El Salvador and soon in Mexico and Nicaragua
72. In research, the IOM developed its own resources a diagnosis on the prevalence of trafficking in persons for labor exploitation in Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua and Panama. This research allowed to obtain information on this type of crime of human trafficking, which has been much less explored and addressed in the region.
In support of a request from the Council of Ministers of Labor and the Dominican Republic IOM conducted the study "intra-regional labor migration flows in Central America and Dominican Republic." This research, undertaken with the SICA, the ILO and the Labor Market Observatories and the Dominican Republic, provides specific recommendations to address the challenges posed by these flows to their countries of origin and destination using public policies to improve management of labor migration and the promotion and protection of the rights of migrants workers
76. IOM continued to promote legal migration, secure and protect the human rights of migrant workers, through labor migration program. This program was implemented between Colombia and Spain, and Guatemala and Canada, allowing about 3,000 migrant workers from both countries formed part of schemes of legal temporary work with adequate remuneration. This was made possible through coordination with the respective governments and associations of employers and employees. Migrant workers not only had access to a temporary job with paid benefits, but also able to share and implement what they learned in their home countries.

75. Between 15 to 19 August, IOM conducted a training course on International Migration for officials of the Department of Migration and Consular Affairs Director at  Linkage of Foreign Ministry. The main objective was to train government official are the migration phenomenon in its various dimensions, including the crimes most commonly suffered by migrants, including trafficking.
67. On Tuesday 31 May, IOM in Argentina, took place on Course Human Mobility and Human Rights in which trained NGOs and government in the protection of human rights of migrants
67., 76. IOM, in conjunction with the CRM, the Regional Network of Civil Organizations for Migration and the Government of Honduras, as part of MCA organized the workshop on Human Rights and Migration, which was to analyze the challenges and generate proposals on care and protection of human rights of migrants, their families and societies of origin and destination of migrants in the region covered by the Regional Conference on Migration, which includes: Canada, United States , Mexico, Guatemala, Belize, El Salvador, Honduras, Nicaragua, Costa Rica, Panama and the Dominican Republic. This seminar - workshop trained staff of NGOs and governments.

75. IOM, with the participation of Canadian immigration officials, under the project "Strengthening the capacity of national authorities to detect fraudulent travel documents and preventing trafficking in persons and smuggling of migrants in Mesoamerica" ​​trained, almost 350 officials from border areas in Belize, Honduras, Nicaragua, Costa Rica and Panama, in techniques for the detection of cases of human trafficking and migrant smuggling.
.

75. IOM Mexico, trained over 500 officials and members of civil organizations on the issue of human trafficking and human rights of migrants. It also published an investigation concerning the current situation regarding trafficking in Ciudad Juarez

71. IOM is also Mexico continued to implement, in coordination with the government and Mexican civil society, its program of assistance to victims of human trafficking, which includes psychosocial support, shelter, documentation and provision of information about opportunities for return and reintegration in their countries of origin. This year we served more than 40 victims with this program.
72. IOM Mexico published a study that compiles cases of trafficking assisted by IOM and provides recommendations on how to improve protection and assistance to victims of trafficking.
70. Mexico has made IOM, with funding from the Canadian government, two campaigns to prevent trafficking in the border areas of northern and southern Mexico.
76. Mexico IOM is implementing a project to promote continuity in the education system of children of migrant laborers in the State of Sonora.
71. IOM in Mexico with the support of the government of Chiapas and equity is implementing a project to protect and care for migrants who have been victims of kidnapping.
70. IOM in Bolivia, continued the development of media communication campaign to prevent the crime of trafficking. Thanks to funding from the IDB, also developed a strategy to prevent this crime in schools with informational materials for teachers and students.
72. In Bolivia, IOM conducted three investigations into human trafficking, which collected information on routes and characteristics of crime in the country.

74. In Bolivia, IOM continued its program of assistance for return and reintegration of trafficking victims, getting attention in 2011 of 16 victims of this crime.
68. Bolivia IOM developed the Guidelines for Ecuadorians returning migrants, which provides information on rights and opportunities for rehabilitation and services to which you can access the Ecuadorian population return to their country.

68. Bolivia IOM distributed about 60,000 informational brochures about the decisions taken Andean communities to facilitate migration, especially labor between these communities. These materials are also rights of this population.
67. IOM Ecuador, signed 9 cooperation agreements, 8 of which were with municipalities for the creation of cantonal plans against trafficking and strength in global networks.
74. The Ecuadorian government was strengthened by the transfer of the National System for the Registration of Cases of Trafficking Victims. It also gave the website of the National Plan against Trafficking in Persons. He gave the corporate image of the National Plan to Combat Trafficking in Persons.

72. In Ecuador, situation analyzes were performed on human trafficking in 8municipalities.

67. and 75. In Ecuador, we worked with the National Institute of Advanced Studies (IAEN) to develop a course for public officials on the issue of trafficking. With this methodology there were 3 courses in the cities of Machala, Cuenca and Loja in which trained: 87 public officials. Similarly, there were 10 workshops to raise awareness of trafficking. In addition, there were 5 courses of 72 hours for civil servants and representatives of civil society in which 180 people participated.
67. Ecuador has strengthened in the House of Adoration and Amauta Foundation to strengthen its health care services to victims of trafficking.


	74., 75., 76. IOM will continue to advise governments on policy and capacity building, information dissemination and advocacy, facilitation of dialogue and cooperation between States and civil society to combat trafficking in persons and protection, return and reintegration of victims of this crime.
76. IOM will continue to promote the protection of migrant workers and their families, promoting development and opening up legal channels for labor migration.
74. IOM will facilitate the voluntary return and reintegration of rejected asylum seekers, irregular migrants, migrants trafficked persons and other migrants to their countries of origin and mechanisms to increase assistance to voluntary return in countries.
67. Support achievement of the Millennium Development Goals in Costa Rica, Ecuador, Honduras, Peru campaigns to prevent irregular migration.
70., 74. Ensure the continued provision of protection and assistance, voluntary return and / or reintegration of victims of trafficking.
70, 74, 75. Prevent trafficking in persons, provide for the effective reintegration of victims of trafficking and strengthen the capacity of relevant officials, media and civil society groups in countries of origin, transit and destination to protect victims of this crime.

70, 72. Produce information about the situation of human trafficking along Mexico's northern border, in order to inform and educate at-risk populations and the general public about human trafficking. The project also includes strengthening the capacities of government and civil society in identifying and assisting victims of trafficking.

72. Promote and ensure best practices for
collection, storage and processing of data on trafficking in persons through the dissemination of the data collection methodology of the IOM, and data made available at conferences and workshops and through reports and direct requests.
70. Strengthen coalitions to combat human trafficking in Central America by supporting the drafting and implementation of a national referral mechanism for victims, and increase efforts to prosecute trafficking offenses.
76. Contribute to the return and reintegration of unaccompanied minors to El Salvador from the United States. Facilitate the return to their home communities, and provide family reunification and social reintegration.

In the same manner, to assure the faithful compliance of the Program, the General Secretary invites the national and international organizations with mandates on the subject, and governments of the countries in the region, to add efforts to generate mechanisms promoting dignified migrations with full respect to human rights of migrants, without mattering their migrant status, and support and promote the full integration of migrants and their families to the social and economic life of the countries that have received them, acknowledging the valuable contribution they make to the economies, cultural and social life of their countries of origin and destiny. 
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
