DRAFT WORK PLAN OF THE 

SPECIAL COMMITTEE ON MIGRATION ISSUES

FOR 2011-2012

(Approved by the CEAM at its regular meeting of February 14, 2012)

INTRODUCTION

The Special Committee on Migration Issues (CEAM), established on October 24, 2007, is mandated, according to Article 12 of its Rules of Procedure, with analyzing migration issues and flows from an integral perspective, taking into account the relevant provisions of international law, especially international human rights law.

In July 2011, the Permanent Council instructed the CEAM to consider and implement resolutions AG/RES. 2690 (XLI-O/11) and AG/RES. 2608 (XL-O/10).  The purpose of this draft Work Plan is to organize the activities of the CEAM for the period from September 2011 to May 2012 so that it may conclude its work before the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.

I. OFFICERS

For this term, the CEAM was installed by the Permanent Council on August 2, 2011.  In accordance with Article 28 of its Rules of Procedure, on that same date the Permanent Council elected Ambassador Jorge Ramón Hernández Alcerro, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the Organization of American States (OAS), as its Chair.  The election of the Vice Chair was deferred to the next meeting of the Committee, scheduled for September 27, 2011.

II. MANDATES
On July 21, 2011, in keeping with Article 30 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council instructed the CEAM to consider resolutions AG/RES. 2690 (XLI-O/11), “Attention to Migratory Flows in the Americas with a Human Rights Perspective,” and AG/RES. 2608 (XL-O/10), “Migrant Populations and Migration Flows in the Americas.”

III. ACTIVITIES of the CEAM
In accordance with its mandate, the CEAM will analyze migration issues from an integral perspective, taking into account the various aspects of migration and its repercussions on migrants, peoples, and states, with a view to fostering international cooperation among member states.

In analyzing the various aspects of migration, the CEAM will include the cross-cutting perspective of gender and human rights, as well as the contributions of migrants to their countries of origin and destination.

IV. procedure for pursuing THE WORK PLAN

To facilitate the work of the Committee during this term, a table is provided that describes the actions to be taken in response to the mandates issued in resolutions AG/RES. 2690 (XLI-O/11) and AG/RES. 2608 (XL-O/10), as shown in Annex I.  Annex II provides a calendar for those activities, following that sequence.

The Special Committee will generally hold its meetings, at which participation by member state experts will be encouraged, according to the attached calendar.  The experts will share their countries’ experiences in the area of migration and the Secretariat will report on initiatives implemented by the OAS to guide future efforts.

When the members deem it appropriate, the Special Committee may form working groups to perform specific tasks.


I am pleased to submit this Work Plan, which will provide an overall frame of reference for the activities of the CEAM during the 2011-2012 term.  It can be modified as the Committee sees fit, or as necessary as the mandated efforts unfold, so as to ensure the best outcome.
Let me take this opportunity to say that I will welcome suggestions from the members on this proposal.  I thank you in advance for your support in the pursuit of the tasks assigned to the Committee by the Permanent Council and the General Assembly.

	To instruct the Permanent Council to organize in the framework of the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CEAM), before the forty-second regular session of the OAS General Assembly, with support from the Migration and Development Program (MIDE) of the Department of Social Development and Employment of the Organization of American States (OAS), a seminar and workshop on migration issues, which shall include follow-up on the recommendations of the April 6, 2010, workshop on extracontinental migratory flows in the Americas.
	To request the Technical Secretariat to work with the Special Committee on Migration Issues in planning and holding the workshop on attention to migration flows in the Americas from a human rights perspective.

	To reaffirm the importance of data and systems for accurate and timely information on migration to foster strengthening of institutional capacities, cooperation activities, and the exchange of best practices among states. 
	To recommend to the General Secretariat that it move ahead with consolidation of information systems on migration.

	To welcome the efforts undertaken by the General Secretariat to contribute to improving information and knowledge about migration flows and trends through implementation of the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration for the Americas (SICREMI).
	To request the General Secretariat to continue its efforts to include all the OAS member states in the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration for the Americas.

	To request the General Secretariat to continue to seek ways to link its efforts and share information in the area of migration with the regional processes involved in migration issues, such as the Regional Conference on Migration (RCM or “Puebla Process”), the South American Conference on Migration, the Specialized Forum on Migration of MERCOSUR, the Andean Community of Nations, and other forums, and to report back to the CEAM on the progress made.
