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DRAFT RESOLUTION
OF THE FORTY-FOURTH SPECIAL SESSION
OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

(SUBMITTED BY ECUADOR, BOLIVIA, NICARAGUA, AND VENEZUELA)
THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,
CONSIDERING:

That at its forty-second regular session, the OAS General Assembly adopted resolution AG/RES. 2761 (XLII-O/12), “Follow-Up on the Recommendations Contained in the Report of the Special Working Group to Reflect on the Workings of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights with a View to Strengthening the Inter-American Human Rights System,” which instructed the Permanent Council, on the basis of the report, to draw up proposals for its application in dialogue with all the parties involved;

That the Permanent Council, in its endeavors to comply with said resolution, has made progress in its consideration of said recommendations but was unable to conclude its work; and 

That the dialogue on strengthening the inter-American human rights system should be conducted in an ongoing and constant manner in order to succeed in its improvement,
RESOLVES:

To instruct the Permanent Council to continue the dialogue on the workings and strengthening of the inter-American human rights system, in particular with regard to aspects of special importance, such as precautionary measures, the headquarters of the IACHR, Chapter IV, universality, the indivisibility of human rights, rapporteurships, and the autonomy and independence of the IACHR, and that it present the results of that dialogue to the OAS General Assembly at its [image: image2.wmf]
