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1. Adoption of the agenda of the General Assembly (Article 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly):

Pursuant to Article 34 of its Rules of Procedure, the General Assembly shall adopt the agenda for the forty-second regular session by the vote of two-thirds of the member states. 

2. Adoption of the recommendations of the Preparatory Committee by the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session of the General Assembly (Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly) 

No later than 15 days before the opening of the General Assembly session, the Preparatory Committee shall adopt recommendations on the following topics:

a. Agreement on the draft agenda;

b. Agreement on the proposed program-budget;

c. Agreement on the time limit for the presentation of proposals;

d. Agreement on the duration of the Assembly session;

e. Agreement on the minutes of the meetings;

f. Determination of the quotas of the member states.

3. Annual report of the General Secretariat on the Organization's activities and financial statements [Article 112.g of the OAS Charter, and the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat] (Report of the General Secretariat)

This item is included as provided in Article 112.g of the OAS Charter and Articles 3.g and 111 of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat. The Secretary General, in due course, will present to the Permanent Council his annual report, which also addresses the financial condition of the Organization.

4. Report of the Secretary General on Credentials (Article 27 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)

Pursuant to the provisions of Article 27 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Secretary General shall submit a report on the credentials presented to him under Article 3 thereof. This report is presented during the first plenary session.

5. Annual Report of the Permanent Council (Article 40 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council)

Under Article 40 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council, the Council is to present to the General Assembly an annual report and such special reports as it considers appropriate.

7. Determination of the place and date of the forty-fourth regular session 


In accordance with Article 44 of its Rules of Procedure, at each regular session the General Assembly shall determine the place of its next regular session, taking into account the offers made by the member states and in accordance with the principle of rotation. 

8. Election of officers of organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization (Article 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)
a. Three members of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights

The members of the Commission shall be elected in a personal capacity by the General Assembly of the Organization from a list of candidates proposed by the governments of the member states. Each government may nominate up to three candidates, who may be nationals of either the nominating state or of any other of the Organization’s member states. When a slate of three is proposed, at least one of the candidates shall be a national of a state other than the one proposing the slate.
The Secretary General shall prepare an alphabetical list of the candidates presented and transmit it to the member states of the Organization at least thirty days prior to the next session of the General Assembly. 

The members of the Commission shall be elected by secret ballot of the General Assembly from the list of candidates referred to in Article 4.2. The candidates who obtain the largest number of votes and an absolute majority of the votes of the member states shall be declared elected. Should it become necessary to have several ballots in order to elect all the members of the Commission, the candidates who receive the smallest number of votes shall be eliminated successively, in the manner determined by the General Assembly. 

The members of the Commission shall be elected for four years and may be re-elected only once. Their term of office shall begin on January 1 of the year following their election. 

No two nationals of the same state may be members of the Commission.

At this session, the General Assembly will be electing three members to fill the vacancies created when the terms of the following Commissioners expire:

b. Three members of the Inter-American Juridical Committee

The Inter-American Juridical Committee (CJI) shall be composed of 11 jurists, nationals of the member states, elected by the General Assembly in their personal capacity for a period of four years, from panels of three candidates presented by those states. Their term of office shall begin on January 1 of the year following their election. No two members may be nationals of the same state. A member state may propose nationals of other member states on its panel of three candidates. The candidates shall be of high moral character, possess the legal knowledge and the experience required for the best performance of their duties, and be able to devote themselves exclusively to the work of the Committee during its meetings. The procedure for electing members of the Inter-American Juridical Committee in the case of the normal expiration of their terms of office is provided in Appendix III to the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

At this session, the General Assembly will elect three members to replace the following judges when their terms of office expire:

During this session, the General Assembly will elect two members of the Justice Studies Center of the Americas to replace the following when their term of office expires:

d. One member of the OAS Administrative Tribunal

The OAS Administrative Tribunal has six members, each of a different nationality, elected by the General Assembly, in a personal capacity, to a six-year term. They may be reelected once only. Their terms of office begin on January 1 of the year following their election. Each government may present one candidate. The following persons are ineligible to serve as members of the Tribunal:  permanent representatives of the governments on the organs, agencies, or entities of the Organization; persons who serve permanently on those bodies in any capacity; and staff members of the OAS General Secretariat.

The procedures for electing members of the Administrative Tribunal are governed by Appendix II to the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

The General Assembly is to elect one member of the Administrative Tribunal to fill the vacancy that will occur when the following judge completes his term:

e. One member of the Board of External Auditors to Examine the Accounts of the General Secretariat 

During this session, the General Assembly will elect one member of the Board to fill the vacancy that will be left upon completion of the following Board member’s term:

As of May 6, 2013, the General Secretariat had received no candidacies to fill this vacancy.

9. The Question of the Malvinas Islands

Under the provisions of resolution AG/RES. 669 (XIII-O/83), the General Assembly decided to continue to examine the Question of the Malvinas Islands indefinitely. 

Thus, at its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly adopted AG/DEC. 70 (XLII-O/12), which, as at the previous regular session, reaffirmed the need for the Governments of the Argentine Republic and of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland to resume, as soon as possible, negotiations on the sovereignty dispute, and it decided to continue examining the Question of the Malvinas Islands at the subsequent sessions of the General Assembly until a definitive settlement is been reached. 

10. Social Charter of the Americas:  Renewal of the Hemispheric Commitment to Fight Poverty in the Region

In resolution AG/RES. 2699 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly adopted the Social Charter of the Americas and instructed the Joint Working Group of the Permanent Council and CIDI to conclude negotiations on a draft Plan of Action of the Social Charter prior to the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly.

The General Assembly resolved that the Working Group would adopt, for its operations and the election of its officers, the provisions and regulations established by the Permanent Council for its subsidiary organs, and requested the Permanent Council and CIDI to present the results of the work of the Joint Working Group to the General Assembly for consideration and adoption.
In addition to the report on the activities of the Joint Working Group in the 2012–2013 period, a draft resolution entitled "Preparation of the Plan of Action of the Social Charter of the Americas" will be presented for consideration by the General Assembly.

11. Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy:  Follow-up to the Inter-American Democratic Charter

In resolution AG/RES. 2705 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly resolved to continue promoting democratic cooperation in order to support member states, at their request, in their efforts to strengthen democratic institutions, values, practices, and governance, fight corruption, enhance the rule of law, bring about the full exercise of human rights, and reduce poverty, inequity, and social exclusion.

The Assembly reaffirmed that the promotion and protection of human rights is a prerequisite for a democratic society, and that it is important to continue to develop and strengthen the inter-American human rights system. It also reaffirmed, as applicable, the mandates contained in resolution AG/RES. 2694 (XLI-O/11), “Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy:  Follow-up to the Inter-American Democratic Charter.” In that context, it reiterated the request to the Secretary General to present a report to the Permanent Council on all cases in which action on his part is called for in the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS) and in the Inter-American Democratic Charter.

It highlighted, furthermore, the substantive contribution made by the OAS to the strengthening and development of electoral processes and systems in the member states, through OAS electoral observation missions, electoral advice, and technical cooperation, upon the request of a member state and consistent with the Declaration of Principles for International Election Observation. 

The Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to continue the dialogue on the effectiveness of the implementation of the Inter-American Democratic Charter, taking into account all the topics addressed and discussed as set down in the Final Report (CP/doc.4669/11 rev. 3), adopted on December 14, 2011, and it requested the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of the resolution. It thus falls to the General Secretariat to submit the corresponding report. 

12. Excessive Commodity Price Volatility and its Implications for Food Security and Sustainable Development in the Americas 

In resolution AG/RES. 2757 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly invited the member states and permanent observers to take active measures to reduce excessive food price volatility, while acknowledging that there is an incomplete understanding of its causes and that more research needs to be done and, in this regard, it underlined the need to promote greater transparency and market information at all levels.
It also invited the organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system to contribute, within their areas of competence, to the efforts of member states and permanent observers to reduce excessive price volatility in food and related financial and commodity markets, and it asked the Permanent Council to report on the implementation of this resolution to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session. It will fall to the Permanent Council to present the corresponding report.

13. Free Trade and Investment in the Hemisphere

In resolution AG/RES. 2701 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly took note of the Report of the Permanent Council on Free Trade and Investment in the Hemisphere, presented pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2684 (XLI-O/11), and requested the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on developments in this regard.

14. Use of Telecommunications/Information and Communication Technologies to Create an Integrating Information Society 

The General Assembly in resolution AG/RES. 2702 (XLII-O/12), instructed the Inter-American Telecommunication Committee (CITEL) to remain a forum for dialogue, coordination, and cooperation in the telecommunication area in the Hemisphere and to maintain a high level in providing technical assistance and capacity-building in member states, as appropriate and in accordance with the Plan of Operations for 2012, and to continue conducting, organizing, or sponsoring the studies necessary to highlight the contribution of ICTs and their applications in integral development.
It also instructed the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States to continue to provide the Secretariat of CITEL the support necessary to ensure continuity in the implementation of its mandates and requested the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Accordingly, it is up to the General Secretariat to submit the appropriate report.
15. Strengthening the Activities of the Inter-American Judicial Facilitators Program
In resolution AG/RES. 2703 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly urged the General Secretariat to continue assisting member states who so requested to establish national judicial facilitator services and to train their justice operators through the Inter-American Program of Judicial Facilitators.

16. Prevention and Eradication of Sexual Exploitation and Smuggling of and Trafficking in Minors 

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2707 (XLII-O/12), welcomed the preparation by the IIN of the eleventh report to the Secretary General, focused on an analysis of experiences in the region relating to strategies for restoring the rights of victims of CSEC, and, given the demand expressed by states for expertise in this area, requested that it be disseminated as widely as possible. It also instructed the Secretary General to continue coordinating the development of this program directly with the IIN, the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security—especially the OAS Anti-Trafficking in Persons Coordinator, and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, as appropriate.

It requested the IIN and the SMS to work jointly to develop and implement the measures contained in the Work Plan against Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere, relying on the support and advisory services of other bodies of the inter-American system and international agencies, and to coordinate their efforts to advise member states on the adoption, amendment, and implementation of their domestic laws, regulations, and procedures to combat sexual exploitation and smuggling of and trafficking in minors, including legislation on travel authorizations and migration control.

It also asked the IIN:  (1) to continue reporting to the states parties on member states’ successful experiences and progress in the area, including achievements in caring for victims and fighting crime in local or community contexts; (2) to promote and strengthen horizontal cooperation in the area of harmonization of legislation, policies on the restoration of rights, methodologies, projects, programs, and best practices that each state adopts to address sexual exploitation and smuggling of and trafficking in minors; and (3) to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. It thus falls to the IIN to submit the corresponding report. 
17. Promotion of Women’s Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality and Strengthening of the Inter-American Commission of Women

In resolution AG/RES. 2709 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly took note with appreciation of the Secretary General’s eleventh report on the implementation of the Inter-American Program on the Promotion of Women’s Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality (IAP), submitted in fulfillment of resolution AG/RES. 2689 (XLI-O/11), and urged him to continue with its dissemination and implementation.

It once again requested the Permanent Council, in fulfillment of the mandates handed down by this Assembly, the Summits of the Americas, and the IAP, to continue its efforts to integrate a gender perspective in the work of its special committees and working groups and in its resolutions, activities, and initiatives, as the case may be, to ensure that they benefit women and men on an equal and equitable basis. 

It urged the Secretary General:  (a) to continue, with support from the CIM, promoting and working on full implementation of the IAP so as to achieve integration of a gender perspective in all OAS programs, activities, and policies; (b) to request the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to include in their annual reports to the General Assembly their initiatives to mainstream a gender perspective in their policies, programs, projects, and activities, and to forward that information to the CIM so that it might be included in the annual report to the General Assembly that would be drawn up pursuant to this resolution; (c) to ensure that, in the Organization’s communication, dissemination, and publicity activities, priority is given to the rights of women and gender equality in order to raise the profile of these issues in the Organization’s work; (d) to continue implementing, with the support of the CIM, the OAS Gender Program and, when allocating external funds, prioritize activities that facilitate its expansion; and (e) include a direct link to the CIM on the main web page of the OAS.

The General Assembly requested the Permanent Council, in coordination with the CIM, to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of the IAP and of resolution AG/RES. 2709 (XLII-O/12).

Also, in resolution AG/RES. 2710 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly again urged the Secretary General to provide the CIM with human resources that meet the requirements of suitability, training, and necessary experience on gender matters, and of planning and programming, and, in addition, with adequate financial resources to strengthen its capacity to carry out its increasing mandates, in particular those recognized as priorities by the member states.

It urged the Secretary General to include, in the request for resources, CIM projects and programs among the priorities presented to external donors for funding, and invited member states and permanent observers, as well as individuals and national or international organizations, whether public or private, to make voluntary contributions to support the development and implementation of CIM projects and programs.

The General Assembly requested the Secretary General to report, via the Permanent Council, to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2710 (XLII-O/12). It thus falls to the General Secretariat, through the Permanent Council, to submit the corresponding report. 

18. Mechanism to Follow Up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, “Convention of Belém do Pará”
In resolution AG/RES. 2711 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly requested the Secretary General, in accordance with available financial resources, to give priority to allocating the necessary human, technical, and financial resources for the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM) to optimize its work as Technical Secretariat of the MESECVI. The General Assembly requested the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. It thus falls to the Permanent Council to submit the corresponding report. 

19. Network for Consumer Safety and Health and Inter-American Rapid Product Safety Warning System
The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2712 (XLII-O/12), asked the General Secretariat and PAHO to continue consolidating the RCSS in the region, encouraging the implementation at the national level of public programs and policies on consumer safety and its impact on health, and moving forward with the preparation of “common language” to standardize national market oversight systems for consumer-good safety as an essential prior step in the design of the IAPSWS on consumer product safety, which should be a sustainable system not dependent on the availability of specific resources for its administration within the General Secretariat.

It also requested the General Secretariat:  (1) to promote and implement agreements with subregional agencies and associated countries and agencies from other regions to facilitate the creation of the IAPSWS, so as to draw upon the progress made by those organizations and not to duplicate efforts in the field of consumer-product safety; and (2) to implement the plan for involving all social actors, including civil society, in the RCSS. 

It also invited those member states that did not yet participate in the RCSS to join it; to participate actively in the training activities, exchange of experiences, and the planning of the IAPSWS; and to contribute to the extent possible to the “Consumer Safety and Health Fund” managed by the General Secretariat, in order to finance institutional strengthening activities, exchange of experiences, and the design of the IAPSWS. 

The General Assembly instructed the General Secretariat to report on the results of the implementation of the mandates related to resolution AG/RES. 2712 (XLII-O/12) to the Permanent Council prior to the next regular session of the General Assembly.

It will be up to the General Secretariat, therefore, to submit the appropriate report.

In resolution AG/RES. 2718 (XLII-O/12), the General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to extend the mandate of the Working Group of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs and to entrust it with the preparation of legally binding instruments, in accordance with the work plan and working procedures that may be adopted and taking into account the progress set forth in the documents “Draft Inter-American Convention against Racism, Racial Discrimination, and Related Forms of Intolerance” (CAJP/GT/RDI-179/11 rev. 7) and “Draft of a Legally Binding ‘Instrument’ against All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance” (CAJP/GT/RDI-180/11 rev. 5) and to continue the negotiations based on said instruments.
The draft resolutions titled “Inter-American Convention against Racism, Racial Discrimination, and Related Forms of Intolerance” and “Inter-American Convention against All Forms of Discrimination and Intolerance” are submitted to the General Assembly for its consideration, through which the General Assembly will proceed to adopt those Conventions. 

27. Follow-up to the Inter-American Program for Universal Civil Registry and the “Right to Identity”

The mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session were: 

To renew the mandate of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples to continue holding its Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, so as to complete the drafting of the Declaration, on the basis of the “Record of the Current Status of the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples,” hereinafter “Record of the Current Status” (GT/DADIN/doc.334/08 rev. 7), and taking into consideration the “Compendium of Proposals of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus Held by the Working Group,” issued by the Fourteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus (GT/DADIN/doc.255/06 add. 5), and other pertinent documents of the Working Group. 

To request the Permanent Council to instruct the Working Group to:

a. Hold up to two three-day Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus prior to the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly;

b. Convene the Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus on the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples three months in advance; and

c. Take the appropriate measures to ensure the effective participation in these meetings of member states and representatives of the indigenous peoples.

To request the Selection Board of the Specific Fund to continue to work according to the principles of transparency established in resolution CP/RES. 951 (1691/09) “Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.” 

To request the General Secretariat and the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to lend their valuable support to the process of drafting the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples; and to thank them for their ongoing contribution to that process.

The Permanent Council will report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of the resolution.

33. Right to the Truth 

34. Protection of the Human Rights of Older Persons 

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2726 (XLII-O/12), requested the Permanent Council to extend the mandate of the Working Group on Protection of the Human Rights of Older Persons, so that it could conduct the process of formal negotiation of the draft inter-American convention on the human rights of older persons and seek to present it to the General Assembly of the Organization of American States (OAS) for adoption at its forty-third regular session.
It encouraged the Pan American Health Organization and the Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean to continue their cooperation with the General Secretariat of the OAS, member states, experts from the academic sector, civil society, and international organizations to promote regional cooperation, inter alia, by identifying best practices for designing public policies that address the specific needs of older persons in the Hemisphere within the context of universal and regional human rights instruments.

It requested the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. It will be up to the Permanent Council, therefore, to submit the appropriate report.

This draft resolution recalls the resolutions assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security and listed in the “List of resolutions assigned to the Committee on Hemispheric Security (1995-2012)” (CP/CSH/INF.278/11 rev. 2), and reaffirms to the Permanent Council and to the General Secretariat the applicable mandates contained in past resolutions of the General Assembly on hemispheric security and in the resolutions listed below. It urges member states to continue contributing to the attainment of the objectives established in said resolutions through the development and execution of activities, the submission of reports, the exchange of information, the adoption of measures and policies, and cooperation, support, and mutual assistance.

It also instructs the Permanent Council to continue, through the Committee on Hemispheric Security (CSH) and pursuant to the mandates in the resolution, participating in, holding consultations with, and sharing experiences and information with other regional and international forums.

Chapter IV – Follow-up and Reports
45. Increasing and Strengthening Participation by Civil Society and Social Actors in the Activities of the Organization of American States and in the Summits of the Americas Process 

Through resolution AG/RES. 2736 (XLII-O/12), The General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, and the General Secretariat to continue, in coordination with all organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS, to facilitate the implementation of the Strategies for Increasing and Strengthening Participation by Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities, adopted by the Permanent Council in resolution CP/RES. 840 (1361/03) and endorsed by the General Assembly in resolution AG/RES. 1915 (XXXIII-O/03), “Increasing and Strengthening Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities.
It instructed the Permanent Council to continue to promote and facilitate civil society participation in the Summits of the Americas and in the activities undertaken by the OAS as a result of the Summits of the Americas process, as well as efforts by the member states to foster said participation.
It instructed member states to continue, in the framework of the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities, analyzing the Draft Strategy for Strengthening Civil Society Participation in the Activities of the Organization of American States (CP/CISC-422/09 rev. 1) with a view to finalizing it; and to request the Permanent Council to consider the final draft in order to promote a coordinated approach that facilitates civil society participation in OAS activities
The General Assembly requested the General Secretariat to report to the Permanent Council before the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2736 (XLII-O/12).
46. Support for and Follow-up to the Summits of the Americas Process

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2737 (XLII-O/12), renewed the mandate to the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) to coordinate the activities assigned to the Organization of American States (OAS) by the Summits of the Americas and requested the CISC to present, during the third quarter of 2012, at a joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), a report on the activities assigned by the Summit to the OAS, so that both bodies might take steps to ensure their inclusion, as a matter of priority, in programs to organize and formalize that mandate.

It instructed the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to give the highest priority to carrying out the initiatives assigned to them by the General Assembly, in accordance with the mandates of the Summits of the Americas, and to report regularly on these activities, as appropriate, to the Permanent Council, CIDI, and the CISC.

It instructed the Permanent Council to continue to promote and facilitate the participation of social actors, including civil society, labor organizations, indigenous groups, the private sector, and youth, in the Summits of the Americas process and in activities related to topics assigned to the OAS by that process, as well as the efforts of member states to foster such participation.
It requested that the General Secretariat, through the Summits Secretariat:  (1) continue to serve as the institutional memory and Technical Secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process, advising the host country of the Summit and member states, upon request, and offering full support to member states in implementing existing mandates and those of future Summits; (2) make efforts to promote and disseminate among the stakeholders involved in the Summits of the Americas process the mandates emanating from the Summits of the Americas, so that they might contribute to their implementation; and (3) make efforts to continue to explore and implement in the Summits of the Americas process methods for promoting and increasing awareness and the participation of social actors in that process, through the use of the Summits of the Americas Virtual Community and other information and communication technologies.

The General Assembly urged member states, through the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG), to report on the implementation and follow-up of the mandates established in the Summits of the Americas process. It requested the Summits Secretariat to continue to report to the CISC and to the SIRG on the activities and programs being carried out in support of member states’ efforts to implement Summit mandates, and to report to the CISC on the technical input prepared by the General Secretariat of the OAS on the Summits process, including reports on inter-American ministerial meetings linked to the Summits process.

It instructed the General Secretariat to continue, through the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG), chaired by the Summits Secretariat, to coordinate and promote the implementation and follow-up in JSWG institutions of the mandates of the Summits of the Americas; to hold at least one meeting of agency heads each year to review progress made and plan joint activities, as a complement to the regular interagency meetings; and to provide assistance in the preparatory activities for the next Summit of the Americas.

It instructed the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2737 (XLII-O/12). It is up to the General Secretariat, therefore, to present the appropriate report.
47. Financing of the 2014 Program-Budget of the Organization 

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLIII-E/12), instructed the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters of the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly to consider a proposal to be referred to the General Assembly, at its forty-third regular session, to establish the overall budget level and the sources of financing for the 2014 program-budget. The revenues to finance the 2014 program-budget shall include:  income from quota assessments, income from interest and rental payments, contributions for technical supervision and administrative support from the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and from trust and specific funds, and all other miscellaneous income. The overall budget level shall include a proposal to cover the cost-of-living and statutory increases.

The General Assembly shall consider a global proposed level for the 2014 budget and sources of funding.

48. Celebration of the Fiftieth Anniversary of the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor and Holding of the XVIII Conference
The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2747 (XLII-O/12), endorsed the Declaration and Plan of Action of San Salvador, adopted by the ministers of labor at the Seventeenth Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML), and thanked Colombia for its offer to host the XVIII IACML and the celebration of Conference's 50th anniversary in Colombia in 2013. It declared its support for the Inter-American Network for Labor Administration (RIAL) and invited all governments to make contributions according to their financial capabilities. It instructed the General Secretariat, through SEDI, to work together with ministries of labor and with labor and business representatives to put into practice the decisions adopted by the IACML and to continue coordinating the RIAL. 
CIDI is to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution and on preparations for the XVIII Conference and the celebration of its 50th Anniversary, slated for November 11 and 12, 2013, in Medellín, Colombia. 

49. Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices 

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2745 (XLII-O/12), underscored the importance of—and recognized the progress made with implementing—the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices, and instructed the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) to follow up on that Program. It also instructed the General Secretariat to support the CIE, to continue carrying out the various activities covered by the three components of the Program—research and analysis, professional and material resource development, and exchanges of information and experiences--, to report to the ministers of education of the Americas, and to continue supporting the Permanent Council, CIDI, and member states in the design and execution of the Program. 

The General Secretariat is to report to the General Assembly on the implementation of this resolution at its forty-third regular session. 

50. Support for the work of the Caribbean Sea Commission

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2691 (XLI-O/11), encouraged member states to support, to the extent possible, the Caribbean Sea Commission in its work, and invites the Inter-American Council for Integral Development and the Secretariat for Legal Affairs, as appropriate, to support the Caribbean Sea Commission, in the mobilization of financial resources, capacity-building, the development of technical and technological cooperation, and the exchange of experiences in the field in which the Commission is actively engaged. It also invites the Association of Caribbean States to submit to the Secretary General a report on the progress made in the implementation of this resolution, for consideration by the General Assembly at its forty-third session. 

The Permanent Council, and the Secretary General are to report to the General Assembly, at its forty-third regular session, on the implementation of this resolution. 

51. Investing in Human Capital for Development

Added at the request of the delegation of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. Recalling that the OAS Charter affirms the need for member states to “give primary importance within their development plans to the encouragement of education, science, technology, and culture, oriented toward the overall improvement of the individual, and as a foundation for democracy, social justice, and progress,” the General Assembly will consider measures for continued strengthening of individual capacity-building in the member states and will give instructions to the General Secretariat in that regard.

52. Promoting Integrated Water Resources Management in the Americas

Added at the request of the delegation of Colombia and cosponsored by the delegation of Argentina. Taking into account General Assembly resolutions AG/RES. 2644 (XLI-O/11), AG/RES. 2312 (XXXVII-O/07), AG/RES. 2347 (XXXVII-O/07), and AG/RES. 1440 (XXVI-O/96), as well as the commitments undertaken at the Summit of the Americas on Sustainable Development, held in Santa Cruz de la Sierra in 1996, in its Plan of Action, in the Declaration of Santa Cruz+10, in the Inter-American Program for Sustainable Development (2006-2009), extended through 2014, and in the Declaration of Santo Domingo for the Sustainable Development of the Americas in terms of integrated water resource management, the General Assembly will consider measures for continued pursuit of this topic at the OAS.

53. Convocation of the Eighth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports 

Added at the request of the delegation of Colombia and cosponsored by the delegations of Argentina and Brazil. Taking into account resolution AG/RES. 2744 (XLII-O/12) and the convocation, issued by CIDI in resolution CIDI/RES. 37/13 (XXVI-O/13), of the eighth regular meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) in Cartagena, Colombia, from September 10 to 13, 2013, the General Assembly will consider measures related to the holding of the eighth regular meeting of the CIP.

54. Report of the XX Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism and Holding of the XXI Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism
The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2743 (XLII-O/12), received the report of the Nineteenth Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism, held in San Salvador in 2011, entrusted CIDI with preparing for the Twentieth, held in Quito, Ecuador, in September 2012, and thanked Honduras for its offer to host the Twenty-First in 2013. It also approved the Rules of Procedure of the Inter-American Committee on Tourism (CITUR), welcomed the holding of its first meeting, took note of the creation of the Hemispheric Tourism Fund, and thanked member states for their voluntary contributions. It also instructed SEDI to support the preparations for those Congresses and their activities and requested CIDI to report to the General Assembly on the matter. The General Assembly with receive the corresponding report. 

55. Promotion of Social Responsibility in the Hemisphere 

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2753 (XLII-O/12), took note of activities conducted in the area of corporate social responsibility (CSR). It encouraged member states to support the SEDI program and to consider training and mentoring opportunities for SMEs to engage in CSR initiatives. It also encouraged dialogue between legislative bodies and the private sector on the subject of corporate social responsibility. It urged member state governments to promote corporate social responsibility programs and initiatives among the private sector, the community, and other stakeholders, and to promote among businesses operating in or from their countries the use of applicable corporate social responsibility initiatives, tools, and best practices. It requested the Secretary General to support these efforts. The General Secretariat is to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

56. Inter-American Competitiveness Network
Added at the request of the delegation of Panama. The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2586 (XL-O/10), took note of the launch of the Inter-American Competitiveness Network (RIAC) and invited all OAS member states to consider their participation therein. It also expressed its appreciation to the Chilean Government for hosting the III Americas Competitiveness Forum. It noted that the IV Americas Competitiveness Forum would be held in Atlanta, Georgia, United States of America. It noted that the Governments of the Dominican Republic and Colombia had made formal offers to host meetings V and VI. It urged member states to support programs and initiatives to promote integration, cooperation, and partnership, and to enhance competitiveness and promote social development and sustainable economic growth with equity and social inclusion in the countries of the region. And it instructed the General Secretariat to lend support, as appropriate, to the member states in this effort. The General Assembly will receive a report on progress and future action in this area. 

57. Micro-, Small, and Medium-sized Enterprises

Added at the request of the delegation of Belize. Considering the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development (2006-2009), as well as statements from the Summits of the Americas in regard to micro-, small, and medium-sized enterprises (MSMEs), the General Assembly will consider measures to promote and strengthen MSMEs. 

58. Strengthening the topic of Migration in the Organization of American States

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 2738 (XLII-O/12), established, as a matter of priority, the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) as a permanent committee of CIDI, which would operate in accordance with the Statutes and Rules of Procedure of CIDI and on the basis of certain guidelines provided in that resolution. It charged the CAM with reviewing, implementing, and monitoring the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families, with a view to optimizing its objectives. The General Assembly will receive a report on the results obtained.

59. Draft Omnibus Resolution on Strengthening CIDI and Cooperation

This draft resolution reports to the General Assembly on progress in the fulfillment of resolutions AG/RES. 2741 (XLII-O/12), AG/RES. 2739 (XLII-O/12), AG/RES. 2740 (XLII-O/12), AG/RES. 2746 (XLII-O/12), and AG/RES. 2751 (XLII-O/12) in terms of strengthening CIDI and cooperation, which includes strengthening CIDI and its bodies, adapting CIDI's governing documents to reflect the elimination of its Permanent Executive Committee (CEPCIDI), the extension of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development (2006-2009), the adaptation of its Special Multilateral Fund (FEMCIDI), and the incorporation of new cooperation approaches into CIDI cooperation mechanisms and the work of the OAS. The General Assembly will receive the report of CIDI and consider future action on those matters.

60. Progress in Accountability, Effectiveness, Efficiency, and Results in the OAS
The draft resolution to be presented for consideration by the General Assembly is intended for the adoption of measures to optimize and modernize the administration and human resource policy of the General Secretariat.
61. Consideration of the regulations for footnotes

Topic included at the request of the delegation of Guatemala.
62. Follow-up to resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLIV-E/13) corr. 1 “Results of the Process of Reflection on the Workings of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights with a View to Strengthening the Inter-American Human Rights System”
