Hotel


The Federal Police will make the hotel reservations upon confirmation of participation in the meeting (Registration Form) and will cover the cost of room and meals for two persons from each country (Head of Delegation and one companion) from Monday 7th to Wednesday 9th of October, 2013 (departure on Thursday 10th). For Delegations attending with more than two delegates a special rate of $150 USD per night has been arranged with the hotel.

Air Travel
The meeting participants will be responsible for making their own travel arrangements and covering the cost of their travel to Mexico City.

5.
Transportation from Airport to Hotel
The Federal Police will receive registered participants at the Benito Juarez International Airport in Mexico City, and will transport them to the hotel. 

6.
Registration and accreditation of participants
The attached registration form (Appendix I) should be completed and submitted no later than 30 September 2013 to ensure accommodation. For security reasons, all participants will be required to wear their accreditation badge during all sessions of the event.

Immigration 


For entry of the delegations into Mexico, if required, courtesy visas will be provided through the Mexican Consulates in your respective countries.  For the distinguished delegates from countries that do not have diplomatic or consular representation, entry will be facilitated through the Immigration Office at the Benito Juarez International Airport in Mexico City, provided that the following information is sent to the National Coordinator via fax or email:

8.
Languages 

The work of the meeting will be conducted in the official languages of the Organization: Spanish, French, English and Portuguese.  Also, there will be simultaneous interpretation in these languages.

9.
Communications

The cost of national and international telephone calls will be covered by the user. 
10.
Currency 

The currency in Mexico is the peso ($ or MXP). It is issued in bills of $20.00, $50.00, $100.00, $200.00, $500.00 and $1,000.00, and in coins in amounts of $50 cents and $1.00, $2.00, $5.00 and $10.00.

Credit cards that are commonly accepted are Visa, MasterCard and American Express. Automatic teller machines (ATMs) are available 24 hours a day in commercial and banking areas.

Currency may be exchanged in banks, currency exchange establishments, and in some cases hotels.

11.
Weather
On October 8 and 9 the weather forecast in Mexico City is:

20º C

Average minimum temperature
10 C

Sudden rainstorms are possible.

12.
Local time 

During October, the local time in Mexico City is one hour less than in Washington, DC (UTC -5).

13.
Electric current
The electric current in Mexico is 110 volts/60 hertz, which allows for automatic conversion from laptops and other digital equipment. Two-prong adapters that are compatible with all currents are required for other devices. Razors, hairdryers and other electronic equipment with higher voltages may lose power.

14.
Ground transportation (taxis)

As a basic security measure, official taxis should be used or requested from the business establishment or tourist site. 

15.
Other services 

Most hotels have communication and Internet services available, and the majority of cell phones work with “roaming” status in Mexico. Participants should consult with their cell phone service providers regarding specific services and costs. 

16. Security

The Federal Police of Mexico will provide all security required for the event and in all locales where activities will take place.

17.
Medical service 


All meeting participants will have access to medical services, including emergency services, from October 7 through October 10, 2013. 

Ambulance service will also be available from the hotel. All meeting participants are urged to obtain medical insurance that is valid in Mexico.
