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REPORT OF THE PREPARATORY COMMITTEE ON THE
AGREEMENTS REACHED FOR THE FORTY-SIXTH 
SPECIAL SESSION OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY
The Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly met twice to consider procedural matters relating to the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly, convened by the Permanent Council through resolution CP/RES. 1028 (1960/14), pursuant to the mandate set forth in the “Declaration of Antigua Guatemala: For a Comprehensive Policy against the World Drug Problem in the Americas” AG/DEC. 73 (XLIII-O/13).

The Preparatory Committee decided to submit the following recommendations to the General Assembly for its information and consideration:
1. Order of Precedence of the delegations of the member states
In keeping with Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Committee established, by lot, the order of precedence of the delegations, which begins with the delegation of Guyana.
It therefore falls to the head of the delegation of Guyana to serve as provisional president of the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly (Article 11 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).
2. Order of Precedence of the Permanent Observers
The Preparatory Committee established, by lot, the order of precedence of the delegations of the Permanent Observers, which begins with the delegation of Sweden (pursuant to Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).
3. Agenda
In keeping with Article 35 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Preparatory Committee considered the Preliminary Draft Agenda for the special session.  The draft agenda agreed upon by the Committee was published as document AG/doc.1 (XLVI-E/14).
4. Draft Schedule
The Preparatory Committee considered the draft schedule for the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly.  The Draft Schedule agreed upon was published as document AG/doc.2 (XLVI-E/14 corr. 1).
5. Duration of the special session of the General Assembly
The Preparatory Committee recommends that the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly take place on September 19, 2014, starting at 9:00 a.m. and ending that same day.
6. Maximum duration of statements by heads of delegation
Due to time constraints and pursuant to Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Preparatory Committee recommends that the statements by heads of delegation should not exceed six minutes.
7. Minutes
The Preparatory Committee recommends that the minutes of the plenary sessions should be verbatim and that, should the General Assembly decide to install the General Committee, the Minutes of that Committee should be summary minutes. 
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In that connection, the Committee decided to instruct the General Secretariat to adopt the necessary measures, both internal and external in nature, to ensure that the audio recordings of all the sessions and meetings to be held in the course of the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly be suitably recorded and saved (including backups), and subsequently be made available to the member states.
8. Style Committee
The Preparatory Committee has been informed by the Permanent Council that, pursuant to Article 28 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, on September 10, 2014, the Permanent Council proceeded to install the Style Committee for the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly, with the delegations of Brazil (Portuguese), Canada (French), the United States (English), and Guatemala (Spanish).
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
