CONVENING THE FOURTH REGULAR MEETING OF THE

INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT (CIDES)
(Adopted at the LXXI regular meeting, held on August 22, 2017) 

THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT (CIDI),

HAVING SEEN the Social Development Commitments on “Equity and Social Inclusion:  Overcoming Inequalities for more Inclusive Societies,” (CIDI/REMDES/doc.6/16 rev. 1) adopted at the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Social Development within the framework of the CIDI, held in Asunción, Republic of Paraguay, in July 2016, and resolution AG/RES. 2904 (XLVII-O/17) “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development;” 

CONSIDERING that the functions of the Inter-American Committee on Social Development (CIDES) include following up on the mandates of the Summits of the Americas and advising in the preparation of and follow-up on the Meetings of the Ministers and High Authorities of Social Development of CIDI; 

FURTHER CONSIDERING that the General Assembly adopted a three-year cycle for all processes of ministers and high authorities within the framework of CIDI (Three-Year Ministerial Cycle), and the guidelines contained in document CIDI/doc.228/17; and,
TAKING INTO ACCOUNT resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS,” 

RESOLVES:

1. In compliance with the Three-Year Ministerial Cycle, to convene the Fourth Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Social Development (CIDES) on November 9 and 10, 2017, at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C., for the following purposes:  to examine the progress made in implementing the ministerial mandates; to analyze regional trends in the area of social development; to decide on the theme(s) for the next ministerial meeting; and to provide guidelines to the Secretariat for drafting the preliminary draft annotated agenda.

2. To urge member states to participate in the Fourth Regular Meeting of CIDES, with representatives from their ministries of social development or equivalent ministries.

3. To ensure that the funds stipulated in Chapter 7, Subprogram 74E of the 2017 OAS Program-Budget are allocated, up to a maximum of US$33,558, pursuant to the guidelines established in resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11).
4. To request that the General Secretariat, through the Secretariat for Access to Rights and Equity (SARE) and the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), support the work on preparing and organizing the Fourth Regular Meeting of CIDES, and report to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) on the preparatory process and the results of that meeting.
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
