DRAFT DECLARATION OF MEDELLIN (CIDI/TRABAJO/RTP/DOC.7/13. Rev.3)
CURRENT:
12 bis:
We will continue to promote the participation of all sectors of society in the fight against child labor, and we recognize that employers, workers and civil society play a key role in this regard; (Considering that the Third Global Child Labor Conference will take place after the Second Preparatory Meeting of the XVIII IACML, it was agreed that this paragraph will be considered in the meeting of COTPAL, 09/19/13. Former paragraph 20 bis, moved on 09/20/13)

Proposal - In accordance with the Declaration of Brasilia on Child Labor, adopted at the Third Global Conference on Child Labor, held in Brasilia in October 2013, we will continue to promote the engagement of all sectors of society in the creation of a suitable atmosphere for preventing and eliminating child labor. In this, the participation of ministries and other state agencies, of legislatures, of judicial systems, of employers’ and workers’ organizations, of regional and international organizations, and of civil society stakeholders plays a key role. We will promote social dialogue as a joint action between the public and private sectors as regards the eradication of child labor.

Proposal - To take into account the recommendations of the Declaration of Brasilia on Child Labor, adopted at the Third Global Conference on Child Labor, held in Brazil on October 8 to 10, 2013, as the basis for implementing strategies for the elimination of all forms of child labor in the hemisphere, taking into account the ILO Declaration on Fundamental Principles and Rights at Work (1998) and ILO Conventions 138/1973 and 182/1999.
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
