RESOLUTION ON THE APPOINTMENT OF A COMMISSION ON NICARAGUA

(Adopted by the Permanent Council at its regular meeting of August 28, 2019)


THE PERMANENT COUNCIL OF THE ORGANIZATION OF AMERICAN STATES,
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RECALLING General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2943 (XLIX-O/19) “The Situation in Nicaragua”, in particular its operative paragraph 5, 
RESOLVES: 
1. In compliance with operative paragraph 5 of resolution AG/RES. 2943 (XLIX-O/19), to appoint a Commission to carry out diplomatic efforts at the highest level to seek a peaceful and effective solution to the political and social crisis in Nicaragua. This Commission would be comprised of the following members:
i. Ambassador Leopoldo Francisco Sahores, Undersecretary for Issues of the Americas of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Worship of the Argentine Republic
ii. Ambassador Elisa Ruiz Diaz Bareiro, Permanent Representative of Paraguay to the Organization of American States
iii. Mr. Sébastien Sigouin, Director, Central America, Cuba and Dominican Republic, Global Affairs Canada
iv. Ambassador Audrey Marks, Permanent Representative of Jamaica to the Organization of American States
v. Ambassador Carlos Trujillo, Permanent Representative of the United States of America to the Organization of American States
2. To instruct the Commission to submit a report within a maximum of 75 days.
3. To request the General Secretariat of the Organization to provide administrative and technical support for the execution of the Commission’s mandate, subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
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
