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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The year 2019 was highly significant for the continuation of CITEL’s capacity building in the OAS and also for the cooperation framework that is essential in telecommunications and ICTs in the Americas, especially its role in debating and entering into agreements on digital inclusion, telecommunication infrastructure development, use of the radio spectrum, and creation of an enabling environment for investments in ICTs. At the 49 General Assembly of the OAS, resolution AG/RES. 2935 (XLIX-O/19) was approved, focusing on hemispheric efforts to combat the use of stolen, lost, or tampered mobile terminal devices, which is aimed at ensuring that member states will join forces to combat this scourge.

CITEL’s leadership is noteworthy in raising the political profile of the issue of telecommunications/ICTs in the framework of the 49 regular session of the General Assembly of the OAS where it benefited from the adoption of an individual resolution on the “Leading role of the Organization of American States in developing Telecommunications/Information and Communication Technologies through the Inter-American Telecommunication Commission (CITEL).”

As for the budget for 2020, the resources from the Regular Fund allocated to CITEL for administrative overhead (not staff) declined by 20% compared to the preceding year. The item for staff allocated from the OAS Regular Fund (target 8) declined by 30% for a total amount of US$83,600, affecting the hiring of one of the two current consultants supporting the creation of added value for the projects agreed upon in the ICT Alliances for the Americas promoted by CITEL. Furthermore, from the Indirect Cost Recovery Fund, $14,000 were approved for the year 2020 to partially reduce the impact from cutting back one of the two consultants.
Since 2016, CITEL and the issue of Telecommunications/ICTs continue to be of the utmost importance for the General Secretariat of the OAS, valued as a key instrument for countries’ development and considered as a cross-cutting component in the Organization so that, in its four pillars, that is, Democracy, Human Rights, Security, and Development, the use and appropriation of ICTs are ensured through the Executive Secretariat of CITEL. The CITEL is also playing an important role to bring digital education to more than 20,000 students in the Caribbean through the initiative of the OAS and ProFuturo Foundation, on the basis of the 2030 ICT Alliance for the Americas to promote digital education in one hundred schools in five countries of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM): The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Guyana, and St. Lucia, in order to achieve the goals of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.

In the activities of the PCC.I, it is worth highlighting the commitments already made to the Rural Women’s Alliance: Empowering Rural Women through ICT aimed at joining forces to empower rural women in the Americas region by building entrepreneurial capacities and solutions.

Likewise, CITEL, through the PCC.I Working Group to Prepare for World Radiocommunication Conferences, worked hard to prepare the inter-American proposals and coordinate the region for the ITU World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC), held on October 28 to November 22, 2019, in Sharm el-Sheikh, Egypt, where 309 inter-American proposals (IAPs) were presented and defended, enshrining the interests of the member states in radiocommunications. This conference’s work consists of examining and, if necessary, amending the Radio Regulations, which is the international treaty governing the use of the radio frequency spectrum and the geostationary and non-geostationary satellite orbits. It is noteworthy that CITEL is the only organization representing the Americas in the negotiations that are being conducted at the conferences and assemblies of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU).
CITEL activities for 2019 ended with the 36 Meeting of COM/CITEL, held on December 4 to 6 in Buenos Aires, Argentina, at which the CITEL Operations Plan was approved for 2020. Likewise, in the framework of this meeting, the third meeting to prepare CITEL for the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA-20) was held.
In general, the Consultative Committees and the working groups have steadily moved forward on telecommunication/ICT, and spectrum standardization, broadband issues, the establishment of guidelines in various topics, the drafting of technical notebooks, the review of new provisions of the Radio Regulations, and various priority matters for the development of telecommunications / information and communication technologies in the region.

INTRODUCTION

The Annual Report of CITEL is published pursuant to the provisions of Article 90.f of the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS), and Article 17.j of the Statute of CITEL and Articles 72.h and 92.j of the Regulations of CITEL. Its contents are in keeping with the guidelines established by the OAS General Assembly in its resolution AG/RES. 1452 (XXVII-O/97) on preparation of annual reports on the activities of the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization.

The present report covers the period from January 1 to December 31, 2019.
2.
ORIGIN AND STRUCTURE OF CITEL

The Inter-American Telecommunication Commission (CITEL) is an entity of the Organization of American States established by the General Assembly in its resolution AG/RES. 1224 (XXIII-O/93), in keeping with Article 53 of the Charter of the Organization. CITEL has technical autonomy in the performance of its functions, within the limits of the Charter of the Organization, the Statute of CITEL, and such mandates as the General Assembly of the Organization may assign to it.

Objectives and functions of CITEL (Article 3 of the CITEL Statute)
Objectives

a. To facilitate and promote, by all means available to it, the continuing development of telecommunications/information and communication technologies (ICTs) (hereinafter telecommunications/ICTs) in the Hemisphere, in pursuance of sustainable development.

b. 
To promote and foster the existence of appropriate telecommunications/ICTs that contribute to the integral development process in the region, with particular attention to underserved areas. 
c. 
To organize promote, and evaluate the periodic holding of meetings of technicians and experts to study planning, financing, construction, operation, standardization, technical assistance, maintenance, and other matters related to the use and development of telecommunications/ICTs in the Americas.

d. 
To promote the unification of criteria and technical standards for the installation, operation, and maintenance of systems, in order to obtain maximum benefit from the facilities available to each country and to the region in general, in the global standardization framework of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and other relevant standardization organizations.

e. 
To promote and study technical assistance, in agreement with the governments of the respective countries, giving priority to the needs of developing countries.

f. 
To foster the improvement and harmonization of administrative, financial, and operational procedures for the planning, installation, improvement, maintenance, and operation of the telecommunication/ICT networks of the member states of CITEL.

g. 
To recommend studies and promote the adoption of official agreements among governments of member states of the Organization for the planning, installation, maintenance, and operation of telecommunication/ICT systems in the Hemisphere. 
h. 
To promote and encourage the study and dissemination of the impact of telecommunications/ICTs on the environment and climate change and their relationship to ICTs, in keeping with policies developed by the ITU and other organizations with competence in this area.

i.
To promote the harmonization, equitable access, and efficient use of the radio spectrum among the member states, devoting special attention to the needs of developing countries.

j.
To promote and encourage the use and appropriation of telecommunications/ICTs in the Hemisphere, particularly by women, girls, and people with special needs.

k.
To promote capacity-building in the member states of CITEL to better attain their objectives.

l.
To foster the engagement of the telecommunications/ICT industry, the academia, relevant organization of the civil society or others related to telecommunications/ICT or Internet sector in the work of CITEL.
Functions
a. To serve as the Organization’s leading advisory body in all matters relating to   telecommunications/ICTs in the Hemisphere.

b. To promote or undertake studies and programs for the sustainable development of telecommunications/ICTs 

c. To compile and disseminate to the member states of the Organization information pertaining to the fulfillment of the objectives of CITEL, as well as any other information that may be of interest, including the results of the work of the Commission.

d. To maintain ongoing contact with the various international governmental and nongovernmental organizations in the field of telecommunications/ICTs, and to promote mutual cooperation and coordination of their activities with those of the member states of the Organization.

e.
To analyze, propose, and implement different forms of financing to support the approved plans and projects.

f.
To study the technical, legal, economic, policy, and regulatory aspects of telecommunications/ICTs of relevance to the region.

g.
To make recommendations in the area of telecommunications/ICTs to the governments of the member states of CITEL, taking into account those made by the ITU and by other relevant organizations.

h.
To consider matters related to inter-American cooperation in the field of telecommunications/ICTs assigned to it by the General Assembly and the Summit of the Americas.

i. To promote the development of new applications that promotes the inclusion of the region’s countries in the Knowledge-based Society.

j.
To identify mechanisms to encourage participation by all member states in the meetings of CITEL, and to increase the number of associate members.

k.
To promote the coordination of positions among the member states for the different international telecommunications/ICT conferences, assemblies, and meetings.

All member states of the Organization are Members of CITEL.

g.
Subject to COM/CITEL's approval, those international, regional, sub regional and national agencies and organizations that are involved in telecommunications/ICT activities in the region and which have asked to participate in the meeting.

h.
The associate members of the Permanent Consultative Committees.

The Statute of CITEL provides that any academic entity, organization, institution, or industry related to telecommunications/ICTs which has legal personality in one of the member states and with the approval of any such State, or which has legal personality in a non-member state and with the approval of three member states of CITEL, may become as associate member of a Permanent Consultative Committee. Associate members may participate fully, with voice but without vote, in all activities of the Permanent Executive Committee selected. They may present technical documents, and receive the documents of the Committee of which they are associate members, and of its working and ad hoc groups. At December 31, 2019, CITEL had 102 associate members. Annex A contains a complete list of associate members.

In 2019, the 36 Meeting of Permanent Executive Committee of CITEL (COM/CITEL) was held in Buenos Aires, Argentina, on December 4 to 6, 2019. At this meeting, Permanent Executive Committee approved CITEL’s operating plan for 2020, indicators to monitor CITEL’s strategic plan and committees, as well as the calendar of meetings for 2020-2021; it also approved the training and scholarships program and the annual report with the accompanying draft resolution on the “Leading role of the Organization of American States in developing telecommunications / information and communication technologies through CITEL” for submittal to the 50 regular session of the General Assembly of the OAS for its consideration and adoption by the member states..
At this meeting of COM/CITEL, the third meeting of the PCC.I Working Group for the preparation and follow-up of the WTSA, the WSIS, and the WTDC (CPWG) was held jointly to continue the work of CITEL and to prepare inter-American proposals for the WORLD TELECOMMUNICATION STANDARDIZATION ASSEMBLY (WTSA-20), to be held in Hyderabad, India, on November 17 to 27, 2020.

In addition, during both meetings, the Working Group for the Preparation and Follow-up of the WTSA, WCIT, and WTDC (WG-CONF) continued to work on preparing CITEL for the WORLD TELECOMMUNICATION STANDARDIZATION ASSEMBLY (WTSA-20) to be held in Hyderabad, India, on November 17 to 27, 2020.

Permanent Consultative Committee II (PCC.II) serves as an advisory Committee of CITEL, promoting the planning, coordination, harmonization, and efficient use of the radio spectrum, and of the geostationary and non-geostationary satellite orbits for radiocommunication services including broadcasting. 

The 33 Meeting of PCC.II was held in Monterrey, Mexico, from April 8 to 12, 2019, and the 34 Meeting of PCC.II took place in Ottawa, Canada, from August 12 to 16, 2019. 
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Main activities in progress and new initiatives:

· Radiocommunication Assembly (RA) and World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-19):
After 4 years of work, CITEL finalized its preparations for the ITU World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-19) held on October 28 to November 22, 2019 in Sharm el-Sheikh, Egypt, where 309 inter-American proposals (IAPs) were submitted and defended, representing the interests of the member states in radiocommunications, leading to the adoption of 98% of the proposals submitted by CITEL, which shall be enshrined in the Radio Regulations, a key international treaty governing the world’s use of the radio spectrum and satellite orbits for ubiquitous wireless communications.
4.
ACTIVITIES OF THE SECRETARIAT

The Secretariat has the following objectives and duties: acting as CITEL’s permanent central and administrative body; coordinating the administrative services needed to implement the decisions of the CITEL Assembly, COM/CITEL, and the Permanent Consultative Committees; and discharging the duties assigned to it by these bodies.  In that respect, it is indispensable to ensure the best performance of the CITEL Secretariat in fulfillment of its mandate:

· The CITEL Secretariat has a team that is highly committed to its work, with admirable dedication, and that is working at an increasingly faster pace because of the large volume of meetings that are held in the framework of the bodies of CITEL and ITU.

· It is worth noting the demands of various preparatory processes, which are carried out on a parallel basis in many different forums, and for which CITEL staff must be careful to deliver results on time regarding all matters.

· In view of this reality, all member states are cordially invited to contribute additional specific funds or the allocation of staff from their respective government on secondment to support the CITEL Secretariat.  Associate members are also invited to contribute additional financial resources that would make it possible to hire specialized staff that can contribute to strengthening the assistance that countries are requesting from the CITEL Secretariat.

2030 ICT Alliance for the Americas
Background

The 2030 ICT Alliance is an initiative of the OAS General Secretariat, aimed at promoting the region’s development through ICTs. This public-private partnership was signed in the Dominican Republic on June 14, 2016 at the OAS General Assembly for the purpose of securing resources and concrete outcomes that would contribute, among others, to promoting digital training to raise the quality of education in the America and to develop talent for the new digital economy.
The Alliance recognizes the need to support OAS member states in their efforts to mainstream ICTs into their national policies in the framework of the United Nations 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, which recognizes that world interconnection offers major possibilities to speed up human progress, reduce digital divides, and develop knowledge societies.

Members

The original signatories were Telefónica, Millicom, CISCO, and América Móvil. This year the following have joined this initiative: ISOC, ViaSat, and Facebook. AT&T intends to join in January 2020.

Objectives of the Alliance

1.
To work jointly to contribute to the global target of connecting 1.5 billion persons online for the year 2020 throughout the world.

2.
To ensure that all public schools in the Americas are connected to Internet before the year 2030 and to create relevant local contents.

3.
To promote digital training to contribute to raising the quality of education and to develop talent for the new digital economy.

4.
To build up democratic participation in the Americas through ICTs.

Advances

a)
PROFUTURO FOUNDATION (TELEFÓNICA) accepted a proposal made by CITEL to implement the project Digital Classrooms in the Caribbean countries through ProFuturo activities, whose main objective is to reduce the educational gap through ICTs and to promote digital education among the children from the most disadvantaged sectors.

To date, ProFuturo has brought benefits to more than 5.8 million children in 23 countries of Latin America, Africa, and Asia, on the basis of activities that include technological equipment, training, and digital education contents to ensure equitable access to ICTs.
Telefónica is glad to have the OAS as a strategic partner for the implementation of ProFuturo. The scope of the agreements signed with the ProFuturo Program in the Caribbean exerted the following impact:

This first edition, which is forecast to bring benefits to more than 25,000 people in five countries of the Caribbean, that is, Guyana, Barbados, Belize, Jamaica, and The Bahamas, involves an investment of about 1,182,000 euros from ProFuturo and about 520,000 euros from the OAS.  In 2019, the program was launched in Guyana, Barbados, and Belize, where initial training has already been provided to the coaches in charge of replicating it and ensuring a cascade effect among the teachers of the participating schools. In 2019, equipment was delivered to Barbados and Guyana, where it shall be distributed to the schools in 2020.
In that respect, of all the teachers trained by ProFuturo in Latin America, 141,643 (62%) have been women, and of the 3,190,588 beneficiary students, 1,563,758 (49%) are girls. The project also includes holding the course “Introduction to ICTs” to mothers and women of the communities where the ProFuturo schools are located, using the already installed capacity in the school centers (digital briefcases, training, and contents).
To reach these achievements, five events for the signing of agreements, one ministerial meeting, and three launch events in the field were held

b)
MILLICOM: The targets and advances for each one of the commitments have been as follows:
COMMITMENT 1: For the year 2020, to implement a volunteer program for sustainability in all the markets where Millicom is operating, with one central pillar of participation to provide digital education to underserved vulnerable groups.

A volunteer program has been implemented in the framework of the regional project “Conéctate Segur@” (Get Connected Safely) whereby training is provided on the safe and responsible use of Internet for children, teachers, and parents.

“Conéctate Segur@” has reached, in 2019, more than 100,000 beneficiaries (3,713 teachers, 71,058 parents and tutors, 120,099 children and adolescents) on the basis of its training. These outcomes can be added to the 111,691 children and adolescents, 4,731 teachers, and 29,347 parents who had been trained previously.

COMMITMENT 2: For the year 2020, in all the countries where Millicom operates, there will the Child Online Protection program. This educational program is aimed at promoting and training children, parents, teachers, and our customers to be safe online.

COMMITMENT 3: By the year 2030, connect 2,100 community educational institutions in Latin America, including youth centers and public schools and equip educators in these institutions with online safety programs for children and young people.

In 2018, there were 1,361 institutions connected for the benefit of 113,428 students in Bolivia, Colombia, Paraguay, Costa Rica, Honduras, Guatemala, and El Salvador. By the end of 2019 the number of institutions with a connection is 1416.
c)
VIASAT, which made the following commitments when it joined the program:

· In 2020, to provide connectivity to 8,000 schools in marginalized schools.

· To foster STEM education programs with the education ministries of five low-income countries in Latin America, including the supply of materials for the development of satellite broadband and a traineeship program.
· To provide vocational training to persons in the region, for the purpose of helping them to earn income as a result of the rollout of telecommunication networks.

· To permit connectivity in a series of experimental sites in the OAS region, for the purpose of creating “connected villages” which would synchronize and accelerate the adoption of digital technologies.

These commitments are part of its main programs: “Connecting unconnected schools” and “Digital literacy.”
To fulfill its commitment to promoting connectivity in 100 experimental sites in the OAS region, for the purpose of creating “Connected villages” that would synchronize and accelerate the adoption of digital technologies, it shall implement a pilot program that will include 100 wireless broadband-enabled devices to be distributed in Central America and northern Colombia.

d)
ISOC, in response to its commitment to the 2030 ICT Alliance for the Americas offered 150 scholarships for the courses to “Promote the open development, evolution, and use of Internet for the benefit of all persons throughout the world.” In that respect, ISOC promoted the online course “Building wireless community networks,” given in October-November.

Other commitments taken up by ISOC at the time of becoming a part of the 2030 ICT Alliance are as follows:

· 12 community networks operating by 2020.
· Strengthening the adoption of multi-stakeholder process to tackle the challenges of Internet access in the Americas by the year 2020, ensuring that at least three countries of the region adopt policies for an environment propitious for providing access to Internet.
· Awareness-raising and sharing of best practices for 2020: an event in the region shall be held to boost common knowledge that would build up the capacity for providing the conditions needed to implement community networks.
e)
FACEBOOK has pledged to support Rural Connectivity:

· By the end of 2019, to promote recommendations on regulatory policies for rural connectivity in the region, so that at least one regional organization can recommend policies for rural connectivity.
· By 2021, to promote regulatory policies in the region so that rules can be implemented in at least one country in the region. Likewise, along with our partners, we shall implement projects on rural connectivity in the region, connecting or substantially improving connectivity for millions of persons who have been neglected or underserved in the region.

f)
AT&T has indicated that it shall join this Alliance at the end of December on the basis of the following commitments:

SCHOOL +: The program intends to help provide services to 50% of the expected rural schools in Latin America by the year 2030.

SCHOOL + Academy: To continue the career development of teachers in Latin America.
SCHOOL + Academy provides onsite training every year to 15,000 to 20,000 to teachers from vulnerable rural schools in the region and supports more than 60,000 teaching professionals by providing online training and other teaching resources.

SCHOOL + Channel and Content: Every year it delivers hundreds of new hours of educational content and materials both for classroom use and for the commitment, as well as for professional pedagogical development.

4.2
Rural Women’s Alliance: EMPOWERING RURAL WOMEN THROUGH ICT
Background

In December 2018, member states of the OAS, international organizations, and the telecommunications/ICT business sector came together in Mar del Plata, Argentina, to launch an initiative aimed at taking connectivity to, and thereby empowering, women in the rural areas of the Americas.
The Rural Women’s Alliance: Empowering Rural Women through ICT is an initiative of CITEL in line with the Buenos Aires Declaration, which recognized the need to adopt public policies in order to resolve the problems affecting our peoples. It is aimed at fostering the adoption of specific actions to improve the connectivity of remote or underserved rural areas and developing digital services and capabilities that would facilitate the use of ICTs, in particular by women and girls, thus reducing the digital divide.

Objectives of the Alliance

The ICTs can provide big opportunities for gender equality by allowing everybody to have access to the same online resources and opportunities. They enable women to gain a stronger voice in their communities, their government, and globally. ICTs can also provide new opportunities for women’s economic empowerment by creating business and employment opportunities for women as business owners and project managers to which they gain access through ICTs, as well as employees of new companies.
It is worth mentioning here some of the specific goals of this Alliance:

· implementing programs that provide connectivity in rural or underserved areas;

· establishing sustainable community network projects to be operated by women wherever possible;

· building up digital ecosystem capacities for women and girls in rural areas, focusing on enhancing the development of the economies and production processes of those areas;

· promoting training in the use of ICT in those areas making it possible to replicate what was learned among other women;

· developing repositories with local contents that can be used by the community;

· training women entrepreneurs from the areas identified for commercial development through ICT;

· among others. 

Advances

a)
TELEFÓNICA, in the framework of this Alliance, organized the context “ConectaRSE para Crecer” (Connect to Create) (Peru). The program is aimed at identifying, enhancing, and giving prizes to initiatives that exert a positive impact on rural communities in Peru by using technologies: www.conectarseparacrecer.com
In 2019, the OAS-Telefónica Prize, in the category “Rural Woman Entrepreneur” aimed at giving an entrepreneurship prize to rural women in the spheres of education, health, productivity, and environment and where the Executive Secretary of CITEL participated as a jury member, was given to the Curi-Maki Craftspersons Association.

Internet for All (IFA): This is a collaborative project to connect the more than 100 million persons in Latin America who do not have access to Internet. Telefónica understands that digital technology is a decisive factor for economic and social progress and that mobile broadband can play a key role in reducing the digital divide. 20% of the population in the region still does not have adequate access to mobile broadband. Telefónica extends connectivity on the basis of an ecosystem approach, collaborating with a wide range of interested partners such as CAF, IDB, and Facebook. In Peru alone, Telefónica has connected more than 410,000 women from a total of 800,000 new connected persons to date.
Telefónica collaborates with the Inspiring Girls Association for the purpose of building the self-esteem and encouraging professional ambitions of school-age girls, helping them to envision the wide variety of existing professions and jobs. It ultimately wants to enable girls to learn about women role models that can inspire them. Over the past three years, more than 500,000 girls and 25,000 volunteer women professionals have participated in the program.
After this successful experience, work is being done to implement the initiative in other countries, with a special focus on Latin America, by developing a digital platform that would enable the program to grow exponentially.
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b)
AMERICAN TOWER joined CITEL as an Associate Member in order to contribute to best practices that make it possible to enhance coverage, ensure universal service coverage, and identify the development of models that make it possible to reduce the digital divide by connecting those who are not connected in neglected or underserved rural areas. Through the program Villas Digitales (Digital Districts) it makes infrastructure available to create opportunities for access to technological tools to help bridge the gap in terms of access, improve entrepreneurship, and ensure labor insertion in remote rural areas. It has launched its first center in Mexico, Veracruz, and a center in Colombia will soon be opened aimed at extending this program to other places in Latin America.
c)
ARGENTINA INTERNET CHAMBER (CABASE) believes that empowering and giving visibility to women who work in the rural sector is a strategic task aimed at giving recognition to these women who do so much for their communities and families. Connectivity and training are needed, and they are working on a project and speaking with various operators so that it can succeed.

CABASE’s first step is to train 100 persons in November 2019, mainly Internet regulators, network administrators, and technicians.

d)
COPACO shall offer connectivity, infrastructure, and training programs for Paraguayan girls and women with respect to ICTs for the benefit of women and to contribute to their role in the work and services they do in six localities: Yatayty, department of Guaira; San Miguel and Yabebyry, department of Misiones; and three indigenous communities in Paraguay’s El Chaco.

e)
FACEBOOK is developing ways of helping to improve the connectivity infrastructure in rural areas, including better tools, low-cost technology, and new business, operating, and income distribution models, in addition to policy frameworks that promote innovation. To make it possible for wireless broadband to expand in the rural areas of emerging markets, it also collaborated with operators to test these new methods and technologies, determine best practices, and invest in large-scale implementation.

f)
HUAWEI, committed to reducing the digital divide, is consolidating its support to achieve a totally connected and smart Latin America, joining the Alliance for the Empowerment of Rural Women with the idea of directly providing devices in rural schools and households.

g)
GSMA is working with programs to achieve gender equity. They view women as users of technology and also as employees of the technology industry. The programs they are creating are aimed at working on and promoting gender equality. One of them is Tech4Girls, which has pledged to move this initiative forward, for a period of three or four years, drawing up plans to develop it throughout Latin America in each one of the countries in the region. With the program We Care, GSMA is disseminating the idea that all mobile operators must join forces and stop competing in order to work together and pledge to solve certain social problems or at least propose some type of solution to these problems. 

h)
HISPASAT – HISPAMAR have participated in various initiatives in the region aimed at reducing the digital divide.

In Colombia, for example, they have provided satellite capacity since 2014 to more than 700 points of the government project VIVE Digital, en various departments of the country, and since the beginning of this year 2019, they have launched a pilot project to offer satellite connectivity on the basis of open WiFi points in various rural areas of Colombia’s Caribbean seaboard region.

In the framework of the program “México Conectado” (Connected Mexico), they facilitate connectivity in 2,500 public spaces in rural or remote localities and, at the end of 2018, they entered into an agreement with Dish to market a satellite broadband solution in rural areas.

i)
WORLD WIDE WEB FOUNDATION (A4AI – ALLIANCE FOR AFFORDABLE INTERNET).
  Its mission is to bring one billion more people online quickly and to achieve universal access to Internet. In particular, it wishes to make Internet accessible to poor women and marginalized population groups that are being left out of the digital revolution.
They managed to achieve their target of “1 for 2 affordability,” that is 1 GB of broadband at a price under 2% of the average monthly income, on the basis of modern digital solutions, focusing on policy frameworks and regulatory reforms as tools to promote technological breakthroughs, reduce the costs of connectivity, and guarantee universal access. A4AI builds local multi-stakeholder coalitions that identify local priorities and work with a combination of advocacy + research + exchange of knowledge, so as to promote necessary political changes to reduce prices.

j)
INTERNET SOCIETY (ISOC) defends safe and reliable open Internet for all persons. There is still half the world’s population to connect and most of that population are women. That is why ISOC is focusing increasingly on issues of reducing the digital divide.

Focusing on gender issues, ISOC signed an alliance on community networks and promotes a network of chapters worldwide that promote activities such as the launching of a community network in Honduras, focusing on the women of a rural indigenous community, where priority was specifically given to their training so that they could sustain or maintain that community network.

k)
VIASAT has developed, over the past few years, a large number of concrete experiences to help underserved areas and areas where there are unprotected women by providing them with services. In the year 2020, they shall be launching another satellite that shall be providing coverage to absolutely all of the Americas with one terabyte per second. The objective, of course, is higher speed at a lower cost, but this also contributes to reducing the digital divide by providing access not only because of the possibility of having access to technology but also of being able to afford it.
At the same time, they have developed a huge number of community WiFi programs. In their experience in Mexico, more than 200,000 women in poor and remote localities have access to Internet, contents, and services on the basis of community WiFi that they themselves provide.

l)
THE HIGH TECHNOLOGY TRAINING CENTER FOR LATIN AMERICA AND THE CARIBBEAN (CCATLAT), along with the CISCO Network Academy, was providing online training in November 2019 to 100 persons, mainly Internet regulators, network administrators, and technicians on the subject of “Internet exchange points (IXPs) and their strategic value.”
Likewise, in October, it was training another 100 persons, mainly government civil servants, public policymakers, and NGOs on “Internet of Things: Impact on Smart Cities.”
4.3
Administrative and budgetary issues

The CITEL Secretariat duly conducted a follow-up on the progress achieved in negotiating the resolution on the Program-Budget of the OAS for 2020.
At the 49 Regular Session of the General Assembly of the OAS on June 27, 2019, by means of Resolution AG/RES. 2940 (XLIX-O/19) – PROGRAM-BUDGET OF THE ORGANIZATION FOR 2020, at the first plenary session the Organization’s budget was adopted, highlighting that the budget pertaining to the Regular Fund allocated to CITEL sustained a 20% decline compared to the budget for 2019 under the items corresponding to administrative overhead (not staff) of CITEL, specifically for hiring a second consultant for 2019, for which the amount of $120,000 was approved exclusively for  hiring two consultants to provide support to activities, especially with regard to the ICT Alliance for the Americas.  With a total amount of $97,600 available for consultants in 2020, the Secretariat is currently negotiating for the missing $22,400 to hire the second consultant. 

In conclusion, the General Secretariat of the OAS approved, from the Regular Fund of CITEL for 2020, the amount of $142,300 plus $14,000 corresponding to Indirect Cost Recovery (ICR) for administrative overhead, for a total amount of $156,300.  CITEL is still keeping 3 posts under staff salaries for 2020. (See details under item 9.1 of the present Report).

5.
MAINSTREAMING GENDER IN THE WORK OF CITEL 

In 2019, the Rapporteurship on broadband, universal access, digital inclusion and gender equity, whose mandate is to examine and research the principal problems relative to the digital divide and universal access to broadband in order to promote actions and best practices aimed at achieving inclusion and the social appropriations of telecommunications / ICT, bearing in mind gender equality and the needs of minorities or vulnerable social groups, held two events relative to this topic and additional CITEL members became part of this very important Alliance for the region, that is, the “Rural Women’s Alliance: Empowering Rural Women through ICT.”
The Seminar on Gender and ICT, held on the morning of May 1, 2019 in the framework of the 34 meeting of the PCC:I, which took place on April 29 to May 3, 2019, in Lima, Peru, was aimed at contributing to ensuring that the various stakeholders of government, private sector, and civil society have a better understanding of the challenges and opportunities for mainstreaming a gender perspective when reviewing, debating, studying, and making recommendations for public policies and securing concrete commitments with the private sector to develop telecommunications/ICT programs and projects in the Americas region for the benefit of women and girls in the region.
Dialogue on Closing the Gender Gap: Gender Parity in the New Technological Scenarios of the Americas, held on October 1, 2019, from 11:00 am to 12:30 pm in the framework of the 35 meeting of the PCC.I, which took place on September 30 to October 4, 2019 in Asunción, Paraguay, was aimed at contributing to ensuring that the various stakeholders of the public, government, private, academic, and civil society sectors have a better understanding of gender parity to achieve equality and women’s rights for the exercise of positions of leadership and power, decision making, and their active participation and representation in various environments (social, economic, political, cultural, among others) for the purpose of closing the digital gender gap and continuing the progress with the implementation of policies and principles of empowerment in the new technological markets and scenarios and in the sphere of telecommunications and ICT in the Americas. 

The CITEL Secretariat continues to consolidate its ties with the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), as well as joint activities and the coordination needed to tackle solutions related to the empowerment of women and girls with the positive use of information and communication technologies (ICT).

COOPERATION RELATIONS WITH REGIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

Cooperation by CITEL with international and regional organizations is a means to improve efficiency, avoid duplication of effort, and reduce dispute resolution time by considering different issues at an early stage.
Likewise, on the basis of these agreements, preparatory work for international conferences is facilitated, because CITEL also participates in inter-regional meetings with the criterion of strengthening dialogue with the representatives of regional telecommunication organizations worldwide on matters addressed in international telecommunication organizations, such as the International Telecommunication Union (ITU).

CITEL and the International Telecommunication Union (ITU)
CITEL participates as an observer at ITU, in view of the importance of keeping ongoing communication and coordination and consolidating the work that is being done in both ITU and CITEL.  This has made it possible to steer the efforts of the hemisphere so that they can be harmonized and create synergies with respect to ITU’s work.
It is noteworthy that, in the context of the Agreement with ITU, PCC.I has established cooperation channels with the ITU Regional Office in order to hold international forums related to implementation policies and strategies for social inclusion of persons with disabilities on the basis of the accessibility of telecommunications, as well as the participation of ITU-T and ITU-D staff at the meetings and activities of this committee.

In 2018, ITU-R staff attended the 33 and 34 meetings of PCC.II and presented the status of preparations for the World Radiocommunication Conference 2019.
Finally, it must be highlighted that the work of the CITEL Secretariat with the ITU Regional Office has been strengthened in terms of training for the purpose of:
· Joining efforts to provide training in the region and avoid overlapping.

· Aligning the interests of the CITEL Training Centers with those of the ITU Centres of Excellence.

· Strengthening the promotion and supply of training activities in telecommunications and ICTs to meet the needs of the countries.

· Incorporating issues prioritized by the PCCs into the above-mentioned training.

CITEL and ITU continue to consolidate their cooperation ties by holding seminars, training sessions, workshops, and other types of events, in which it is expected that the participation and support of subregional organizations in telecommunication matters shall be incorporated.

Use of ICTs for emergency and disaster situations in the Americas Region

In the framework of the ITU World Telecommunication Development Conference, on October 12, 2017, a Letter of Intent was signed by the ITU, CITEL, and subregional telecommunications organizations of Central America (COMTELCA) and the Caribbean (CTU) in order to “Establish an Agreement on the Use of ICTs for Emergency and Disaster Situations in the Americas Region.” Its purpose was to reaffirm the importance of developing a cooperation mechanism among the signatories to implement projects to use ICTs for emergency and disaster situations in the Americas.

As a result of the Letter of Intent signed by ITU, CITEL, COMTELCA, and CTU, a pilot project for the establishment of an Alternative Regional Emergency Telecommunication Network in the Region of COMTELCA to help the beneficiary countries to enhance their emergency telecommunication capacities and to improve emergency and disaster response is being implemented in the beneficiary countries. ITU has allocated up to now a total amount of US$168,000 for the project’s development.
It is noteworthy that these projects are directly related to Regional Initiative 1 of the Americas, approved at the WTDC-2017 based on the needs identified by the countries requesting assistance in all phases of disaster management.
The solution consists of providing the Emergency Operations Center (COE) with the equipment needed to connect to the amateur radio network Winlink 2000 (www.winlink.org), under redundancy characteristics. It is important to have redundancy in the coverage, because if one (or more) of the countries is hard hit by a natural disaster (earthquake, hurricane, etc.), the equipment in the remaining countries can support the affected countries.

Winlink 2000 is a world system to send and receive data (including emails) by means of amateur radio frequencies. This system is also used by international rescue groups. Just like regular emails, Winlink messages are sent to a specific address and can contain attached files such as images, meteorological maps, spreadsheets, ICS forms, etc. Emails can be sent between Winlink stations and normal SMTP / POP3 and email servers such as gmail.com

Winlink’s capacity to transfer messages between the system with various capacities (VHF / UHF, HF and standard email) hugely increases interoperability in an emergency system.

It addition, it makes it possible to identify the location of users. Moreover, because Winlink is a storage and delivery system, the stations do not have to establish simultaneous connections. This eliminates time constraints in communication.

It is also possible to establish direct peer-to-peer connections between two customer pieces of equipment (radio stations) that are within the radio propagation range without passing by an RMS. There are various situations in which peer-to-peer connections are useful:

(1) In an important emergency operation, the traffic through the Winlink system can be very heavy, as a result of which a direct connection between the two stations reduces the load in RMS and the Winlink system.

(2) A station equipped with only VHF/UHF could make a peer-to-peer connection to a station with a VHF/UHF and HF capacity, and the second station could therefore resend the message to the Winlink system using HF.

The countries benefiting from this project are: Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua, and Panama in Central America; Antigua & Barbuda, The Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Granada, Guyana, Haiti, Jamaica, St. Kitts & Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, and Trinidad & Tobago in the Caribbean.

The technical specifications have been established thanks to the cooperation of the International Amateur Radio Union (IARU) of the Americas region, through experts on Winlink.

The implementation of these projects shall help beneficiary countries increase their level of preparation for the management of emergencies or disasters (before, during, and after), but above all to save lives, especially by using telecommunications / ICTs. It shall contribute to a better national response to emergencies and disasters, because of the need of administrations to coordinate national actions with existing disaster response agencies or entities. These projects shall also exert a positive impact on regional coordination for a better regional response to disasters when national capacities are overburdened.

In April 2004, an agreement specific to the training program was signed with the ITU Centre of Excellence. To complement this Agreement, a specific tripartite agreement was concluded between CITEL, the ITU, and the Regional Training Centers that offer the courses, indicating a number of aspects, among them:  each organization’s responsibilities, number of scholarships, copyright, and evaluation of the quality of the material. These agreements normally remain in force until the conclusion of the different courses.

A cooperation agreement on “Bridging the ICT Standardization Gap for the Americas region” was signed on August 20, 2007.

This Convention was adopted at the Second Meeting of CITEL’s Permanent Executive Committee, held in December 1994 [COM/CITEL RES. 5 (II-94)]. It was subsequently adopted in Montrouis, Haiti at the 25 Regular Session of the General Assembly [AG/RES. 1316 (XXV-O/95)]. 

This Convention provides for temporary operation of amateur radio stations in a member state by persons holding IARP permits issued by another member state without need for further review. Any member state may issue permits to its citizens to operate in another member state. The IARP Convention came into force on February 23, 1996. The OAS General Secretariat is the depository for its instruments of RA, AC, and AD.

Protocol of Amendment to the Inter-American Convention on an International Amateur Radio Permit (IARP)
At its 33 Regular Session, the OAS General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 1947 (XXXIII-O/03), adopted the Protocol of Amendment to the Inter-American Convention on an Amateur Radio Permit, intended to grant holders of the Radio Amateur License of the member countries of the European Conference of Postal and Telecommunications Administrations (CEPT) that have implemented CEPT’s Recommendation T/R 61-01, “CEPT Radio Amateur License” the same rights and privileges granted to IARP holders of CITEL member states that become States Parties to the Protocol, while CEPT extends to holders of IARPs the same privileges and exemptions granted to holders of CEPT Radio Amateur Licenses of the member countries of CEPT that have implemented the aforementioned Recommendation.

This new procedure will reduce the countries’ workload and, therefore, the costs involved, and will be of fundamental importance, particularly in emergencies. The OAS General Secretariat is the depository for instruments of RA, AC, and AD.

7.4
Amending the Inter-American Convention on an International Amateur Radio Permit (IARP)

On June 4, 2018, by means of Resolution AG/RES. 2918 (XLVIII-O/18), the General Assembly of the OAS adopted the Amendment to the IARP Convention, converting it formally into an international treaty. This amendment to the Convention combines the texts of previous versions of the Convention and its Protocol and updates it in line with the current reality of technology, thus establishing a new instrument.
The purpose of the amendment to the IARP Convention continues to be the same as that of the original, that is, to regulate temporary operations permits for amateur radio stations under the authority of a state party, to persons benefiting from an IARP from another state party, without any further examination.

This review of the IARP has the potential of increasing the integration of the continent’s countries by means of radiocommunications and increasing the number of amateur radio operators who will be receiving benefits so that their national permits will be recognized abroad.

This amendment to the Convention shall come into force on the thirtieth day as of the date on which two states have become parties to it.

If a country is interested in signing this treaty, its Ministry of Foreign Affairs must do the legal paperwork to grant full powers to its representative to the OAS or another official authorizing him or her to sign. According to the 1969 Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties, except for Heads of State, Heads of Government, and Ministers of Foreign Affairs, all other government officials shall need to present the respective full powers in case they wish to sign the amendment. For this purpose, the Permanent Mission to the OAS of the interested country must remit the originals of said full powers by means of a verbal note addressed to the OAS Department of International Law of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs. 8.
TRAINING ACTIVITIES SPONSORED BY OAS/CITEL
The CITEL’s Coordination Center for the Development of Human Resources, in coordination with the CITEL Secretariat, has the principal objective of building CITEL’s efforts in terms of scholarships and training for courses of interest to the member states of OAS/CITEL, in compliance with CITEL’s program of courses for 2019, adopted at Mar del Plata at the 35 meeting of COM/CITEL, by means of resolution COM/CITEL/RES. 297 (XXXV-18). At present, CITEL provides most of its training via distance-learning with a tutor and it is aimed at professional development through the courses/scholarships offered by the Centre of Excellence of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU), the OAS Professional Development Scholarships Program (PDSP), the Program of Alliances for Education and Training (PAEC), and associate members who have signed the 2030 ICT Alliance and the Rural Women’s Alliance.

In short, a total of 343 scholarships were granted for the benefit of students/participants from 18 OAS/CITEL member states (Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Mexico, Nicaragua, Paraguay, Peru, Uruguay, and Venezuela) broken down as follows:
· 2 scholarships for classroom courses through the PAEC
· 4 scholarships for classroom courses through the 2030 ICT Alliance

· 55 scholarships for OAS/CITEL distance learning courses through the CITEL Regional Training Center (INICTEL-UNI) – PDSP
· 152 scholarships for distance learning courses through the 2030 ICT Alliance

· 88 scholarships for webinars through the CCATLAT

· 38 scholarships for ITU/CITEL distance learning courses through the ITU Academy.
· 4 scholarships for classroom courses through USTTI.

External funds

Any incorporated agency, organization, or institution related to the telecommunication industry may, with the approval of the corresponding member state of CITEL, become an associate member of a Permanent Consultative Committee. Applications from entities wishing to become associate members of a PCC are forwarded by the member state together with notification of the contributory unit selected. Since January 1, 2017, the value of the contributory unit has been US$6,000 for each Permanent Consultative Committee, adopted by Resolution COM/CITEL. RES.8 (III-E-16) approved Ad referendum to next Assembly of CITEL:

· The value of the contributory “unit” of the Associate member is equivalent to 1 unit and set at US$6,000.00 for each Permanent Consultative Committee in which they participate for permanent member states of the OAS, 1.5 equivalent unit set at US$9,000.00 for observer member states of the OAS, and finally, 0.5 equivalent unit set at US$1,500.00 for the Academia and NGOs. .

· Modify the following paragraph 1 to Article 87 of the Regulations of CITEL:
Associate members shall contribute to the funding of their respective PCC, voluntarily choosing the level of contribution. The minimum contributory level shall be “a quarter” of a unit for associate members belonging to academia for both PCC; “one” unit for associate members with legal personality in one of the member states and “one and one half” units for the others. All these contributions may be increased in minimum “one half” unit levels

At December 31, 2019, CITEL had received from its associate members a total of US$573,625 equivalent to 102% of the estimated amount to be received for 2019, distributed as follows:
