To request the General Secretariat to convene, in coordination with the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, and specialized agencies, a Youth of the Americas Meeting, to be held no later than April 2009, with the participation of youth associations or organizations, in order to promote the development of a democratic spirit among young people as a means of consolidating democratic principles and guaranteeing good governance.
To adopt, accordingly, measures and undertake actions aimed at strengthening the role and participation of youth in the public agendas of our countries, and to establish a working group to draw up the agenda for the aforementioned Meeting.
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
