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CONSENSUS OF BOGOTA

(Approved during the seventh plenary session held on October 27, 2009)


THE HIGH-LEVEL COOPERATION AUTHORITIES AND REPRESENTATIVES OF THE MEMBER STATES, IN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE SPECIALIZED CIDI MEETING OF HIGH-LEVEL COOPERATION AUTHORITIES gathered in Bogotá, Colombia, on October 26 and 27, 2009, 

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the Charter of Organization of American States (OAS), the resolutions of the OAS General Assembly and of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) on cooperation, and the Course of Action of Playa del Carmen, adopted at the Special Technical Meeting of National Authorities and Experts on Cooperation, held in Playa del Carmen, Mexico, in October 2008; and, 
RECOGNIZING the importance of the role the OAS can play as a forum for hemispheric dialogue in the area of cooperation, particularly in promoting discussion on cooperation trends, innovations, and general information and in maximizing opportunities for more effective regional cooperation and in promoting a more active and better coordinated role of the region in international fora in which cooperation issues are discussed; 
AGREE: 
I. To promote the OAS as a forum for dialogue on hemispheric cooperation, particularly on the effectiveness of cooperation in the Americas, to which end they recommend to CIDI: 
1. That Meetings of High-level Cooperation Authorities be held with the frequency that member states find necessary. 
2. Forging, through concrete action, better interconnections in cooperation so as to ensure the appropriate implementation of the political mandates handed down by the various OAS political fora and the conclusions of the Summits of the Americas.
3. Strengthening of the Inter-American Cooperation Network within the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) as a mechanism that facilitates dialogue among the Cooperation Authorities, contributes to the exchange of cooperation management experiences, encourages cooperation among the member states, and heightens the effectiveness of cooperation in the Americas. 
II. To enhance the effectiveness of the cooperation offered through the OAS, to which end they recommend to CIDI: 
1. The promotion of and support for the cooperation that takes place under the aegis of the OAS, particularly alternative forms of cooperation and, among others, horizontal, south-south, and triangular cooperation, as well as networking.
2. The continued review of FEMCIDI to ensure that its projects, programs, and activities are efficient and effective.  

3. To establish a clear view on the relationship between the work of cooperation carried out by the OAS and other international organizations in order to promote greater synergies and complimentarities among cooperation programs, projects and actitivities in the Hemisphere carried out by the OAS and other international organizations.  
4. Strengthening the capacity of the OAS to mobilize financial and non-financial resources for partnership for development activities, and to that end, request that the IACD, within the scope of its responsibilities, with support from SEDI and other relevant OAS agencies, work on a strategy for securing and managing resources that includes an analysis of the impact of administrative expenses, including direct and indirect costs.  
5. Support for the member states in strengthening their international cooperation information systems. 
6. Strengthen the participation of the member states in the process of project selection, execution, and monitoring and evaluation through the strengthening of the IACD. 

7. To continue the review of the current structural framework and functional parameters of CIDI and its subsidiary organs, initiated within the OAS, in order to optimize the efficiency and effectiveness of the OAS cooperation and development initiatives. 
8. Entrusting the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) follow up on the recommendations reached at the Specialized CIDI Meetings of High-level Cooperation Authorities and to support their implementation.
