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EXPLANATORY NOTE

In preparing for the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly, the Secretariat has taken into account Articles 29 and 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, which establish the following: 

“A.
Regular sessions
Article 29.  For each regular session of the General Assembly, the Preparatory Committee shall prepare a preliminary draft agenda that will be sent with a report by that committee to the governments of the member states, so that they may have an opportunity to make the observations they deem pertinent or to propose the inclusion of additional topics within whatever time period the Committee may set. In preparing this preliminary draft agenda, the Committee shall take into account the provisions of the Charter, the topics proposed by the governments of the member states, those agreed to by the Assembly at previous sessions, and, if such is the case, by the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, those recommended by other organs of the Organization, and matters that, in the opinion of the Secretary General, might threaten the peace and security of the Hemisphere or the development of the member states.
Article 30. The agenda for each regular session of the General Assembly shall include the following matters, in addition to those mentioned in the previous article:
a.
Adoption of the agenda;
b.
The observations and recommendations of the Permanent Council on the reports of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, the General Secretariat, the specialized organizations and conferences, and the other organs, agencies, and entities;
c.
Determination of the place and date of the next regular session;
d.
Election of officers of organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization;
e.
Approval of the annual program-budget of the Organization;
f.
Determination of the quotas of the member states.”

With respect to paragraphs e) and f) of Article 30, it is worth recalling that on March 3, 2010, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 968 (1742/10), in which it convened a special session of the General Assembly, to be held no later than September 30, 2010, to consider and approve the 2011 program-budget in order to ensure that the 2011 program-budget is closely aligned with the mandates emanating from the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly and that it may take into consideration the recommendations of the Working Group on prioritizing the mandates of the Organization.

Approval of the annual budget of the Organization will therefore not be taken up during the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly.  However, the Chair of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters has requested the inclusion of the consideration of guidelines for preparing the 2011 program-budget.  The item is included under Section C below.
At its meeting of April 7, 2010, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure considered and agreed to inclusion of the following items:
i. “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia,” requested by the Permanent Mission of Bolivia
ii. “Amendment of the Statute of the Administrative Tribunal of the OAS. Requested by the General Committee,” requested by the General Committee

iii. “AG/RES. 2497 (XXXIX-O/09), ‘Multilateral Evaluation Mechanism of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission,’” requested by the Permanent Mission of the United States

iv. “AG/RES. 2493 (XXXIX-O/09), ‘Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission,’” requested by the Permanent Mission of the United States

v. “Guidelines for preparation of the program-budget for 2011,” requested by the Chair of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters

vi. “Inter-American Program for Universal Civil Registry and the Right to Identity.”

At the meeting of April 15, 2010, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure decided to include the item “White Helmets Initiative,” at the request of the delegation of Argentina.
At the same meeting and based on a recommendation from the Chair of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters, the Subcommittee decided to withdraw the item “Amendment of the Statute of the Administrative Tribunal of the OAS. Requested by the General Committee,” as the review of the budgetary implications it could have had not yet been completed.

In response to a request from the delegation of the United States, the Subcommittee decided to change the titles of the items “AG/RES. 2497 (XXXIX-O/09), ‘Multilateral Evaluation Mechanism of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission,’” and “AG/RES. 2493 (XXXIX-O/09), ‘Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission,’” to remove, in both cases, the reference to the resolutions of the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly.
