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Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure
Summary of the meeting of April 26, 2012


The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of the Preparatory Committee for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly continued its work on April 26, 2012 under the chairmanship of Ambassador Diego Pary Rodríguez, Permanent Representative of the Plurinational State of Bolivia to the OAS. The meeting was called to order at 11:20 a.m.  


The following delegations participated at the meeting: Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, Guyana, Jamaica, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

Adoption of the order of business
The order of business, document AG/CP/SUB.TP-240/12 corr. 1, was adopted without any changes. 

2. Consideration of the preliminary draft agenda of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly 
The Subcommittee continued the consideration of the preliminary draft agenda and the Chair reported on a note from the Chair of the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI), document AG/CP/SUB.TP-241/12, containing the list of draft resolutions that were being considered within the framework of CEPCIDI for transmittal to the General Assembly.


To that end, the Chair proposed amending the preliminary draft agenda, document AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12 rev.1, to replace the entire Section B-II of the list submitted by the Chair of CEPCIDI.


Following the support by the delegations of Argentina, Mexico, and Chile for the Chair's proposal, the Subcommittee approved the suggested change, for the draft agenda to properly reflect those topics that were within the competence of CIDI. 

The Subcommittee approved the preliminary draft agenda of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, document AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12 rev. 1, for submission to the Preparatory Committee.

3. Presentation on the event “TIC Bolivia 2012” to be held within the framework of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly

Mr. Luis Viguria, Executive Officer of Young Americas Business Trust (YABT), recalled that the Talent and Innovation Competition of the Americas (TIC Americas) had been held for six consecutive years in the framework of the General Assembly, and that for the 2012, the proposal was to hold the event "TIC Bolivia" that would be held from May 31 to June 1, 2012, in Cochabamba, Bolivia, should the delegations so agree. 
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Continuing, Mr. Viguria explained that "TIC Bolivia" was a variation on "TIC Americas," focused on fostering entrepreneurship among young Bolivians and reinforced in the process already initiated by local organizations and young people across the country. Accordingly, during "TIC Bolivia" activities, young people will get training, access to contact networks, resources, and, in particular, interaction with governments and the international community. In organizing the event, YABT worked with more than 120 local Bolivian teams and organizations engaged in the field of entrepreneurship for young people. 


It was announced that the event will be held at the Universidad del Valle and a request was made for this to be included on the official General Assembly schedule, to facilitate finding accommodation for the young participants, he noted. 

After the delegations of Bolivia, Canada, and Peru expressed their support for the "TIC Bolivia 2012" initiative, the Subcommittee decided that the event should be held as scheduled and be included on the schedule of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.

4. Other business
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 11:38 a.m.
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
