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I. INTRODUCTION
At its forty-first regular session, the General Assembly of the Organization of American States (OAS) adopted resolution AG/RES. 2674 (XLI-O/11), reaffirming the will and the commitment of the OAS member states regarding the process of preparing the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.

In the aforementioned resolution, the General Assembly also renewed the mandate of the Working Group so as to complete the drafting of the Declaration, on the basis of the “Record of the Current Status of the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples” (GT/DADIN/doc.334/08 rev. 6 corr. 1) and taking into consideration the “Compendium of Proposals of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus held by the Working Group” resulting from the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus (GT/DADIN/doc.255/06 add. 4) and the other relevant documents of the Working Group. 

II. ACTIVITIES OF THE WORKING GROUP (2009-2010)
MEETINGS OF THE WORKING GROUP
The Working Group held five regular meetings during the 2010-2011 term:  three in the second half of 2010 (September 20, October 4, and November 8) and two in the first half of 2011 (March 7 and April 25).  In addition, during this period a meeting of negotiations in the quest for points of consensus was held, which enjoyed the full and effective participation of representatives of the indigenous peoples.

The Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus was held in Washington, D.C., from January 18 to 20, 2011, with the Chair of the Working Group presiding. The report of the Chair of the Working Group on this meeting has been published as document GT/DADIN/doc.409/11. The updated version of the “Record of the Current Status of 
the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples” was published as GT/DADIN/doc.334/08 rev. 6 corr. 1.

On April 13, 2010, the Working Group submitted the draft resolution “American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples” (GT/DADIN/doc.407/11 rev. 1) which was adopted by the General Assembly gathered in the city of San Salvador in June 2011.

III. OFFICERS

At its meeting of August 11, 2011, the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs elected Ambassador Diego Pary, Permanent Representative of Bolivia to the OAS, as Chair of the Working Group for the 2011-2012 term. The Working Group will elect its vice chairs at its first meeting.

IV. MANDATE

In its resolution AG/RES. 2674 (XLI-O/11), the OAS General Assembly, gathered in El Salvador in June 2011, resolved:

1. To reaffirm the will and the commitment of the OAS member states to the process surrounding the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples. 

2. To renew the mandate of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples to continue holding its Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, so as to complete the drafting of the Declaration, on the basis of the “Record of the Current Status of the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples,” hereinafter “Record of the Current Status” (GT/DADIN/doc.334/08 rev. 6 corr. 1), and taking into consideration the “Compendium of Proposals of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus Held by the Working Group,” issued by the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus (GT/DADIN/doc.255/06 add. 4) and other pertinent documents of the Working Group. 

3. To request the Permanent Council to instruct the Working Group to:

a.
Hold up to two three-day Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly;

b.
Convene the Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus on the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples three months in advance; and

c.
Take the appropriate measures to ensure the effective participation in these meetings of member states and representatives of the indigenous peoples. 

4. To invite the member states to conduct consultations or dialogues on the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples with the respective indigenous peoples.

5. To request the Selection Board of the Specific Fund to continue to work according to the principles of transparency established in the resolution CP/RES. 951 (1691/09) “Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.”

6. To thank the member states, permanent observers, and institutions for their valuable contributions to the Specific Fund, which will make it possible to hold the meetings suggested for the period covered by this resolution; and to invite all the states and institutions to continue supporting the purposes of the Fund through their contributions.

7. To request the General Secretariat and the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to lend their valuable support to the process of drafting the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples; and to thank them for their ongoing contribution to that process. 

8. To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution, the execution of which shall be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.

This work plan is subject to any changes the Group itself might approve, or that may be needed, in accordance with progress made with the tasks assigned, in order to ensure optimum results.
