CONVOCATION OF THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON TOURISM
THROUGH A VIRTUAL FORUM 
(Approved at the XXIV Regular Meeting held on February 26, 2013)
THE INTER-AMERICAN COUNCIL FOR INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT,
HAVING SEEN:
Resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 175/10 (CLXIV-O/10), “Strengthening of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI): Establishment of a transition period aimed at putting into practice the proposed structure for FEMCIDI;” and
Resolution CIDI/TUR-XIX/RES. 1/11 rev. 1, “Key issues for Partnership in the Tourism Sector within the Framework of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development”;
CONSIDERING:
That CIDI identified the following two key issues for partnership for development in the tourism sector, within the framework of FEMCIDI:  (i) Tourism industry competitiveness, particularly among microenterprises and small and medium-sized companies, and support for human capacity building in the public and private spheres through training and the use of information and communication technologies (ICTs); and (ii) Promotion of the sustainable development of tourism, through the mitigation of negative environmental impacts, increased public awareness about the importance of preserving ecological balance in tourist areas, relations between tourism and other sectors of the economy, and support for ecotourism and sustainable tourism by means of dialogue between the public and private sectors, and that CEPCIDI considered and approved the respective programmatic approaches for these topics CEPCIDI/doc.1019/11 and CEPCIDI/doc.1020/11;
That FEMCIDI’s programmatic approach to productive competitiveness seeks to improve the competitiveness of tourism in member states through training and capacity building, improving product and service quality, enhancing market access, and strengthening exchange of information among networks of micro, small, and medium-sized tourism enterprises;

That, in turn, FEMCIDI’s programmatic approach seeks to promote sustainable tourism development through mitigation of negative environmental impacts, increased public awareness about the importance of preserving ecological balance in tourist areas, and enhancing relations between tourism and other sectors of the economy by means of dialogue;
That the member states have presented project profiles under these Programmatic Approaches; and
Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 982 (1797/11), “Update of Costs of Conferences and Meetings Funded by the OAS”; and
HAVING SEEN the note of the Permanent Mission of Ecuador to the Organization of American States (CIDI/INF.13/13), which proposes conducting a Virtual Forum of CITUR in order to hold the Meeting to Design FEMCIDI's Culture Program from March 4 to 8, 2013, the purpose of that meeting being to craft the framework program for the 2013 tourism program,

RESOLVES:
1. To acknowledge the particular importance of continuing to strengthen the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and the subsequent phases of its transition period to implement the proposed new structure.
2. To convene the Inter-American Committee on Tourism (CITUR) to design the framework program for developing the tourism program and to consider any project profiles presented by member states for the key issues approved through resolution CIDI/TUR-XIX/RES.1/11 rev. 1 and their corresponding programmatic approaches (CEPCIDI/doc.1019/11 and CEPCIDI/doc.1020/11).  This convocation will be issued via a virtual forum that will be open from March 4 to 8, 2013. 
3. To establish that translations of documents into two languages before, during, and after this virtual forum of the CITUR shall be charged to Chapter 8, Subprogram 82H, of the 2013 program-budget of the Organization.
4. To instruct the General Secretariat to support, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), preparations for the Virtual Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Tourism and to report periodically to the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) on that process.
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
