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This Work Plan for the CAM is based upon specific mandates from the General Assembly and on CIDI documents such as the Future Framework of Action for the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) and Migration and Development in the Americas (adopted at the 38th regular meeting, held on May 22, 2014).  We should recall that, on migration, resolution AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14), “Advancing Hemispheric Initiatives on Integral Development,” resolved as follows:
Operative paragraphs 18 to 22 are transcribed below: 

To instruct the Committee on Migration Issues (CAM) to update the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families, taking into account the diagnostic assessment of said inter-American program contained in document CIDI/CAM/doc.14/14 rev. 1, and to present it to the General Assembly at its forty-fifth regular session.

To instruct the CAM, in keeping with the document “Future Framework of Action for the CAM” (CIDI/doc.97/14), also to focus its cooperation work during the 2014-2015 period on comprehensive public policies focused on:

A. Migrant integration in host countries

· Media campaigns to dignify the image of migrants and prevent xenophobia

B. Inclusion of migrants that return to their countries of origin

· Labor market insertion programs for migrants that return to their countries of origin

C. Contributions of migrants

· Recognition and measurement of the economic and social contributions made by migrants in countries of origin and host countries

To request SEDI to assist CIDI in including the topic of “migration and development” in the latter’s Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development based on the document “Migration and Development in the Americas” (CIDI/doc.96/14).

To request SEDI to keep the CAM informed about the financial sustainability of the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration for the Americas (SICREMI).

To urge member states, permanent observers, and regional, international, and civil society organizations and other social actors to consider making voluntary contributions to the work of the CAM.

In addition, resolution AG/RES. 2777 (XLIII-O/13) requested as follows: 

To invite the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), through the CAM, prior to the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly, in cooperation with the International Organization for Migration (IOM), and with support from the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), to organize a course with a focus on the existing relationship of migration, development, and human rights for staff of the permanent missions of the member states, consular offices of member states, and of the General Secretariat, as well as other interested parties."

Accordingly, the Chair for the 2014-2015 term proposes the following Work Plan:
Vision
To serve as the Hemisphere's technical forum for migration issues.

Mission
To help to strengthen the capacity of member states to participate, in a comprehensive, balanced, and technical manner, in identifying the challenges migration poses to development.

Strategic objectives
· To study and gain a comprehensive understanding of the migration issue, including unaccompanied children and adolescent migrants.
· To position and maintain the migration and development issue as a topic that merits both urgent and permanent placement on the OAS agenda.

Actions 
1. To request international organizations and academic institutions to share the findings of their research on the following topics: 

a. In countries of origin, to establish and contrast, the economic benefits of family remittances and the social costs of family disintegration.
b. In receiving countries, contrast, inter alia, the Net Present Fiscal Value of an undocumented       migrant with that of a documented migrant.  AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14), operative paragraph 20
2. On the basis of the “Future Framework of Action for the Committee on Migration Issues,” we propose:

a. Promoting and fostering international cooperation to support countries of the Hemisphere in developing comprehensive policies focusing on:
i. Migrant integration in host countries: Media campaigns to dignify the image of migrants and prevent xenophobia.
ii. Inclusion of migrants that return to their countries of origin: Labor market insertion programs for migrants who return to their countries of origin.  (Mandate: AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14,)  operative paragraph 20).
b. Promoting forums, gatherings, seminars, or the discussion of experiences and good practices related to the economic impact and social development generated by migration and the study of causes of migration in migrant children and adolescents.

i. Second regional forum on migrant children and adolescents, to be held in October 2014.  Thanks to the Guatemalan delegation's offer, the second regional gathering on the matter will be held at the OAS and sponsored by the First Lady of Guatemala.
ii. Course entitled: An approach to the relationship between migration, development, and human rights. (Mandate: AG/RES. 2777 (XLIII-O/13), operative paragraph 2)   
3. To strengthen, and seek sustainability for, the Continuous Reporting System on International Migration for the Americas–SICREMI--so it may continue to operate and enlist additional countries, with a view, in the future, to considering its conversion into a migration observatory, allowing contributions to strengthening, increasing, and disseminating knowledge on migration through updated, pertinent, and timely information that can influence integrated policies.  Also, to continue updating the compendium of laws of the Hemisphere's countries, adding the most recent changes in laws and government policies on migration in the countries of the Hemisphere. (Mandates: AG/RES. 2608 (XL-O/10), operative paragraph 5; AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14),  operative paragraph 22--among others).

4. To continue to update the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families, taking into account the diagnostic assessment of said Program.  (Mandate: AG/RES. 2816 (XLIV-O/14, operative paragraph 19.)  To this end, we propose to form a working group, led by the vice chair, to establish the methodology for updating the Program on the basis of the CAM's diagnostic study.
