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REPORT BY THE CHAIR OF THE CIDI WORKING GROUP TO STRENGTHEN CIDI AND ITS ORGANS ON THE  RESULTS ACHIEVED WITH THE MANDATE OF PRESENTING 
TO CIDI ITS RECOMMENDATIONS TOWARD ESTABLISHING A FINAL 
OPERATIONAL STRUCTURE FOR FEMCIDI
(Amended following the presentation made at the thirty-eighth regular meeting of CIDI, 
held on May 22, 2014)

The Chair of the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI (GTFORCIDI), Minister Counselor Agustín Vásquez Gómez, Alternate Representative of the Permanent Mission of El Salvador, presents for the consideration and information of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), the following report on the work carried out by the Working Group in response to the mandate issued by the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session, held in Antigua, Guatemala, to “submit its recommendations to CIDI … with a view to having in place a final operational structure for FEMCIDI.”
1. In the course of formal meetings of the Working Group and informal consultations by its Chair between October 2013 and April 2014, the Working Group examined the “Proposal for the Restructuring of FEMCIDI” (document CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.93/13).

2. Based on comments received in writing and those expressed at the meetings of the Working Group from September 2013 to May 7, 2014, the Chair, with the support of the Secretariat, made a series of changes and amendments to the original proposal, which allowed for the inclusion of the delegations’ specific interests and comments. The analysis and negotiation exercise concluded with the “Proposal for the Restructuring of FEMCIDI” (document CIDI/GT/FORCIDI/doc.93/13 rev. 7) on May 9, 2014.

3. Also, in response to the instructions from CIDI in its resolution CIDI/RES. 291 (XXXIII-O/13) of December 11, 2013, the Secretariat prepared and presented to GTFORCIDI, a proposal for the necessary amendments to the FEMCIDI Statutes and to the document “Criteria for Presentation, Selection, and Evaluation of Cooperation Projects,” in order to adopt FEMCIDI’s new operational structure.
The aforementioned documents were discussed, amended, and approved by GTFORCIDI at its meeting on April 24, 2014, as was the “Proposal for the Restructuring of FEMCIDI.”
4. It should also be mentioned that GTFORCIDI approved a change in the name of the Fund from “Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI)” to “OAS Cooperation for Development Fund (CDF/OAS)” (ad referendum of Mexico). It was agreed that the name change was necessary in order to appeal to external partners and give the Fund a fresh image.
5. GTFORCIDI proposed that the provisions contained in Article 10.c of the Statute of the CDF/OAS, which relates to the Fund’s contribution to the Regular Fund, be taken into consideration by the CAAP in future discussions, in order to determine appropriate courses of action.

6. The purposes of adoption with the recommendations submitted by GT FORCIDI, the steps to follow as regards concluding the ongoing FEMCIDI programming cycles and the rollout of the first CDF/OAS programming cycle are reflected in the draft “omnibus” resolution on strengthening CIDI (doc….).
7. In his verbal report, the Chair of the Working Group requested that, once the General Assembly approves the final structure of the CDF/OAS, the Secretariat, through the permanent missions, notify the national authorities for cooperation in the member states of the approval of the final structure of the Fund, the name change, the “Criteria” document, the reaffirmation of the principle of partnership for development, and the fact that education and science and technology are crosscutting elements.

The Chair of GTFORCIDI appreciates the efforts made by the delegations of member states in the various meetings and consultations, particularly the Vice Chairs of the Working Group (Peru and Mexico) and the Chair of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (Dominican Republic) for the advice and guidance provided. The Chair is also grateful to the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development for its invaluable efforts and dedication in bringing the work undertaken to a satisfactory conclusion.
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
