PARAGRAPHS PROPOSED FOR THE DRAFT RESOLUTION "ADVANCING HEMISPHERIC SECURITY: A MULTIDIMENSIONAL APPROACH” – 
PREVENTING VIOLENCE AND CRIME
(Presented by the delegation of Guatemala)
Preventing violence and crime

1. To instruct the General Secretariat, through its Secretariat for Multidimensional Security, to establish and coordinate an Inter-American Network for the Prevention of Violence and Crime (the Network) to contribute to the efforts and capabilities of the member states, particularly in areas relating to participation by the population within the framework of citizen security and community organization. The Network, which is to comprise representatives of governmental, nongovernmental, international, and regional organizations, will be technical in nature and will consider, among other actions, mechanisms, programs, or new and/or existing practices for fostering hemispheric coordination and cooperation in the area of violence and crime prevention. The findings of its deliberations will be presented during the forty-fifth regular session of the OAS General Assembly.
2. To instruct the General Secretariat to establish a specific fund and its rules of procedure to support activities likely to help prevent violence and crime, including the Inter-American Network for the Prevention of Violence and Crime. The fund will be open to voluntary contributions by member states, observer states, and the international community.
3. To include the subject of violence and crime prevention in the Schedule of Activities of the Committee on Hemispheric Security for 2014-2015.
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
