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PARAGRAPHS PROPOSED FOR THE DRAFT RESOLUTION ADVANCING 
HEMISPHERIC SECURITY:  A MULTIDIMENSIONAL APPROACH – 
CONSOLIDATION OF THE REGIME ESTABLISHED IN THE TREATY FOR 
THE PROHIBITION OF NUCLEAR WEAPONS IN LATIN AMERICA AND 
THE CARIBBEAN (TREATY OF TLATELOLCO)
(Presented by the Delegation of Mexico)

Operative Paragraphs:
1. To call upon those states of the region that have not yet done so to sign or ratify the amendments to the Treaty for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (Treaty of Tlatelolco), adopted by the General Conference of the Agency for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (OPANAL) in resolutions 267 (E-V), 268 (XII), and 290 (E-VII). (OP 7- AG/RES.2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach.”
2. To congratulate Antigua and Barbuda; Saint Kitts and Nevis, Saint Lucia, and Trinidad and Tobago for depositing their respective instruments of ratification of the amendments to the Treaty of Tlatelolco referred to in the preceding paragraph.  (Update proposed by Mexico)
3. To recognize the Treaty of Tlatelolco, on the 47th anniversary of its entry into force, as demonstrating the fact that the absence of nuclear weapons in the region strengthens security and confidence among its parties and against states possessing such weapons. (Update proposed by Mexico)
4. To also welcome the revitalization, strengthening, and constructive dynamics of OPANAL over the last two years, which have enabled it to forge clear goals and a renewed and increased presence and participation in international forums that deal with the nuclear disarmament and non-proliferation agenda. (Update proposed by Mexico)
5. To encourage those states that have ratified the relevant protocols to the Treaty of Tlatelolco to review reservations and interpetative statements they have made thereon, in compliance with Action 9 of the Final Document of the 2010 Review Conference of the Parties to the Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons. (OP 8- AG/RES.2735 (XLII-O/12) “Advancing Hemispheric Security: A Multidimensional Approach.”
6. To reiterate expresss its interest in the successful convening, as soon as possible, in consultation with the states of the region, of a conference, in 2012, to be attended by all states of the Middle East, on the establishment, in that region, of a Middle-East zone free of nuclear weapons and other all other  weapons of mass destruction, on the basis of arrangements freely arrived at by all the states of the region, and with the full support and engagement of the nuclear-weapon states, for the world to move toward prohibition and elimination of those weapons while ridding itself of the irreversible and indiscriminate impact of the detonation, accidental or incidental, of one of these devices.
