Definition of Mandate:

For its considerations the Working Group will rely on the definition of the mandate contained in document CP/CAAP-2977/08 add. 1 corr. 1, paragraph 3 of which provides, “Although the member states may issue mandates whose directives could simultaneously reach many entities of the Inter-American system, for the purposes of this exercise we shall define a mandate as a request for action by the OAS General Secretariat, which originates in a resolution of the General Assembly.”


The WG considered that for the purposes of mandates in the development area the definition is restrictive, since a large number of mandates considered to be current or procedural originate in inter-American plans and programs and in declarations or documents stemming from CIDI ministerial meetings whose content has been endorsed by General Assembly resolutions.


Below is a relation of the declarations or documents stemming from CIDI ministerial meetings that were considered by the Working Group for this exercise and the number of General Assembly resolution that endorsed them.


Classification of mandates:
"The classification of mandates will follow the criteria set forth in the attached note sent by the Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Walter Albán, Permanent Representative of Peru to the OAS, to the Chair of GTMANDATOS (CIDI/GT/RMDI- 28/13), that is:

TYPE A MANDATES:
Policies or policy guidelines on the issue in question.

TYPE B MANDATES:
Specific measures or activities that support the implementation of type A mandates. 

TYPE C MANDATES:
Operational mandates of an administrative or financial nature.

In the attached proposal, some mandates have been marked with an asterisk.  Even though these mandates were classified, the Chair, as a result of the informal consultations with delegations, found that they have expired or are duplicated.  

It is important to highlight that the document used as a base for this exercise was constructed from the current and procedural mandates agreed by CIDI during its XXXIV regular meeting held on January 28, 2014 through document CIDI/doc. 87/14 and the mandates from the forty-fourth regular session and forty sixth and eighth special session of the General Assembly held in 2014.

	ROLE OF THE SECRETARIAT IN IMPLEMENTING THE ACTION PLAN

The CIP Secretariat will assist the CIP authorities in the performance of their functions. Especially important is its help with coordinating the activities needed to implement this Action Plan and the CECIP and TAG work plans.  

To advance the implementing of the Action Plan, we, port authorities, instruct the CIP Secretariat, in coordination with the CECIP, to:

· Pursue hemispheric cooperation on port affairs by strengthening institutional technical capacities and sharing experiences to help advance the national agendas of the member states. 

· Prepare studies and documents on port sector matters and propose draft inter-American and international agreements in line with OAS procedures.

· Coordinate the work of the TAGs to ensure that their activities are efficient and effective, based on their respective work plans, and, in accordance with the TAGs' recommendations, establish the criteria for monitoring and evaluating each TAG's performance.

· Broaden participation in the CIP, by promoting public-private partnerships aimed at enriching the inter-American dialogue on port affairs, creating synergies, and expanding opportunities for cooperation.

· Forge strategic, internal and external, partnerships with other forums and international organizations and similar bodies.

· Establish and implement a technical cooperation plan by identifying requirements for each period and seeking additional funding.

· Foster the sharing of information regarding successful experiences.

· Coordinate and prepare CECIP meetings, both face-to-face and via teleconferencing. 

The Secretariat will report to the CECIP every six months on implementation of the Action Plan and will issue a general report during the Ninth Meeting of the CIP.

For that to happen, the member states will need to endow the CIP Secretariat with the human and technical resources needed to upgrade CIP operations.
