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Operative paragraphs 

I. Confidence- and security-building in the Americas
/
1. To continue to encourage and implement confidence- and security-building measures (CSBMs) in keeping with the provisions of the Declaration of San Salvador on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures, the Declaration of San Salvador and Santiago on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures, the Consensus of Miami, and the Declaration on Security in the Americas, urging all member states to furnish the General Secretariat, by July 15 of each year, with information on the application of CSBMs.

2. To endorse the Chairman’s Conclusions (CSH/FORO-V/doc.) from the sixth meeting of the Forum on Confidence- and Security-Building Measures held in Washington, D.C., on March 12, 2015.

3. To request that the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (SMS) fully implement the central data base and online reporting of CSBMs as approved by the OAS General Assembly to improve the access and availability of the member states' reports and facilitate the reporting of measures.

II. Transnational Organized Crime
4. To request that the General Secretariat create an ad hoc Working Group on Transnational Organized Crime, comprised of senior representatives from CICAD Executive Secretariat, the Department of Public Security (DPS), the CICTE Executive Secretariat and the Secretariat for Legal Affairs. The WG-TOC  address and coordinate the SMS’s capacity building, training or other activities related to transnational organized crime (TOC), in support of Member States efforts to combat TOC. 
5. To request that the Permanent Council through the Committee on Hemispheric Security hold an annual meeting of the Committee on Hemisheric Security dedidicated to the issue of transnational organized crime with the participation of national authorities.

III. MISPA
6. To Instruct the Organization of American States through the Secretariat of Multidimensional Security to strengthen the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with AMERIPOL through the creation of an official liaison office at OAS Headquarters, with AMERIPOL under the Department of Public Security (DPS).  This liaison office would support DPS and dependencies of the Secretariat, the creation of the police professionalization network, and perform those duties as outlined in the MOU.  Member States are encouraged to continue to offer and appoint liaison officers through the existing process within the AMERIPOL secretariat and the OAS secretariat.
