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TEXTS ON MIGRATION AND DEVELOPMENT
 TO BE INCLUDED IN THE DRAFT OMNIBUS RESOLUTION “ADVANCING HEMISPHERIC INITIATIVES ON INTEGRAL DEVELOPMENT” 

(Approved at the CAM meeting, held on June 6, 2017)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

HIGHLIGHTING the close nexus among migration, development, and human rights, and recognizing that respect for human rights is a fundamental pillar to enhance the contributions of migrants to development; and (Approved 6-6-17)
RECALLING the activities proposed and implemented in the “Future Framework of Action of the CAM” (CIDI/CAM/doc.11/14 rev. 4) and in the Work Plan of the Committee on Migration Issues for the 2016-2017 period (CIDI/CAM/doc.32/16 rev. 1), in areas including the following:  Migration and Health; Climate Change, Food Security and Migration in the Americas; Dialogue on the Regional Consultative Processes on Migration in the Americas and Migration and Gender, (Approved 6-6-17)
RESOLVES: 

1.
To urge member states to strengthen inter-agency coordination and technical cooperation among countries of origin, transit, destination and/or return and to collaborate with other stakeholders of the "Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights of Migrant Workers and Their Families,” as well as with  specialized agencies, in order to promote and protect the human rights of migrants and consider the adoption of public policies that incorporate, inter alia, aspects relating to the promotion of food security, disaster risk reduction, mitigation of the adverse effects of climate change, and health promotion. (Approved 6-6-17)
2.
To urge states to pay particular attention to the multiple forms of vulnerability that migrant women, girls and adolescent women face, including multiple forms of discrimination and violence in all stages of the migration process, and to reaffirm the need to promote and achieve the effective exercise of the rights of women, girls, and adolescent women regardless of their migration status. (Approved 6-6-17)
3.
To highlight the organization of the first policy dialogue of the regional migration consultative processes, held on March 31, 2017, at OAS headquarters, and to recognize the importance of the CAM in the implementation and follow-up of hemispheric political and technical dialogues on the topic, respecting the independence and structure of the Consultative Processes on Migration and other regional and subregional political forums that deal with migration issues. (Approved 6-6-17)

To request the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to convene a meeting with the actors of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, including Migrant Workers and their Families, to exchange best practices and Information about its implementation. (Approved 6-6-17)
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
